Weather Vane

Tennis started in the 12th century
and was played without a racquet. The
ball was hit with the hand. It was not
until the 16th century that the game
was called “tennis” and players used
a racquet. By the 1960s, important
tennis matches were open to both ama-
teurs and professionals, and winning
players got a large sum of money as a
prize. But there are many collectibles
from early tennis events as well as
equipment from the past 100 years.

Since about 1870, some steins, vas-
es, plates and even figurines pictured
players and other tennis scenes. Old
balls and racquets, even appropriate
tennis clothing, are wanted. One of
the most unusual tennis items sold
recently is a pre-1930s tennis-racquet
weather vane. It was made of copper
and included copper-wire racquet
strings. The racquet was attached to
a mounting rod with a tennis-ball top.
The weather vane sold at a James Julia
auction for $1,815. It probably will be
installed near a tennis court.

In 1922, she
copyrighted a wax doll’s head designed
to look like the head of a 3-day-old
infant. Within a couple of years, the
doll, called “Bye-Lo Baby,” went into
production, distributed by George
Borgfeldt & Co., a New York importer.

The first dolls” heads were bisque
and made in Germany. Bodies were
cloth, made by the K & K Toy Co., a
subsidiary of Borgfeldt, which also

John Gilstrap, who had served as mayor
for two years, but earlier this year did not seek re-election to City Council. Jones has been on Council
for eight years and served as vice mayor for the past two years. This will be his first term as mayor.

Voglerwas first elected to City Council in May 2012, becoming the youngest person ever elected to
that position, at age 24. Vogler was re-elected in May 2016. This will be his first term as vice mayor.

Their selection as mayor and vice mayor took place during an organizational meeting. The meeting
is held every two years for the public swearing-in of winners of the City Council election held in May,
selection of a mayor and vice mayor and issuance of seat assignments for each Council meeting.

The mayor and vice mayor positions are elected by sitting City Council members to serve two-year
terms.

Councilman James Buckner nominated Jones as mayor. Jones was elected by a unanimous vote.

Councilman Adam Tomer nominated Vogler as vice mayor. Vogler also was elected by a unanimous
vote.

City Council is the governing body of the City of Danville. It is composed of nine people, elected at
large for four-year staggered terms.

In May of this year, Jones, Buckner and Dr. Gary Miller won re-election. They were joined in taking
the oath of office on Monday by Tomer, who won election in May for his third term on Council.
Tomer served on City Council from 2006 to 2014, but did not seek re-election in 2014.

Jones, Buckner, Miller and Tomer will serve as council members to June 30, 2022.

Vogler and the other members of Council — L. G. “Larry” Campbell Jr., Sherman Saunders, Fred
Shanks and Madison Whittle — will serve to June 30, 2020.

Following the election of mayor and vice mayor, seating positions for every council member except
the mayor was determined Monday by a random drawing. Council members must maintain the
positions drawn for each meeting until the next inaugural meeting in two years.

CHEESY PULL-APART BREAD

INGREDIENTS:

1 large loaf or boule-style Italian bread (Sour-
dough or French could also work)

Y2 cup butter (unsalted or salted is fing), melted

1 clove garlic, minced

1 bunch scallions, frimmed and thinly sliced

8 ounces sharp Cheddar cheese, shredded (about
2 cups)

8 ounces Monferey Jack cheese, shredded (about
2 cups)

Chopped fresh parsley, fo garnish (optional)

DIRECTIONS:

Preheat oven fo 350 degrees F. Spray a sheet of
heavy-duty foil with non-stick cooking spray and
sef aside.

Cut a cross-hatch pattern into the fop of the bread
by slicing Y2-inch grid lines info the bread, stop-
ping about Y-inch from the bottom of the bread so
that it stays together. Place the bread on the piece
of foil that has been sprayed.

Stir together the melted butter, garlic and scallions.
Gently separate the bread with your fingers, then
spoon the butter mixture in all of the seams, mak-
ing sure it is evenly distributed among the whole
loaf. Wrap the loaf up in the foil and place on a
baking stone or directly on the oven rack and bake
for TO minutes.

Remove from the oven and increase the oven
temperature fo 425 degrees F.

Open the foil and sprinkle the shredded cheese on
top of the bread. There will be a lof of cheese, so
fry fo push down as much as you can in between
all of the crevices in the bread. Leave the foil open
and return it fo the oven. Bake until the cheese is
completely melfed, bubbling and sfarting fo brown
on fop, about 15 minutes. Let stand for 5 min-
utes before serving, then sprinkle with parsley (if
desired) and dig in!
