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Be Aware
of Giant

Giant hogweed is a hazardous and invasive plant that
has been found in areas of Livingston County. This plant
| usually grows in open sites with abundant light and moist
soil but it can also grow in partially shaded areas.

It can be identified by the dark red or purple spots and bristles on the
green stem, the white flower heads that produce thousands of seeds, and
the green leaves located at the base that grow two to five feet in diameter. It
can grow up to 14 feet tall. The spray of white flowers looks similar to Queen
Anne’s Lace.

Giant hogweed is considered a hazard to the public because of its poten-
tial to harm people. The sap from the plant can cause a severe skin reaction
that can happen up to 48 hours after contact. Severe skin blisters will develop
when exposed to the sunlight. If there is contact with the eyes, it can lead to
possible blindness.

The Livingston County Department of Health would like residents to be
aware of this plant. Do not touch this plant.

If you happen to come in contact with this plant, immediately wash your
hands with soap & water, flush your eyes thoroughly with water, stay out of the
sunlight, and call your healthcare provider.
