Larry V. Davis was born not far from where he now lives, near the Cumby,
Texas area. His parents were farmers, and his mother passed away when the
children were young. His dad moved them to Fairlee where he continued
cotton farming, but finally realized he could not support the family. He gave
his sons choices, including going to Boles home, where Larry and two of his
brothers went. The Davis girls were adopted by relatives. Taking a situation
and turning into a positive became a hallmark of Larry's life, because not only
did he excel at Boles Home, he joined the Choir which was actually a public
promotions team. The Choir traveled all over the United States during his four
years of high school, and Larry received a practical education "on the road" as
well as in the classroom. Through the groups' travels by bus, he learned to be
responsible for himself, to meet people well, and he polished the skill of
public speaking as the Choir's appearances were fundraising concerts that
benefited the school back home. During his tenure as a member, the choir
performed in several states and once for President Kennedy at the White
House. After graduation from Boles Home, Larry's life began to take on extra
color through his travels. He worked for radio and newspaper, tried ranching
for awhile out West, and owned a successful investment company in the East.
While still a young man, Larry began to develop a character based on the
fascinating life and legend of Mark Twain. Taking advice given to Twain
himself, he "hired a hall to give a lecture" for the public. Based on Twain's
writings, he powdered his black hair, donned a white linen suit and presented
programs of wit and wisdom to audiences everywhere. Of course, he found no
shortage of material within the over 40 volumes of Twain's works plus his
collections of letters. Today, Larry V. Davis has been presenting Mark Twain
to audiences for almost 50 years. Through the aging process, his physical
appearance has become more and more like photos of Twain, including the
signature white hair.
