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Forgiveness...sage wisdom!

One day, a sage gave his disciple an empty
sack and a basket of potatoes. ‘Think of all

the people who have done or said something
against you in the recent past, especially those
you cannot forgive.

When a snowstorm or freezing
temperatures arrive, the time for
preparation is past. If you know of an
animal that is not being taken care of
properly, please call us at 799-0843. We
will get the information to the right agency.
Cold temperatures and wind chill can
threaten a pet’s life; the following
measures can help ensure your pet will
have a comfortable winter:

- Low temperatures are especially
hard on short-haired, young, and older
animals.

- All cats should be kept inside.

- Salt and chemicals used to melt
snow can burn a pet’s foot pads and even
the mouth when the pet licks the paws.
After an outdoor walk, wipe your pet’s feet
with a damp towel.

Warm vehicle engines attract
cats. Bang on your vehicle hood to scare
away any cats before starting the engine.

- Antifreeze is deadly poison, but
the sweet taste attracts many animals.
Make sure that animals do not have access
to the antifreeze.

When it is snowing, pets can
lose the scent of home. Keep pets under
close supervision, and make sure your pet
wears an identification tag.

- Winter air can dry out animals’
skin and make them itchy. Add a small
amount of vegetable oil (with your
veterinarian’s approval) to the pet’s diet.

degrees or below. For outside dogs, a
solid doghouse must be provided. The
opening needs to be covered, either
with a commercial door or a heavy,
fabric flap. The house needs to be
raised off the ground at least 2 inches.
Cover the floor with cedar shavings to
control parasites and to help retain
the skin oil. The doghouse should be
large enough to allow the dog to enter,
turn around, and either sit or lie down
comfortably. However, the house
needs to be small enough to hold the
pet’s body heat in.

Outside pets must
be provided more food in the winter
because keeping warm depletes
energy. Water bowls should be checked
frequently to make sure the water has
not frozen.

If you know of an animal that does not
have adequate protection from the
weather, we urge you to call us before
conditions are too bad.

ty for centuries, and there have been
numerous patents for coffee-making
machines. The first American patent
was given to Thomas Bruff Sr.in 1798.
Coffee grinders, also called coffee
mills, were needed to grind the coffee
beans to cook with water to make cof-
fee. The mills were hand-cranked until
1938, when the first electric models
were made.

Most collectors search for early
wall-mounted or box-type mills. They
were made of wood or glass with a
castiron crank. Coffee-mill companies
also used ceramics, plastic or attractive
metals later in the 1900s. Most coffee
mills had the name of the brand of
coffee on the front or at least the word
“coffee.” “Koffee” is not a misspelling;
it is the German word for coffee.

On the back or side of the coffee mill
there usually is a serial number that
can be dated with the help of informa-
tion found online or in “The MacMil-
lan Index of Antique Coffee Mills,” a
book by Joseph E. MacMillan. There
also may be colorful pictures like the
ones seen on a patriotic coffee mill,
which was decorated with a flag and
a picture of Theodore Roosevelt on
his horse. It recently sold for $265 at a
Hess auction.

The City of Danville’s Information Technology Department has created an online
story map called “Danville Roots,” showcasing story points that capture the 225
years of the city’s history.

Each story point includes an image and narrative text. They are sorted into time
periods — such as early Danville — and embedded in a map according to the
locations in which the story points describe.

“The story points are a walk back in time,” said geographic information systems
officer Rachel Rupe. “Users can choose a story point by browsing through the
collections or by clicking on its location on the map. The map will follow where
you navigate.”

Five collections are presented: “Early Danville and Civil War,” “Reconstruction
Post Civil War,” “Tobacco and Textile Industries,” “Turn of the Century” and
“Mid-20th Century through Civil Rights.”

“Each of these sections provides stories about historic figures, places and events
that make our city unique,” Rupe said. “Many of these stories are well-known,
but others may be new to you. We believe anyone living here or visiting will find
something interesting and want to learn more about our history.”

The online story map consists of 151 story points and provides links to more
information about the topics.

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Platelet Donations Are Perfectly Safe

DEAR DR. ROACH: | am writing about platelet dona-
tions. As a way of giving back, | donate platelets. | was
wondering if there is a time that a person should stop
donating, based on age or difficulty. | am 61 years old,
and the past three times I’'ve donated, | felt uncom-
fortable in some way. Either my arm or wrist hurt, or |
had a feeling of malaise during the donating process.
One time, | was told that my platelet count was on
the low side, but it was not any danger to my well-be-
ing. | feel well immediately afterward and do not have
health issues, so my concern is whether this is some-
how detrimental to my own health as | age. -- S.B.

ANSWER: Platelet donation generally is a very well-
tolerated procedure. The platelets are removed from
the donor’s blood via a process called apheresis; a
centrifuge separates the blood into four components:
plasma (containing proteins), platelets, white blood
cells and red blood cells. For platelet donors, just the
platelets are removed, and the rest of the blood com-
ponents are returned to the donor.

In order to keep the blood from clotting inside the
machine, sodium citrate is added to the apheresis
machine. This reduces the calcium, which is needed
for blood clotting. However, some people can develop
symptoms of low calcium during the apheresis. This
can be treated by slowing the rate of donation, or

by taking some oral calcium before donating. More-
severe cases might require giving intravenous calcium
to the patient via another |V catheter.

The Food and Drug Administration recommends that
people make no more than 24 donations per year, but
there is good evidence that platelet donation is safe.

| congratulate you on being a community-minded
citizen, and | can reassure you that you have very little
short-term risk and essentially zero long-term risk
from donating platelets, whatever your age. Donate
as often as is comfortable, and try taking a calcium
supplement before donating.

DEAR DR. ROACH: | have taken 5 mg zolpidem (Am-
bien) nightly for about three years. My doctor seems
to think this is acceptable. | sleep five to six hours with
this aid and function normally in the morning. Re-
cently | was told that this drug has a cumulative effect
on the body. Would you verify this? Over-the-counter
sleep aids have no effect, and this drug seems to be
the only way | can sleep. -- D.M.

ANSWER: Zolpidem and its cousins, eszopiclone
(Lunesta) and zaleplon (Sonata), work for a relatively
short time in the body before they are metabolized,
so they do not build up in the body. They are mostly
gone in the morning, and grogginess is not a prob-
lem for most people. However, people often develop
a dependence on these medications; it becomes
difficult to sleep without them. More importantly,
they do increase the risk of falls and auto accidents,
especially when used every day and in people over 65.
| don’t recommend them for the long term, and | have
referred my patients who can’t sleep without them to
a sleep specialist, who sometimes (but not always) is
able to find a better solution than daily Ambien.
