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Poliquin unveils “No Welfare for
Terrorists” bill in Lewiston

Congressman Bruce
Poliquin was in Lewiston
last week to announce a
federal welfare reform bill he
is introducing to ensure that
convicted terrorists never
receive taxpayer-funded
benefits. The bill will close
a loophole that currently
allows those with a federal
conviction of terrorism or
being an accomplice to ter-
rorism to receive welfare
food stamps.

At the announcement
at his Lewiston constituent
services office at 179 Lisbon
Street, Poliquin explained

that the five accomplices of
the deadly Boston Mara-
thon bombing who will be
released starting as early as
next year are an example of
those who currently qualify
for food stamps.

“I am shocked that our
current law does not prevent
the criminals who have
been convicted of plotting
and carrying out acts of
terrorism against innocent
Anmericans, including young
kids, from getting welfare
benefits,” said Congressman
Poliquin. “Terrorist victims
and their families should

never be forced to fund
those who harmed them.
This bill guarantees this will
never happen.”

Poliquin said he be-
lieves his commonsense
welfare reform will get over-
whelming support in the
U.S. House of Representa-
tives, where he represents
Maine’s Second Congres-
sional District. While his
main focus remains on jobs
and growing the economy,
Poliquin has been successful
in getting other legislation
signed into law to help state
and local support enforce-

and speak with a counselor.

If you are a family
member of a combat veteran
who is exhibiting the afore-
mentioned problems, please
seek help at the Vet Center.
Outreach is part of their pro-
gram designed to make sure
vets in crisis and their families
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get the help they need.

Lastly, there are many
veterans, both combat and
non-combat, who are hope-
lessly under the impression
that the VA is going to show
up at your door with help. It
ain’t gonna happen! There
are many veterans and their
widows that may possibly
qualify for some type of aid.
Butitis up to them to find it.

Today people have
computers at their finger-
tips and time on their hands.
Take the bull by the horns
and do some research. No
computer? Get on the phone
and call a local veterans
group or talk to a veteran.
If they can’t help you, they
will point you in the right
direction.

“Policing the Teen Brain”
comes to Lewiston

Officers from the
Lewiston Police Depart-
ment and juvenile probation
officers from the State of
Maine convened recently
to participate in a training
program called “Policing
the Teen Brain.” Developed
by Strategies for Youth, a
national nonprofit training
and policy organization
dedicated to improving
interactions between law
enforcement officers and
youth, the program pro-
vides officers with a better
understanding of the de-
velopment and thought
processes of the teen brain
and gives them strategies for
de-escalating interactions
and avoiding the use of
force. An important goal of
the program is to help offi-
cers be aware of and reduce
disproportionate minority
contact.

Led by Indiana Uni-
versity School of Medicine
Associate Professor Dr.
Matt Aalsma and Strategies
for Youth Training Director
David Walker, the intensive
four-day course explains

how teens perceive,

process and respond to stim-
uli using different parts of
their brains than adults. Of-
ficers from the Lewiston Po-
lice Department who were
selected to participate in the
program directly will share
skills and insights gained
with their peers across the
department through a series
of internal workshops.

The local training
was funded by the Maine
Juvenile Justice Advisory
Group, whose mission is
to advise and make recom-
mendations to state policy
makers and to promote
effective system-level re-
sponses to further the goals
of the Juvenile Justice and
Delinquency Prevention
Act. “JJAG is committed

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City administrator on
Kennedy Institute panel

Phil Nadeau, Lewiston’s
Deputy City Administrator,
took part in a Kennedy Insti-
tute panel discussion recently
on how New England has re-
sponded to and resettled recent
immigrant refugees. Lewiston
began experiencing an influx
of refugees in 2001, when an
estimated 5,000 people estab-
lished new residency in the
area. Since then, Nadeau has
worked as the city’s point per-
son in coordinating with local,
state and federal agencies and
various non-profit agencies
to facilitate the community’s
adjustment.

Joining Nadeau on
the panel was Eva Millona,
Executive Director of the
Massachusetts Immigrant
& Refugee Advocacy Coali-
tion, the largest organization
promoting the rights and
integration of immigrants
and refugees in the region,
serving the state’s one million
foreign-born residents with
policy analysis and advocacy.
Also on the panel was Jessica
M. Vaughan, the Director of
Policy Studies at the Center
for Immigration Studies, an
independent, non-partisan,
non-profit research organiza-
tion that provides stakehold-
ers with reliable information
about the social, economic,
environmental, security, and
fiscal consequences of legal
and illegal immigration into
the United States.

Nadeau has served as
Lewistons Deputy City Ad-
ministrator since 1999. In
addition to assisting with
general city operations and
special projects, he serves as
the city’s Labor-Risk Manage-
ment Director, Chief Union
Negotiator, and Freedom of
Information Officer. As the
city’s primary contact for im-
migrant and refugee policy,
programs, and services since
2001, he has been interviewed
by major national and in-
ternational print, radio, and
television news organizations,
most recently the TV news
program “Full Measure with
Sharyl Attkisson” and German
Public Radio.

Nadeau has been pro-
filed in Dominic Pulera’s
book “Sharing the Dream,”
was a contributing author of
the book “Somalis in Maine:
Crossing Cultural Currents,”
and has had professional arti-
cles published by the South-
ern Maine Review and the
National Civic League. His
research involving the city’s
and state’s refugee experiences
has been cited in numerous
academic papers. He has been
asked to speak at regional and
national venues, including the
Camden Conference, Brown
University’s Center for the
Study of Race and Ethnicity,
the International City Man-
agers Association Conference,
the Race, Ethnicity and Place
Conferences at Miami Uni-
versity and Binghamton Uni-
versity, Harvard University’s
American Repertory Theater
and the Maine Development
Foundation’s Policy Leaders

Academy.

Since opening in March
0f 2015, the Kennedy Institute
has hosted public program-
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ming events in Boston and
Washington, D.C. featuring
speakers ranging from Sen-
ate Majority Leader Mitch
McConnell, to Congressman
John Lewis, to Boston Red
Sox Hall of Fame pitcher
Pedro Martinez.

grams that can increase
their income, reduce debt,
and build savings, such as
Family Development Ac-
counts and college savings
plans; and encouraged low
income people to participate
in available financial literacy
classes.

The EITC is recog-
nized across party lines as
an effective way to reduce
poverty and help working
families succeed. In fact,
Maine’s Legislature voted in
a bipartisan deal last year to
make the state’s EITC fully
refundable, increasing af-
ter-tax earnings for 100,000
working Mainers and their
families. Refundable EITCs
allow low-income working
families to receive the credit
in full, regardless of their tax
liability. By contrast, non-
refundable credits prevent
workers from collecting
any portion of the EITC
that exceeds the amount
they owe in income taxes,
which means that the lowest
earners rarely receive any
benefit.

“The EITC is one of
the nation’s most powerful
poverty-reduction tools,
benefiting 72 million peo-
ple, including 31 million
children,” said Janet Smith,
CA$H Maine Coordina-
tor and Western Regional

Manager of New Ventures
Maine, one of the event’s
organizers. “But in Maine,
too many eligible workers
overlook the EITC and
miss out on cash back that
could be used for emergency
savings, goals fulfillment or
asset-building.

“This year, CA$H
Maine plans to increase the
number of Mainers receiv-
ing the tax credit by bringing
in new tax filers and step-
ping up our efforts to reach
out to members of target
groups, such as individuals
with disabilities, service
members and veterans.”

“The EITC is a clean,
simple cash incentive that
rewards hard work,” said
Rep. Denise Tepler of Top-
sham. “It is especially effec-
tive for low-income Mainers
trying to get back on their
feet, whether the dad who's

been laid off and is strug-
gling to find a job that pays
the same as his old job, or
the single mom working
hard to balance work and
family.”

Tony Cipollone, Pres-
ident of the John T. Gor-
man Foundation, a strong
supporter of CA$H Maine
and asset-building organi-
zations, praised the EITC
for its “multi-generational
impacts.” Cipollone cited
research findings that indi-
cate “low-income children
whose families receive the
EITC have, on average, bet-
ter health, higher test scores,
and stronger long-term ac-
ademic achievement, all of
which are factors that we
know contribute to higher
employment and earnings
and lower rates of poverty

when these children reach
adulthood.”
