OnJune 14th 2019 the Festival of the
Fish Committee will be hosting fireworks
on the detached break wall at the entrance
to the Vermilion River. Due to the safety
of this event we are asking spectators and
boaters to take a look at the map of the area
and please be aware of our safety zones that
will be set in place.

The west entrance to the Vermilion River
will not be accessible once the fireworks are
placed on the break wall. We are asking that
boaters use the east entrance to navigate
bothin and out of the Vermilion River.

There will be complete river closure
starting at 9:30pm until 11:00pm or later.

There will be five to six tempo-
rary buoys set up 500’ around the detached
break wall and boaters are permitted to
watch the fireworks show on the north side
of these buoys.
