¥ goes back to the head of the ladies line and takes the first lady there. There are usually

| more ladies than men who want to dance, and so there's lots of variety in the partner each
¥ dancer gets. Also, because the band usually performs a long medley of tunes with a similar §

tempo, the chair dance may last up to 10 minutes. Chair dances are fun, can break the
ice, and allow ladies who came without a partner a chance to partner with the gentlemen
who like to dance. And you know, getting your heart rhythm up and keeping time in step

N to the various beats and tempos of country music is great exercise! Over the 16 years that

Gale has been hosting the Tuesday night dances at the Arbala Community Center, he has

enjoyed a loyal following of dancers. Sadly now, many of these precious friends have

become home bound and some have passed away, but during their active years were
almost always found at the Arbala Dance on any given Tuesday night! Thank you Gale

8N and your band members for bringing so much happiness to others!

Re-
cently Mary Ann got lighted spoons, so the overhead lighting is cut down low when she

¥ performs. This old-time skill can provide rhythm to a fiddle or guitar in primitive settings,
& and can produce complex rhythms using a remarkable amount of motor skills and physi-
A cal activity. Spoons are a classic folk instrument with roots in Greece, Russia, Canada

and Britain and in early America. Spoon playing has been performed everywhere from
the homestead to the concert hall. I am sure that Mary Ann
packs her spoons whenever she attends a dance, so plan to get
there soon yourself!
