In no other profession is
preparation so important. Not only
must the lawyer understand the law
of the case and the facts that support
it, but the client — the employer —
must understand their role.

expected of them.

This week I saw another lawyer’s
client testify without being prepared
and it was ridiculous, ineffective and
nearly disastrous.

Let me share with you what I
do so that my clients are confident,
relaxed, and do a good job.

First, I study the accident report and then go to the
scene. After that I find another deposition by the same
lawyer my client will face and ask my clients the same
questions that they will be asked in their deposition. We
then work to provide short, accurate answers. We learn
what we know and we learn what we don’t know and we
teach our clients not to guess. If our client is asked “how
far from the other car they were when they first saw it?”
The real answer is at 88 feet per second at 60 mph no one
could say for sure, so the true answer is “I don’t know”
and the way to answer it is to say “I don’t know but it
seemed like a split second”.

We learn what inside lanes are and what outside lanes
are and what lane our client was in. We learn to leave out
information that is not important such as “my sister had to
borrow a car to bring us home from the hospital”. If asked
“how did you get home from the hospital” the answer is
“my sister”. Otherwise, the other lawyer is going to be
compelled to ask who did your sister borrow the car from,
what was wrong with your sister’s car and who was fixing
it. All of that information is an unnecessary waste of time
and provides no useful information.

Teach, prepare, listen and practice. Give examples,
don’t guess. Make sure that your client knows that it is
their job to understand the question asked by the other
lawyer. Make sure your client knows that if they are not
sure they understand the question, they must tell the other
lawyer to rephrase the question or ask it so that they do
understand it.

Spend the time to make your client, that person who
saw fit to put their trust in you, relaxed, comfortable and
effective.

Roy 1s a graduate of
the Indian Institute of
Technology where he
received E%ls B.Tech. in
Chemical Engineering.

Dear Bill,

Quitting a job after a
month or so isn’t normally
some kind of sin that
automatically  disqualifies
you from being hired.
It might be with some
corporate  goober who's
looking at things through
some silly, one-size-fits-all
hiring paradigm, but that
alone wouldn’t be the kiss
of death around my office.

Now, would we look at
somethinglike thatand want
to know what happened
and what your explanation
was? Absolutely! But if it
made sense, there wouldn’t
be a problem. However, if
it made you sound flighty
or disgruntled with thingf’s
in general, we’d probably
pass.

My guess is that the fields
you're interested in are
like most — there’s a lot of
importance put on who you
know. And I don’t mean
this in a negative way. Work
and try to develop good
relationships with people
in your field and those
associated with it. If that's
in place, they can honestly
give out positive references.

Knowing someone within
the field or at the company,
or being connected to
someone with a positive
reputation, can help you
avoid the résumé slush pile.
It can help cut through the
mess and achieve clarity!

BIG DEBT ON AN
OLD CAR

Dear Dave,

My wife cosigned a loan on
a 2007 car for her sister. Now,
it's being repossessed, and
$23,000 is still owed on it at 20
percent. What can we do in this
situation?

Pablo

Dear Pablo,
Tell the bank or dealer

where the car is, and tell
them to come pick it up.
There’s no way to get out of
the rest, my friend. You and
your wife are going to be
liable for whatever the car
doesn’t bring in afterward.
Let’s say it sells for $4,000.
That would be subtracted
from what is owed, and it
will still be up to you guys
to pay the rest. You could
always try to negotiate
to settle it for pennies on
the dollar. Based on what
you've told me, that's a
best-case scenario.

The other thing I would
do is demand a full audit
on the account from day-
one to present, because
a 20 percent interest rate
doesn’t explain why a car
didn’t pay off — especially
a $23,000 car. If this was a
$5,000 car from a tote-the-
note car lot, and they were
ripping her off charging
only interest — and that’s all
anyone was paying, and she
ﬁave up and punted - that's
ine. You're just looking for
a little understanding of
the situation. But $23,000
cars don’t generally have
20 percent interest. That's a
pretty freaky deal, and I'd
want to know where the
money went.

Fromabank’sperspective,
I don’t see how anyone
would think something
like this would work out.
The car was going down in
value the entire time, so it
just doesn’t make sense to
me. Of course, if you have
the cash lying around and
it wouldn’t damage your
finances, you could just take
care of ’r{u'ngs and call it
Stupid Tax.

Cosigning on a loan,
especially with family, is
never a good idea.

any homeowners
enjoy the
convenience and

recreational value of having
a pool in their backyards.
Pools can be a great spot to
gather on warm days, often
serving as the centerpiece
of summer recreation.

Pools require substantial
upkeep to function properly
and be safe for swimming.
The right combination
of factors are needed to
maintain a proper water
balance to prevent skin and
eye irritation as well as to
ensure the water is clean.
Sanitizers play a significant
role in ensuring that safety.

Various sanitizers are on
themarket, althoughpeople
are most familiar with
chlorine-based  sanitizers.
The goal of a sanitizer
is to prevent the growth
of bacteria and algae in
pool water. Sanitizers also
will inhibit the growth of
viruses and other organic
contaminants.

First-time homeowners
who have never had a pool
may find it challenging
to choose a sanitizer that
will work for them. Each
sanitizer has its share of
pros and cons, but many
homeowners  hope to
find one that is both cost-
effective and convenient.
The following are some of
the sanitizers to consider.

e Liquid chlorine:
Sodium hypochlorite,
also known as bleach, is
a common pool sanitizer.
Liquid chlorine does not
have any additives and
will not affect pool water
in any other way except
for providing sanitation.

Liquid chlorine can be
cumbersome to store and
splashing the product
while adding it to the water
can damage clothing.

e Cal-hypo: Calcium
hypochlorite is another
sanitizing  option  for
pools. It is usually sold
in granular form because
pucks or sticks will break
down too quickly in
chlorine feeders. Cal-hypo
is often an unstabilized
form of chlorine, which
means it does not have a
stabilizing chemical mixed
with it to prevent chlorine
burn-off from the sun.
Depending on your needs,
unstabilized chlorine can
be an asset or a detriment.

e Dichlor and trichlor:
Dichloro-s-triazinetrione
and trichloro-s-
triazinetrione are two
different stabilized chlorine
sources. They are mixed
with a substance called
cyanuric acid, which helps
prevent the quick usage of
chlorine in outdoor pools.
Sunlight can reduce the
efficacy of chlorine, and
this stabilizer will help
buffer that effect. Since
these chlorine  sources

glcally come in pucks or
lets, they can be placed
in feeders and will deliver
consistent chlorine without
daily maintenance. Trichlor
has one of the highest levels
of available chlorine of all
pool sanitizers. However,
one disadvantage is that if
the stabilizer levels build
up too much in the pool,
you will require even
more chlorine to combat
this effect, sometimes
creating a cycle of chlorine
ineffectiveness.

e Salt: Salt-cell pools
use a process of electrolysis
to extract chlorine from
the salt added to the
specialized equipment,
thus sanitizing the pool
