ICING:
� 1 cup cold heavy whipping cream
� 3/4 cup cold milk
� 1 package (3.4 oz) instant pistachio pudding mix
� 2 teaspoons confec�oners' sugar
� 1/2 cup chopped Walnuts
Direc�ons
1. In a large bowl, combine the cake mix, pudding mix,

eggs, soda and oil; beat on low speed for 30 seconds. Beat
on medium for 2 minutes. S�r in walnuts.
2. Pour into a greased and floured 10-in. fluted tube pan.

Bake at 350° for 40-45 minutes or un�l a toothpick
inserted in the center comes out clean. Cool for 10
minutes before removing from pan to a wire rack to cool
completely.
3. In a large bowl, beat the cream, milk, pudding mix and

confec�oners' sugar on high un�l s�ff peaks form. Frost
cake. Sprinkle with walnuts. Refrigerate un�l serving.

EASY COCONUT CREAM PIE
Ingredients
� 3/4 cup sugar
� 3 tablespoons all-purpose flour
� 1/8 teaspoon salt
� 3 cups whole milk
� 3 large eggs, beaten
� 1-1/2 cups sweetened
shredded coconut, toasted, divided
� 1 tablespoon bu�er
� 1-1/2 teaspoons vanilla extract
� 1 pastry shell (9 inches), baked
Direc�ons
1. In a medium saucepan, combine sugar, flour and salt.

S�r in milk; cook and s�r over medium-high heat un�l

thickened and bubbly. Reduce heat; cook and s�r 2
minutes longer.
2. Remove from the heat; gradually s�r about 1 cup of

hot mixture into beaten eggs. Return all to saucepan; cook
and s�r over medium heat un�l nearly boiling. Reduce
heat; cook and s�r about 2 minutes more (do not boil).
Remove from the heat; s�r in 1 cup coconut, bu�er and
vanilla.
3. Pour into pie shell; sprinkle with remaining coconut.

Chill for several hours before serving.

� 16 slices day-old bread,

� 1 can (21 ounces) apple pie filling, slices cut in half
� 2 cups coarsely chopped pecans
� 1 cup golden raisins
� 3/4 cup bu�er, melted
� Whipped cream, op�onal
Direc�ons
1. In a large bowl, combine bread and sugar. Set aside. In

another bowl, beat eggs, milk, cinnamon, salt and vanilla
un�l foamy. Pour over bread and sugar; mix well. Cover
and refrigerate 2 hours.
2. S�r in all remaining ingredients except cream. Pour

into a greased 13x9-in. baking dish.
3. Bake at 350° for 45-50 minutes or un�l firm. Cut into

� 1 teaspoon baking powder
� 1/2 teaspoon grated orange zest
� 1 can (15 ounces) mandarin oranges, drained
� 3 tablespoons sliced almonds
Direc�ons
1. Coat a 9-in. fluted tart pan with removable bo�om

with cooking spray. In a large bowl, beat the yogurt,
honey, oil, egg, egg whites and extract un�l well blended.
Combine the flour, cornmeal and baking powder; gradually
beat into yogurt mixture un�l blended. S�r in orange zest.
2. Pour into prepared pan. Arrange oranges over ba�er;

� 1 cup milk

� 1 teaspoon vanilla extract
� 1 cup white baking chips
� 1/2 cup chopped macadamia nuts
� 1/4 cup sweetened shredded coconut
Direc�ons
1. In a large bowl, combine flour and brown sugar. Cut in

bu�er un�l mixture resembles coarse crumbs. Set aside 1
cup for topping. Add baking powder and salt to remaining
crumb mixture.

� about 1/2 - 2/3 of an 11 oz. box
Vanilla Wafer cookies
� 4-5 bananas, peeled and sliced
� 1 (8 oz.) tub Cool Whip, thawed
� 6-12 maraschino cherries with
stems,
Direc�ons
1. In large saucepan, add pudding mix and whisk in milk.

Over medium/medium-high heat, bring pudding to a full
boil s�rring constantly. Remove from heat and con�nue
s�rring for just a bit. Then s�r in banana and vanilla
extracts. Set aside.
2.*Note: A full boil means that you see large bubbles

coming to the top con�nuously even while s�rring.

Gree�ng Gardeners!

Haven’t we been so blessed
with the beau�ful spring
weather and opportuni�es to
be outside in the sunshine,
cool breezes, andmore �me to stay at home to work in the
yard and garden? (Of course by the �me this ar�cle is
published the weather could be very different, but a�er all,
this is ALABAMA! ) If you are in an apartment, you can use
pots and seeds for those veggies and flowers. If you
haven’t ever tried gardening, and would like to try, start
slow. It can be addic�ve! And good therapy! Every effort is
a learning experience, maybe some posi�ve, some
nega�ve, but for sure something has been learned.
Here are some of the lessons this gardener has learned:

� Over watering kills more plants than under
watering!
� Plants in clay pots dry out faster.
� Some plants need a lot of sun, some need part
shade, some need mostly shade.
� Soil in the pot or garden needs to be a healthy mix
of sand, peat and/or sphagnum moss, clay, and compost
(decaying leaves, manure, veggie scraps).
� Blueberries need very acid soil! Coffee grounds are
good for them.
� Herbs add lots of flavor and help eliminate the
need for salt! They are more tasty if not over-watered.
� Windy days dry out plants quickly.
� Fish emulsion is a good organic fer�lizer for plants.
Sprayed on or poured on the roots. BUT:
� Dogs, cats, raccoons, and foxes will dig up plants
with fish emulsion poured on the roots!
� Compost piles are great for fer�lizing everything
organically. The bugs and earthworms help break down the
scraps, and aerate the soil. Never put meat or greasy
cooked food in the compost. Add leaves and grass, some
shredded paper.
