   If you’ve noticed The 
Produce Stand near 
downtown on South Da-
vis Street and you haven’t 
stopped, make it a point 
to soon! Pick out wa-
termelon, cantaloupe, 
strawberries and free 
stone peaches and don’t 
forget garden-fresh veg-
gies! Not only do they 
stock the freshest local 
produce, the stand is a 
charming store brimming 
with thoughtful variety 
and country tastes. How 
long has it been since 
you’ve tasted pickled okra 
or corn relish straight 
from the canning jar, or 
selected a melon based 
on it’s fragrance? Well, 
that’s too long! Own-
ers Jo Ann and Richard 
Taylor are family farm-
ers whose roots run very 
deep. They farm land 
in Wood County which 
belonged to Jo Ann’s 
mother and grandparents, 
and today, their thriv-

ing business is located in 
Sulphur Springs on a lot 
purchased by her mom 
some 30 years ago. Jo 
Ann grew up on the farm 
and assisted her mom 
every weekend at the 
Dallas Farmers Market, 
where they sold what-
ever was in season. Jo 
Ann reminisced, “Rose 
Mary Hilderbrand Beau-
din was my mother and 
she could raise anything 
as well as market it. She 
was raised in the business 
and had the strength as 
well as the savvy to make 
it work. Later in life she 
married Frenchie Beau-
din, and together they 
worked hard and earned 
a reputation for quality 
produce at their stand 
at the lake spillway on 
Main Street in Sulphur 
Springs. They were a fix-
ture in town! She taught 
me a lot about not only 
hard work but offer-
ing a quality product, 
and she had learned the 
same thing growing up. 
My grandparents were 
Mr. and Mrs. Nichols 
who farmed 200 acres at 
Grubb Toe, a commu-
nity and school between 
Reilly Springs and Yan-
tis in the County Line 
area where Hopkins and 
Wood Counties meet. 
 After her mother retired, 
Jo Ann and Richard took 

over the produce stand 
at the spillway location, 
until 2018 when the 
property became part of 
Crosstown Trail. That 
Fall, they moved to the 
316 South Davis site and 
it took them a year to ac-
tually get up and running 
with a seasonal building. 
:But now, they can han-
dle most anything. “This 
summer, we’ve sold some 
of the prettiest watermel-
ons, both red and yellow 
meat, and those delicious 
West Texas cantaloupe 
that everybody wants. 
This year’s tomatoes have 
been the best ever for all 
the local farmers. We’ve 
got fresh shelled peas fro-
zen in pints and quarts. 
We carry local honey, 
ribbon cane syrups, jams, 
jellies and preserves, pe-
can halves and vanilla 
year round, and fresh 
blueberry and zucchini 
bread just as fast as Mary 
Day can bake it! The 
Produce Stand doubles 
as a gift shop too, with a 
line of handmade aprons, 
tea towels and COVID 
masks in country prints. 
In each season, we have 
whatever Mother Na-
ture gives us. In the Fall 
of the year, be sure and 
come for greens, freshly 
dug sweet potatoes, and 
harvest-time pumpkins 
and gourds, and in the 

early Spring, our produce 
will include fresh onions, 
greens and new potatoes 
plus lots of plants and 
beautiful hanging baskets.
  Jo Ann is proud of her 
heritage, but she didn’t 
always work in the fam-
ily business. “I had my 

own 20-year career in the 
grocery industry, and for 
a time I worked as a meat 
cutter. I’d visit Mama 
down here as often as I 
could, and I could tell af-
ter Frenchie passed away 
that she was going to 
need some help. Richard 

and I had both grown up 
in the Yantis and Wood 
County area, and his 
sister had been my best 
friend in school. We 
had re-met in McKin-
ney during adult life and 
after we got married, we 
began to talk about “go-
ing home”. Believe me, 
that was the best move 
we ever made, when we 
gave up our lives to be-
come farmers! We love 
carrying on this family 
tradition, especially to-
day when ‘farm to table’ 
is finally being recog-
nized as the healthiest 
way to eat. Stop and see 
us soon at The Produce 
Stand!
