A driver’s license is
more than just a piece of
identification. It  provides
people with the freedom to
travel at will, and for those
living in rural areas that lack
public transport, the ability to
get to and from work, shop for
groceries, and visit friends and
family. But a driver’s license
is a privilege. All 50 states
have laws that, when broken,
can result in revocation of an
individual’s driver’s license.
While offenses vary from
state to state, most have some
form of a point system that
determines the number and
severity of violations allowed
before a license is suspended
and how much time must pass
before applying for another.

Most people need their
vehicles to get to work, drive
the kids to school, or make
it to important medical
appointments.  But  what
happens when that privilege
is taken away? Most of the
time, if you follow certain
requirements, you'll be able
to get your driving privileges
restored, but only after
following all court orders,
paying all fees, and, in some
cases, installing an ignition
interlock device.
