Fortunately a
woman saw it and rescued it. This little critter is a lucky little girl.” She has some
picky goats. “If I slice something for them with a knife that I used to slice something
else they won’t touch it. They are particular what they choose to eat.”

Although Linda didn’t grow up with a desire to save critters, a little fawn showed up
on her property and she was hooked. “It looked so helpless,” says Linda. “Its little
foot was no bigger than the nail on my little finger.” She took the fawn to a wildlife
rescue operation and ended up working with the organization. When a 59-acre piece
of property went on the market, she and her husband grabbed it. Her husband said he
wanted a pig, so that’s when things got serious. People bring animals to live the rest
of their lives at their place. Most are rescue plus they buy some. They’re full right
now.

She names all the animals. A pig is called Petunia and visitors seem to love it. Linda
had 3 pet raccoons named Ricardo, Juan and Pedro. “They wild up and I set them free.
Once, after I let them go, I saw them on a light pole and called our their names. They
came down and crawled on my shoulders for a short time, then scooted off. I never
saw them again.”

Curly Q Ranch has 3 ponds that have goldfish and turtles in them. Guests can over-
night in some cabins (bluebonnetcabins.com). “They love to just be in the woods and
relax, feed the fish, talk to the animals and enjoy nature. So many of our guests come
from major metropolitan areas and find a whole different world out here.”

Linda has the amazing ability to communicate with the wildlife that surrounds her.
“They’re therapy for me. I completely lose all thoughts of problems when I’m with
the animals. And they’re so funny. We have a duck we call Airplane. When it was
small it had too much protein and its wings stick out. Looks like a plane. And our
chickens have feathers on top of their heads that look like majorettes’ hats. Our parrot
likes to mimic all the sounds it hears. We feed our raccoons in a 5-inch bowl and they
crowd around it. It’s one adventure after another around here. I didn’t know what was
required legally to take care of all these animals, so I studied and got licensed as a
rescue operation.” When Linda and her husband aren’t taking care of animals they
have a company that makes custom mattresses.
