Ingredients
● 1 box (18.25 Oz. Box) Yellow Cake Mix
● 1 stick Margarine, Softened
● 1 can (14 Oz. Can) Mandarin Oranges,

Drained, 1/2 Cup Juice Reserved
● 4 whole Eggs
● 1 teaspoon Vanilla Extract

● 1/2 cup Powdered Sugar
● 4 ounces, Cool Whip

Directions
Preheat oven to 350°. For the cake, combine cake mix,
margarine, 1/2 cup juice from the mandarin oranges, eggs,
and vanilla. Beat for four minutes on medium-high. Add
drained oranges and beat again until pieces are broken up
and small. Pour batter into greased and floured 9 x 13 inch
baking pan and bake for 25 to 30 minutes, or until golden
brown and set. Remove from oven and cool completely. If
desired, turn out cake onto a large platter.
Once cake is cool, blend juice from drained pineapples
with the vanilla pudding mix. Add powdered sugar and mix,
then mix in whipped topping. Stir in drained pineapple.
Spread on cooled cake and refrigerate several hours.

LOUISIANA DIXIELAND CAKE
Ingredients
● 2 cups all-purpose flour

● 2 teaspoons baking soda
● 1/2 teaspoon salt
● 2 eggs
● 1/4 cup vegetable oil
● 1 20-ounce can crushed

pineapple, with juice
● 1 cup sugar
● 1/2 cup brown sugar
● For the icing:
● 1 12-ounce can evaporated milk
● 1 cup (2 sticks) butter
● 1 1/2 cups sugar
● 1/4 teaspoon salt
● 1 teaspoon vanilla
● 2 cups sweetened, flaked coconut*
● 1 1/4 cups chopped pecans

Directions
Spray a 13 x 9 baking pan with cooking spray; set aside.
Mix together flour, baking soda and salt; set aside.
Cream together eggs, vegetable oil, pineapple (with juice
from can), sugar and brown sugar. Mix in flour mixture until
all ingredients are well combined. Pour batter into baking
pan and bake at 350° for 25-30 minutes or until golden
brown and toothpick inserted in middle comes out clean.
Prepare the icing:
Heat evaporated milk, butter, sugar and salt in a medium-
size saucepan over medium heat until boiling; stirring
frequently.
Reduce heat to medium-low and boil mixture for 12-15
minutes or until a light caramel color; stirring occasionally.

Hello everyone,

It's March, and I'm getting excited about the
prospect of the weather turning a little warmer,
baseball and soccer seasons getting underway, and
another  opportunity  to talk  with y'all again!  You
might be aware that I've been talking lately about
the use of lasers in our world today and in dentistry.
I was very fortunate to have gotten interested in
laser dentistry  about 15 years ago, and I must say
that it has really been a great technology for my
patients in that we've been able to save many
teeth, enhance our esthetic results and, make teeth
and soft tissues of the mouth more comfortable!

More comfortable?  How can that be?  Well, I'm
glad you asked!

Chiropractors and physical therapists have been
using low level laser energy to help relieve sore
muscles and joints. While that is not my forte, I can
tell you that in dentistry, laser energy can have an
anesthetic effect on the tooth nerve. It is not a
replacement for regular anesthetic because the
anesthesia is not effective enough in most cases,
but it is still interesting that lasers can have that
effect. More useful though is that  we can seal small
pulp (area of live tissue in the tooth) exposures that
can occur if a cavity is too deep, and avoid the
otherwise inevitable root canal treatment. Recession
areas can be made less sensitive with the use of the
laser by helping to close those  open, unprotected
pores that let hot and cold into the tooth!

Another application is in the treatment of ulcers on
the soft tissue where lasers can be used to seal the
raw surface that is so painful with those lesions.

Enjoy the weather and we'll be ready to play ball
next month, and explore another fact or two in the
world of dentistry-Thanks for reading!

Typically when checking in, you give the front
desk your credit card (for any charges to your
room).
You go to your room and settle in. All is good.
The hotel receives a call and the caller asks for (as
an example) room 620 - which happens to be your
room.
The phone rings in your room. You answer and the
person on the other end says the following: “This is
the front desk. When checking in, we came across
a problem with your charge card information.
Please re-read me your credit card number and
verify the last 3 digits numbers at the reverse side
of your charge card.” Not thinking anything wrong,
since the call seems to come from the front desk

you oblige. But actually, it is a scam by someone
calling from outside the hotel. They have asked for
a random room number, then ask you for your
credit card and address information. They sound so
professional, that you think you are talking to the
front desk. If you ever encounter this scenario on
your travels, tell the caller that you will be down to
the front desk to clear up any problems. Then, go
to the front desk or call directly and ask if there
was a problem. If there was none, inform the
manager of the hotel that someone tried to scam
you of your credit card information, acting like a
front desk employee.
This was sent by someone who has been
duped........and is still cleaning up the mess.
ANYONE traveling should be aware of this one!

CLAYBANK MASTER GARDENERS
Camellias are brilliant in the winter time in this
area, their bright colors giving a refreshing
cheery smile to our otherwise stark
winter landscape. This variegated pink
variety called “Miss Ozark” was found
in Chuck Auman’s yard (He’s willing to

share!) and also the solid
white variety “Nuncio’s
Gem”. There is a blooming “Miss
Ozark” at the FUMC in downtown
Ozark, propagated by air-layering

from his bush. Camellias can also be propagated
by stem cuttings; both are the easiest methods
and will produce an identical plant to the parent
bush. However, summer is the best time to
propagate camellias. For more information, see
ACES free downloadable booklet “The Culture of
Camellias: The State Flower of Alabama”.
