“Never work with family” is a
common warning but several
owners of local family-owned
and -operated businesses think
that the benefits of working with
their families outweigh the risks.

Fredon Corp. CEO Roger
Sustar currently has three
generations of his family
working at his Mentor
business which does custom
manufacturing and machining
for a variety of industries
including aerospace, defense
and locomotive.

He said that having multiple
family members working at his
business was his father’s dream
that was never fully realized. But
Sustar did not start out with that
goal when he founded Fredon
almost 52 years ago.

“Let me tell you, I worked
for my father for three days
at his company and I quit,”
Sustar recalled. “But he had two
partners, and one would say
something and the other one
would say something and my
dad would yell ‘You’re my son,
you’ve got to work harder’ and
all that stuff.”

Given his experience, Sustar
did not think his own children
would end up working for him
— but both his daughter Alyson
Scott, now company president,
and son Chris Sustar, now vice
president, worked their way up
through the company.

“To have the opportunity
to work with my dad is just
priceless, and to be with my
brother (too), Scott said. “The
dynamic between siblings
and business or cousins and
business, you know, it can be
a sticky situation, but I think
that the two of us are different

enough that we have different
skillsets and different areas of
expertise, if you will. So we don’t
really butt heads as much.”

Scott said that it can be
challenging to keep business at
the workplace when seeing her
family outside of it, but she does
her best not to discuss it too
much.

They agreed that working with
their family is a complicated but
overall supportive environment.

“It’s much more than just X’s
and O’s,” Sustar said. “It’s much
more than dollars and cents.
It’s a lot more involved, and
that’s the hard part of a family
business that a lot of people
don’t understand.”

Ross DeJohn Jr., the owner
of DeJohn Funeral Homes and
Crematory, agreed that being in
a family business is a lot more
intensive than simply clocking
in and out each day.

“A family business is not an
easy business to be in and, you
know, you never get away from
it,” said DeJohn Jr. “No matter
where you’re at — holidays, days
off, the business is always there
in your face.”

The DeJohns operate funeral
homes in Lake, Cuyahoga, and
Geauga counties with three of
his family members as members
of the full-time staff and several
others working part-time. His
wife and son, Ross DeJohn III,
are funeral directors as is he.

DeJohn III said he thinks
it is important to remember
that the original owners of the
first funeral home his father
purchased were also a family
business, so the rich history
plays a role in their level of
commitment and the legacy
they hope to impart to future
generations or future families.

Having the talk of a lifetime – VERY IM-
