In the first two months of 2021,
we have offered rewards in two different
abandonment cases.  The first one
involved two puppies that were put in a
wire cage and abandoned at a dumpster
in the county. Both of those puppies were
adopted.

This past weekend, shelter staff
members went to a street in Danville to
get two rabbits that had been abandoned
on the side of the street. Sadly, the rabbits
had been able to escape from the cages
before they got there.

Through the years, we have
received hundreds of calls (maybe even
thousands, actually) about animals being
abandoned. Dogs, cats, rabbits, ferrets,
and guinea pigs have all been rescued from
cages on the side of the road, from median
strips, at dumpster sites (sometimes in a
taped box), and a myriad of other places.
Sometimes, a dog’s neck appears to
have had a collar removed. The physical
condition of the animals range from being
in good condition to being emaciated or
injured and near death.

The one they all have in common
is the look in their eyes from being scared
or confused.

That look usually goes away when they
are rescued, brought to the shelter, fed,
watered, and put in a comfortable resting
spot.

Abandonment is against the law in
Virginia; it is a Class 3 misdemeanor. The
Comprehensive Animal Care portion of the
Code defines abandonment as: “’Abandon’
means to desert, forsake, or absolutely
give up an animal without having secured
another owner or custodian for the animal
or by failing to provide the elements of
basic care as set forth in 3.2-6503 for a
period of four consecutive days.”

Several years ago, the Virginia
Legislature included companion animals
under the litter laws. At first, this may

seem offensive to group pets in with
garbage, but it actually is a very good
step. However, if the person is charged
under the litter laws, the crime is a
Class 1T misdemeanor. The law itself is
very well-written: “It shall be unlawful
for any person to dump or otherwise
dispose of trash, garbage, refuse,
litter, a companion animal for the
purpose of disposal, or other unsightly
matter, on public property, including a
public highway, right-of-way, property
adjacent to such highway or right-of-
way, or on private property without the
written consent of the owner thereof or
his agent”

Under the Class 3
misdemeanor abandonment laws, a
person can be fined not more than
$500. Under the Class 1 misdemeanor
litter laws, a person can be confined in
jail for not more than twelve months,
and fined not more than $2,500, either
or both.

We will pay a reward for
information leading to the arrest of
anyone abandoning an animal in the
City or in Pittsylvania County. The
reward money comes from donations.

If you know of anyone who
has abandoned an animal, please call
us. Abandonment is illegal and cruel.

HOLLYWOOD — Tom Hanks’
film “News of the World,” which cost
$38 million to make, was released in
theaters Christmas Day and grossed
$9.7 million. That was good, con-
sidering it was available for Netflix
subscribers as well. His next release,
the science-fiction film “Bios,” with
Skeet Ulrich, is set for theaters Aug.
13 without a streaming release, so far.

Last January, Hanks began film-
ing “Elvis” in Australia for “Moulin
Rouge” director Baz Luhrmann.
He’ll play Presley’s manager, Colonel
Tom Parker, with Austin Butler as
Elvis. In March, he and wife Rita Wil-
son tested positive for COVID-19 and
the film was shut down. In September,
they resumed and completed the film
(scheduled for a Nov. 5 release to the-
aters and HBO Max).

Hanks is now playing Geppetto in
the Disney+ live action remake of its
1940 animated classic, ‘‘Pinocchio.”
Oscar-winner Roberto Benigni (for
1997’s “Life Is Beautiful”) remade “Pin-
occhio” in 2002 for $45 million, but it
grossed only $41 million worldwide.
This time it’s being directed by Robert
Zemeckis, of “Romancing the Stone,”

Rabbit” fame. In addition to Hanks, he’s
cast Luke Evans (Gaston in ‘“Beau-
ty and the Beast”) as The Coachman.
Evans is fresh off of Hulu’s “Nine Per-
fect Strangers,” with Melissa McCar-
thy and Nicole Kidman.

At the dawn of the 1970s, I met a
young actor who was co-starring with
Sal Mineo in a Los Angeles stage pro-
duction of “Fortune and Men’s Eyes.”

Johnson is currently co-starring with
“SNL” alum Kenan Thompson in his
new NBC series ‘“Kenan.” Johnson
replaced Andy Garcia (who was in
the pilot) playing Kenan’s father-in-
law, who offers to help raise his grand-
daughter. A $19 million settlement for
foreign residuals?
