The placing of these items along the road right-of-way and in road ditch-
es may cause damage for others and liability for those in violation of the
Sioux County’s Public Road Right-of-Way Ordinance.

The Ordinance does provide for a penalty which will be enforced
against those who remain in violation of this “Public Road Right-of-Way
Ordinance’.

Your time, efforts and cooperation in removing these obstructions from
the right-of-way and road ditches will be appreciated plus aid in keeping
our road ditches and right-of-way beautiful. Thank you.
