You’ll have to excuse
Amy Bleich Heugel if her
recent exuberance spills into
your life. As owner and opera-
tor of the iconic LakeHouse Restaurant & Bar at
the corner of Lakeshore Drive and Hilltop Road
in St. Joseph it has been “an insane year,” but...not
only have they survived, they’re gearing up for their
7th Year Anniversary celebration next week on
May 20th.

Amy calls her upcoming celebration, “Seven
Years of Sunsets.” Here’s what she has to say about
it all: “Southwest Michigan residents are almost
certainly familiar with The LakeHouse Restaurant &
Bar at the corner of Lakeshore Drive & Hilltop Road
in St. Joseph. However, not everyone is aware of the
storied history of the stately building adjacent to the
Holiday Inn Express & Suites.” She explains, “A
lot of people don’t know this, but our building was
built in 1892 as a family residence. It first belonged
to the Smith family, and later was known as the
Colby Mansion.” Amy’s father, Attorney Donald
Bleich, purchased the home in 1993 then leased it to
two restaurant ventures: The Mansion Grille from
1993 to 2007, and El Cozumel from 2008 to 2014.
In the late 1990s, Mr. Bleich was approached about
building a hotel on the land adjacent to the home and
in 2000, the Holiday Inn Express opened. That land
had gone through several incarnations in the 1900s,
including a produce stand and a used car lot called
Colby Motors. Soon, the Bleich family saw the
opportunity to create a more cohesive experience.
As Amy puts it, “After hearing so much feedback
from hotel guests about the kind of restaurant they’d
love to see at that location, I had the idea to trans-
form the restaurant into what it is today.” The result
is the popular LakeHouse Restaurant & Bar, known
affectionately to locals as simply “The LakeHouse.”
They opened in 2014, and have been going strong
ever since. While the casual family dining restaurant
was originally designed to cater to hotel guests, it’s
earned tremendous loyalty from locals, who appre-
ciate the amazing sunset views just across the street,
the laid-back, friendly vibe, consistent and conve-
nient hours, bright and tasteful beach-cottage decor,
live music, and, naturally, the dining experience.

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Michigan’s “Vacc to Normal” Plan

Governor Gretchen Whitmer recently
announced her administration’s new “MI Vacc to
Normal” plan to further relax pandemic restric-
tions in our state. This week, I’d like to outline her
plan and share some of the related advocacy efforts
we’ve been involved in since it was announced.

The “MI Vacc to Normal” plan will use four
vaccination-based milestones -- using data for
Michiganders 16 years or older who’ve received

their first dose -- to guide future steps required to
get back to normal. These four milestones are
as follows:

55% of Michiganders (4,453,304 residents)
would mean the return of in-person work for all
sectors of business.

60% of Michiganders (4,858,150 residents)
would increase indoor capacity at sports stadiums

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to 25%; increase indoor capacity at conference
centers/banquet halls/funeral homes to 25%;
increase capacity at exercise facilities and gyms to
50%; and lift the curfew on restaurants and bars.

65% of Michiganders (5,262,996 residents)
would lift all indoor % capacity limits (requiring
only social distancing between parties) and further
relax limits on residential social gatherings.

70% of Michiganders (5,667,842 residents)
would completely lift the Gatherings and Face
Masks Order (and corresponding mandatory mask
requirement) and MDHHS will no lon-
ger employ broad mitigation measures unless
unanticipated circumstances arise, such as the
spread of vaccine-resistant variants.

When the plan was announced, 48.8% of
Michigan residents ages 16 and older had received
at least one dose and 35.9% had been fully vacci-
nated. This past week, Michigan cleared 4.45 mil-
lion doses of administered vaccines meaning
we’ve already triggered the 55% benchmark.

This achievement came weeks earlier than
projected thanks in large part to the advocacy
efforts of elected officials and organizations from
border communities (ours included) who were
quick to identify and flag an early issue with our
state’s vaccination tracking method. Initially,
only Michigan healthcare providers had the abili-
ty to add information to the vaccine registry
meaning those vaccinated in other states wouldn’t
be recorded unless they told their Michigan-based
doctors. This meant hundreds of thousands of
Michigan citizens who had been vaccinated out-
side the state or at federal facilities since the
vaccines first became available were not being
accounted for. When these individuals were final-
ly included, it resulted in a 2.5% jump (nearly
227,000 residents) in our numbers and pushed us
over the 55% threshold.

Reaching 55% is certainly welcome news —
especially for those businesses who have been
desperate to return to in-person work. That said,
several state departments will need to modify or
rescind rules that currently contradict the new
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re-opening plan before that restriction can be
fully lifted.

For example, the Michigan Occupational
Health and Safety Administration (MIOSHA) has
temporary rules in place prohibiting, among other
things, any in-person work that could be done
remotely. Not only that, MIOSHA is actively con-
sidering making those rules permanent — a move
our Chamber and others have vocally opposed
through a statewide coalition called Reopen Mich-
igan Safely (www.reopenmichigansafely.com).
Now that we’ve passed the first hurdle of the “Vacc
to Normal” plan, both the temporary and proposed
permanent rules directly contradict the new guid-
ance and MIOSHA will have to rectify this before
May 24 when in-person work is scheduled
to resume.

Rest assured, we will be keeping a close eye
to ensure the administration is fixing issues and
inconsistencies like those pointed out above. Addi-
tionally, we will be advocating for the re-opening
metrics to be based on more than vaccination rates
alone. For example, the current plan does not take
into consideration the many citizens with natural
antibodies help towards our goal of herd immunity,
nor does it account for the decline of case rates,
hospitalizations, deaths, or other metrics used over
the past year to tell us how prevalent the virus is in
our communities.

Much like the out-of-state vaccinations, what
would our numbers be if all those with antibodies
were added to our total? What happens if the virus
and its variants all but disappear before we reach
the 65% or 70% mark? How will this plan keep
pace with the rapidly evolving CDC guidance?
We’ll continue to call for a more comprehensive
approach that takes these questions and variables
into consideration.

In the meantime, we should all be optimistic
that Summer is around the corner and the end of
this pandemic is in sight!

Most of all, don’t give up
on your pet. They are learning something new,
how to get along while you’re not with them, and
it will just take some time and patience. Having
dealt with a dog that had severe separation anxi-
ety, I can say that it does get better.
