A Taste of Tavern On The River

Glen: One of our area’s great treasures is
the St. Joseph River. Unfortunately, there
are not a lot of dining choices on the river.
Jordan Gottlieb has thrown a life pre-
server to one of these rare locations with
the launch of Tavern On The River in St.
Joseph.

When you walk in, you get the feeling
you are walking into a joint in the Florida
Keys. It’s freshly painted and cleaned up,
and it’s ready to please locals and tourists
alike. Here, you’ll find plenty of tables on
the river’s edge. It’s a fantastic spot!

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As the 2-man band set up on the dock-
side stage near the new outdoor bar, Doug
and I grabbed a couple of brews and started
in on the Snack Basket appetizer (Picture a
charcuterie basket, instead of charcuterie
board.) It had a variety of rarities not found
around these parts, such as deep fried
Shishito peppers, which were not breaded
and carried a touch of spicy kick. The
house-made garlic Cornichon pickles were
also excellent and something I had not had
before. The basket had several delightful
cheeses, including a fantastic feta that crum-
bled like feta, yet had a velvety smoothness
to it. It’s mild saltiness and creaminess

cooled my tongue from the zip of the
Shishitos.

Reading the menu to order the Greek
Salad, I learned that the delicious Feta
cheese is from Kourellas, one the premier
dairy companies in Greece widely known
for top quality organic ingredients for the
Mediterranean diet. 1 was impressed with
the Greek Vinaigrette, which didn’t have a
dominant vinegar bite that I often find in
vinaigrettes. We added grilled chicken to
the salad for only $4 more, but you can also
add crispy chicken, shaved ribeye or choose
shrimp to stick with Mediterranean cuisine.

Both Doug and I noted the uniqueness of

the menu. It had some familiar pub-type
items, but also a smattering of uncommon
fare, too. The menu diversity has a lot to do
with Jordan, who is the owner and master-
mind behind the menu.

“I have an eclectic culinary background
beginning with my Pastry Chef degree from
Le Cordon Bleu Institute of Culinary
Arts, to my time working in Chicago restau-
rants,” Gottlieb explained. “Around here, 1
worked with Bit of Swiss and Greenbush
for many years. I’ve taken what I’ve learned
through my journey and incorporated those
ideas into my menu.”

His baking expertise is evident in his
pizzas. Jordan makes a fermented dough that
takes 36 hours to ready, and it is cooked to
perfection. The bottom and edges were crispy,
but the center was soft with a little chew.
The longer fermentation process enriches
both the structure and taste of the dough.

“Do you like spicy?” That was the ques-
tion Jordan asked us. We both assured him
that we love spicy and could handle what
came our way, which was a chicken sand-
wich called Nashville Hot. As Jordan sat it
down in front of us, he said “This sandwich
is not for people who say I like it a little
spicy.”” If you can’t handle the heat, don’t
order the Nashville Hot from the Tavern on
the River kitchen! It was BLAZZIN’ HOT!
I don’t want to mention Doug’s reaction
because I don’t want anyone to think less of
him, but I LOVED IT. It is hands-down my
new favorite sandwich in St. Joseph. While
Doug went to get some additional ice water,
I smashed through my half and snatched the
rest of his. The chicken was so juicy from
the buttermilk brine and had an excellent
fried crisp. Sweet Hottie pickles, crunchy
slaw, lettuce, tomato, and Louisiana mayon-
naise awaited their crown...Nashville Hot
sauce made with roasted red Fresno peppers.
Jesus himself would order this over the
Chick-Fil-A Spicy Chicken Sandwich. Lol

Head down Langley Avenue from down-
town, since Langley is closed for construc-
tion, or dock your boat right there on the
Morrison Channel. Tavern on the River is
literally right next to Clementine’s Too.
Oh, and bring the whole gang...it is very
family friendly now.

We are in the midst of a historic labor crisis. De-
spite more than 231,000 people drawing unemploy-
ment insurance (UI) benefits in Michigan and over
379,926 jobs posted across the state, businesses can-
not seem to lure workers back to work. Employers
across every industry have increased wages, enhanced
benefits, and offered incentives — all to no avail. While
there are many issues contributing this problem, the
most glaring cause is expanded federal Ul benefits.

The current maximum UT benefit is $662/week
(state and federal Pandemic Unemployment Assis-
tance [PUA]), which amounts to an hourly rate of
$16.55. At this rate, more than 41 percent of workers
in Michigan have the potential to earn more drawing
UI benefits than what they might earn working 40
hours per week. To make matters worse, we are seeing
jobs that pay well above $20/hour go unfilled as well.
In fact, a NFIB’s jobs report for April showed a record
44% of all small business owners reporting job open-
ings they could not fill.

A survey by the U.S. Chamber further highlights
the problem: One in eight (13%) who became unem-
ployed during the pandemic and remain unemployed
have turned down at least one job offer in the past
year, and one in six (16%) not actively seeking work
say the amount of money they are receiving from un-
employment benefits and government programs
makes it “not worth looking” for jobs. Even more—28
percent of all respondents—agree that “there are a lot
of people who are not looking for work because they
can do almost or just as well collecting unemployment
benefits.”

To summarize, paying unemployed individuals
the equivalent of $34,000 a year not to work has disin-
centivized Ul recipients to return to their place of em-
ployment or advance their knowledge and skills to
obtain higher paying jobs.

Getting Michigan Back to Work

With the pandemic finally subsiding and restric-
tions lifting across the country, Michigan should fol-
low the lead of 26 other states and terminate the extra
$300 in federal unemployment benefits. Every single
one of these states have seen their number of Ul recip-
ients decrease at a (much) faster rate than those con-
tinuing to pay the enhanced benefits, suggesting that
ending the aid could push more people to take jobs.

As the Voice for Business in the region, our
Chamber joined forty business-advocacy organiza-
tions from across the state in sending a letter to Gover-
nor Whitmer imploring her to take swift action and
end enhanced benefits in Michigan before their Sep-
tember expiration. The letter, which was sent to the
House and Senate as well, also recognizes that UI ben-
efits are not the only policy changes that can move the
needle. Thus, we also advocated for the following:

* Offering return-to-work bonuses

to Ul recipients;

» Aggressively enforcing work

search requirements;

* Reinstating work registration requirements

with the Michigan Works! Offices;

¢ Fully funding the Going Pro Training Fund;

¢ Allocating federal funds to invest heavily in

solutions that will break down the barriers to
employability, including access to affordable
childcare, affordable housing, and reliable
transportation.

Job providers are doing their part. They are rais-
ing wages, offering signing and retention bonuses, of-
fering cash to interview and competitive benefits in-
cluding job flexibility, work-from-home options,
longer vacations, shorter shifts. The truth is there has
never been a better time to enter the workforce. It is a
worker’s market whether you are skilled or unskilled.

Michigan’s elected officials must step up and
solve this ever-worsening crisis by diligently remov-
ing any and all barriers to employability. Businesses
have already expanded the amount of time they are
closed to try and cope with being shorthanded. Soon,
they will begin closing their doors for good.

I appreciate the strong bipartisan sup-
port this bill received to help this growing industry.”
David Ringler, Director of Happiness Cedar
Springs Brewing Company was one of the first to
respond, saying, “We are grateful for this legislation
that will allow us to expand services to our custom-
ers after a very difficult year,” and adds, “As a des-
tination location in a small town it is key for us to be
able to serve all of our product lines to our guests.”
The bill amends the Michigan Liquor Control
Code to allow a person to hold an on-premises tast-
ing room permit and an off-premises tasting room
license in conjunction at the same location under
certain conditions.

When the data regarding your cemetery con-
sists of coffee-stained maps, handwritten and type-
written books, and random spreadsheets, preserving
the history of a community can be an extremely
difficult task. Yet, that’s the reality for many com-
munities. The effects of disjointed data can cause
headaches for municipal Clerks and even frustration
for the public-at-large. Some organizations have
invested time and money to consolidate their
records, but still cannot visualize all the burial
records on a map. There are many challenges that
come with effectively operating a cemetery, and data
is one of the biggest. For the folks of Hagar
Township those challenges are being tackled head-
on, through a new cemetery mapping project under-
way. Hagar Township, with 3,671 residents and the
responsibility of maintaining three cemeteries
including Lake Shore, Curtis, and Harris, has
taken the lead to modernize their historic cemetery
records. The township has enlisted the GIS
(Geographic Information System) team from
Wightman, a multi-disciplinary architecture and
engineering firm based in Benton Harbor, to pre-
serve their historic cemetery records and make them
accessible through an interactive database and map.
Hagar Township officials understand the benefits of
an online mapping system. Township staff will be

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enabled to visualize records like never before, final-
ly able to place a location with a name. Staff will
also maintain more accurate records, with an up-to-
date listing of what cemetery plots are owned by
which family. The township’s cemetery system will
become an important planning tool, allowing the
municipality to visualize capacity issues before they
occur, which can facilitate strategic growth. Upon
completion of the project, a public online mapping
system will be available beyond the walls of town-
ship hall, a space where citizens and the public
researching history or genealogy can now inde-
pendently locate loved ones. The township is utiliz-
ing the help of resident volunteers to assist in com-
pleting the mapping work. The first step onsite is to
utilize high-accuracy GPS to locate known cemetery
site features, and then lay out spacing based on cor-
ner markers. Equipped with tape measures, metal
detectors, and tablets, the volunteer group, which
includes township residents, Hagar Township staff,

and Wightman personnel, has gathered at Lake
Shore Cemetery on two recent Saturdays to begin
acquiring the data needed to complete the online
map. Volunteers visit each gravesite and input data
including the name, birth and death dates, any mili-
tary service, as well as a photo of the headstone.
With the data collected, Hagar Township’s modern
GIS cemetery system will offer the preservation of

historical cemetery records, capturing the knowl-
edge base of seasoned staff, enable citizens to find
loved ones using online interactive cemetery maps,
provide a centralized access to records for staff,
ensure consistent placement and management of
plots, and provide a real-time picture of cemetery
capacity. During the last phase of the project,
Wightman will train Township staff on how best to
manage and maintain their new GIS system, so that
the cemetery data will always remain current. Hagar
Township’s online cemetery map is anticipated to be
available later this year.

Dear Danielle,

observed when my wife made the mistake of
taking me on an oceanside getaway to St. Simon’s
Island, in Georgia.

had an extra martini at dinner. When Caroline
asked him why, he told her about our conversa-
tion, and before I could even begin sharing my
kingbird knowledge with her, she gulped down a
pre-emptory extra martini herself.

Item: Sitting in a beach chair for several
hours, one notices LOTS of birds flying about. If
you latch your eyes onto one, and keep tracking
it, it’s kind of mesmerizing. I often followed spe-
cific birds this way, from the moment I “latched”
until the moment my view of it was blocked by
an attractive person in a skimpy swimsuit.

Item: Occasionally I got to wondering about
all the gulls and terns -- how many there are, and
why they all fly by as though on urgent missions,
speeding north along the shoreline. Except for the
ones flying as though they were on urgent mis-
sions heading south along the shoreline.
