Greetings Gardeners and
Wannabes,

Here it is midway through lower
Alabama‘s summer heat and al-
most daily afternoon thunder-
storms are the norm. But thank
goodness for early morning
cooler temperatures to do a few
things in the garden! And I am
very grateful for the summer
veggies like tomatoes, peppers, squashes, cucum-
bers, sweet potatoes and okra which are producing
better than last year for me. Feeling so blessed and
yes, a bit spoiled, to be the recipient of such a vari-
ety of summer veggies, many from friends who
shared their bounty.

*Naturally, the garden pests are also abundant at
this time of year, so it’s important to keep a close
eye out to know what is needed to protect your
plants. As an organic gardener I look for the least
damaging ways to foil the invaders and still protect
the soil and beneficial insects. For worms burrowing
in my cucumbers and tomatoes I find diatomaceous
earth (or DE) effective. For sooty mold on squash
leaves, a spray of water mixed with a tiny amount
of hydrogen peroxide does the job. For aphids,

neem oil after a blast of water from the hose often
helps. After heavy rainfalls, nutrients to rebuild
plant health such as fish fertilizer or compost tea
sprayed on the leaves (or just sprinkle on from a
water bottle with holes poked in the lid) gives re-
newed vigor to plants. Spreading well-aged compost
around the roots really boosts the health of the soil.

*Late August through mid-September is the time to
get your fall veggies planted. Start your seeds here
in the Wiregrass in mid-August so they’ll be robust
by planting time. I’ve always waited too late, being
cowardly at heart and thinking the summer heat
would kill them this early. But I’ll give it a try this
year, maybe I’ll be surprised.
