Inspections are con-
ducted unannounced by
state and municipal health
inspectors. Inspections are
a “snapshot” of the day
and time of the inspection.
An inspection conduct-
ed on any given day may
not represent the overall,
long-term compliance of
an establishment. Estab-
lishments are provided the
opportunity to correct any
observed violations while
the inspector is on site.

A failed inspection

results from more than
three critical or more than
10 non-critical violations.
Critical violations must be
corrected within 10 days
and non-critical violations
are generally required to
be corrected within 30
days. The timeframe in
which a follow-up in-
spection occurs after each
failed inspection depends
on the nature of the viola-
tions that caused the fail-
ure. Repeat violations or
failure to correct violations
as outlined may lead to en-
forcement including fines
and penalties.

YARMOUTH, ME.
In the 1960s and 1970s, Ed
Crockett and his siblings
were raised in poverty on
Munjoy Hill. The children
of a homeless, alcoholic fa-
ther who lived on the streets
for nearly twenty years and
who was once known as
“the biggest drunk in Port-
land.”

In his new memoir,
Portland-native Crock-
ett—a state representative
and president of Capt’n
Eli’s Soda—recounts his
struggle to break the cy-

cle of alcoholism, come to
grips with the embarrass-
ing specter of his father,
and overcome the shaky
confidence brought on by
a childhood of food stamps
and welfare coats, to even-
tually find success on the
same streets where his fa-
ther once spent his days
passed out and begging
for money. It’s a rough
upbringing, but amidst
the turmoil Crockett also
finds role models, the im-
portance of neighborhood
roots, the joys of wiffle

love of family.

The Ghosts of Walter
Crockett, officially slated
for release on November
16 from Maine-based Is-
landport Press, is at times
harrowing and heartbreak-
ing, but ultimately is a tale
of love and redemption that
takes readers to a side of
twentieth century Portland
that has always existed in
the shadows of lighthouses,
lobsters, and sunsets, but is
rarely explored in print.

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Leaders from across
MaineHealth, northern
New England’s largest in-
tegrated health care net-
work, said that they expect
capacity challenges for the
region’s health care indus-
try to persist in the months
ahead and asked for under-
standing from patients and
support from the commu-
nity and policy makers.

Andrew Mueller,
MD, chief executive of
MaineHealth, said much of
the challenge can be traced
to a workforce shortage
that has been building for
some time, and he talked
at length about the need to
train more clinical profes-
sionals. He also said other
factors are making it hard-
er for health care providers
to keep up with demand at
this time.

“We’re still battling,
just a really hot pandemic.
We’re seeing the largest
numbers of hospitalized
patients since the pandem-
ic began, right now,” said
Mueller.

In addition, Mueller
said, many patients who
understandably  delayed
care are now arriving
at MaineHealth hospi-
tals much sicker, putting
greater demand on the
organization’s care team.
Mueller also noted that
the ongoing labor short-
age is not just impacting
MaineHealth, but health
care organizations across
the region. That in turn is
making it hard to transition
patients out of the hospital
to skilled nursing facilities
and to behavioral health fa-
cilities.

Mueller said that,
while departures from
the health care workforce
over the state of Maine re-
quirement to be vaccinated
against COVID-19 will

have some impact in the
short-term, the real chal-
lenge is with overall long
term trends in the labor
market. Mueller presented
data that showed that infec-
tions and quarantines relat-
ed to COVID-19 have been
a significant challenge
for the health care system
and that vaccination was
the right way to keep care
team members, patients
and communities safe.

“It’s very clear to us
that the vaccine mandate
really helps to protect and
preserve our work force.,”
said Mueller, who added
that having the full care
team at MaineHealth vac-
cinated is not only consis-
tent with what is best for
patients and the communi-
ty, but supports the organi-
zation’s vision of ‘Working
together so our commu-
nities are the healthiest in
America.’

During the Tuesday
virtual press conference,
Joel Botler, MD, chief
medical officer of Maine
Medical Center, shared
that the state’s largest hos-
pital is seeing unprecedent-
ed demand. This is result-
ing in ongoing evaluation
of, and rescheduling of
some, non-emergent proce-
dures at the hospital. Also,
the MMC Emergency De-
partment has been on fre-
quent “diversion” in recent
weeks, meaning that only
life-threatening and oth-
er critical cases are taken
in and others are directed
elsewhere for care.

Cindy Wade, R.N.,
president of LincolnHealth
in Damariscotta and Booth-
bay Harbor, said her rural
hospital network is strain-
ing under the increased
demand and the shortage
of workers. She said in her
hospital there is a particu-

lar challenge with patients
who need care in a nursing
home but can’t find a space
due to the labor shortage
impacting skilled nursing
services.

Wade also urged peo-
ple with non-life-threaten-
ing concerns to use Lin-
colnHealth’s urgent care
center in Boothbay Harbor
rather than the hospital
Emergency  Department
in Damariscotta. She said
that even if someone has to
drive a bit to get to Booth-
bay Harbor, they are likely
to get care and be home
sooner than if they sought
similar care in the Emer-
gency Department.

The health system
leaders asked patients and
communities to do their
part in mitigating the ca-
pacity challenges for pro-
viders.

Mueller urged people
to get vaccinated against
COVID-19, noting that the
sickest COVID patients are
those who are not vaccinat-
ed.

The leaders also
stressed the importance of
seeking out the best venue
for care. Across the health
system hours have been
extended for walk-in care,
urgent care and at doctor’s
offices to help take the
pressure off Emergency
Departments.

MaineHealth is tak-
ing a number of steps in
response to the capacity
issues, including:

Forming a work
group specifically target-
ing capacity. The work
group uses a ‘“‘capacity
dashboard” that enables
them to see on a daily basis
where beds are available
across the health system
and where patients can be
appropriately  transferred
to receive the best possible

care.

Reducing non-emer-
gent procedures, evaluat-
ing them day-to-day de-
pending on capacity.

Expansion by the
MaineHealth Medical
Group of outpatient access,
including extending pri-
mary care, walk-in, urgent
care and telehealth hours
to help reduce the strain on
Emergency Departments.

Placing an emphasis
on supply chain efforts to
ensure the health system
has the right equipment to
keep everyone safe.

Creating incentives to
add staff, including a $61
million market adjustment
to pay across the system
in August and still higher
increases for some of the
most difficult positions to
fill, making sure that wag-
es are competitive. The
system also significantly
increased the employee re-
ferral bonus.

Continued invest-
ment in training programs
for critical positions, work-
ing both internally and
with community partners
to promote these oppor-
tunities. Longer term, the
health system will be in-
vesting nearly $5 million
next year in partnership
with community colleges
and institutions of higher
learning to build a work-
force pipeline into the fu-
ture.

The leaders also
touched on other steps that
can be taken to help allevi-
ate the capacity challenges.

Mark Fourre, MD,
president of Pen Bay Med-
ical Center and Waldo
County General Hospital
in Rockland and Belfast,
noted there were three
important  priorities  for
the community and policy
makers that would help
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MaineHealth’s capacity challenges to
continue in the months ahead

improve the situation. One
of those is reimbursements
and programing for behav-
ioral health, which is be-
ing felt today in the form
of patients who are hav-
ing a mental health crisis
filling emergency depart-
ment beds over many days.
“That is a long standing
problem made worse to-
day,” said Fourre.

Fourre also noted that
investment in local EMS
companies and other pa-
tient transport services as
well as reimbursements for
long-term care services at
nursing homes have also
lagged, and the failure to
invest in those services is
making the current situa-
tion much worse.

Additionally, Muel-
ler said the investments
in supporting training and
education for health care
workers announced by
Maine Gov. Janet Mills
on Monday were posi-
tive steps forward, and he
said hoped that the initia-
tive will be followed by a
permanent investment in
expanding the state’s ca-
pacity for training nurses
and other health care pro-
fessionals.

Mueller also had one
additional ask of the com-
munity on behalf of the
entire MaineHealth care
team, which is to continue
to appreciate and respect
the difficult job health care
workers are doing.

“One of the other
things that we need you
to do is just be patient,
and recognize we are all
working hard to ensure
we get everyone cared for
in a timely manner. I can’t
say it enough; we have the
most amazing care team,”
said Mueller. “We have
true heroes on the front
lines.”

MaineHealth is a not-
for-profit integrated health
system consisting of nine
local hospital systems, a
comprehensive behavioral
healthcare network, di-
agnostic  services, home
health agencies, and more
than 1,500 employed and
independent  physicians
working together through
the MaineHealth Medi-
cal Group. With approxi-
mately 22,000 employees,
MaineHealth is the largest
health system in northern
New England and pro-
vides preventive care, di-
agnosis and treatment to
1.1 million residents in
Maine and New Hamp-
shire.

Red Cross asks to test smoke
alarms when turning back clocks

As Mainers turn their
clocks back for the end of
daylight-savings time, the
American Red Cross asks
everyone to also test their
smoke alarms.

Home fires are the
nation’s most frequent di-
saster and tragically take
seven lives every day in
this country.

“It’s critical to take
action now to be as safe
as possible as the threat of
home fires increases with
the holidays and cool-
er weather,” said Aaron
Mclntire, Regional Disas-
ter Officer, Red Cross of

Northern New England.
“So far this year, Red
Cross volunteers have re-
sponded to 191 home fires
in Maine, assisting 760 in-
dividuals. The good news
is that you can take a few
simple steps this weekend
to help protect your loved
ones.”

During a fire, early
warning from a working
smoke alarm plus a fire
escape plan that has been
practiced regularly can
save lives. As we turn back
our clocks when daylight
saving time ends, it’s the
perfect time to test your

smoke alarms and replace
the batteries if needed.

In addition to testing
your smoke alarms, fol-
low these steps get your
home ready. Install smoke
alarms on every level of
your home, including
inside and outside bed-
rooms and sleeping areas.
Replace smoke alarms
that are 10 years or older.
Components such as sen-
sors can become less sen-
sitive over time. Follow
your alarm’s manufacturer
instructions.

Practice your
two-minute home fire es-

cape plan. Make sure ev-
eryone in your household
can get out in less than
two minutes. That’s the
amount of time you may
have to escape a burning
home before it’s too late.
Include at least two ways
to get out of every room
and select a meeting spot
at a safe distance away
from your home, such as
your neighbor’s home or
landmark like a specific
tree in your front yard,
where everyone can meet.

The Red Cross
Home Fire Campaign
with community partners

has saved at least 1,048
lives since October 2014
by educating families
about fire safety, helping
them create escape plans
and installing more than
2.2 million free smoke
alarms in high-risk homes
across the country.

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As the holidays ap-
proach and the Centers
for Disease Control and
Prevention warns about a
potential spike in flu cas-
es this year, it’s important
that those who are eligible,
healthy and feeling well
make an appointment to do-
nate blood or platelets.
