Coming to Benton Heights

A new community resource center has
been announced for the Benton Heights area
by the New Heights Christian Community
Development  Association.  Association
Director Chris Britton tells us the plan is to
begin constructing a 3,000 square foot facility
at Euclid and Red Arrow Highway next year.

“In the spring, we hope to break ground
on a community resource center,” Britton said.
“The goal of the center is twofold. It’s to create
capacity for area human service agencies and
social service agencies to have a space where
they can do outreach and deliver their services
to the Benton Heights Community. It’s also
going to house a laundromat, and the laundro-
mat will be available for the community to use
so they can wash their clothes and have access
to clean laundry.”

Britton says the there is a need for a laun-
dromat in the area.

“We actually conducted special market
research on the community, and the market
research showed that there is demand for a
laundromat. Also, beyond that, we have done
door to door surveys and gotten to know the
community over the years. This idea started
ten years ago, and for ten years we’ve contin-
ued to hear we need a laundry facility here in
Benton Heights.”

Britton says the nearest laundry facility is
four point four miles away from Benton
Heights. He hears anecdotally about the need
on a regular basis.

“The market research showed and statisti-
cally we know that there are many households
that don’t have adequate access to washers and
driers. We’ve heard anecdotal stories of people
telling us that they were drying their clothes in

* In the 1920s, many scientists were trying to
understand how birds were related to dinosaurs. One
scientist, named Gerhard Heilmann, developed a
hypothesis based on “Dollo’s Law of Irreversibility.”
This sounds like an NFL instant replay rule, but it’s
actually a theory that complex structures — such as
furcula, or my excuses for not raking the leaves —
never develop the same way twice. I forget what this
has to do with turkeys, dinosaurs and lucky wish-
bones, because unfortunately, Heilmann’s hypothe-
sis bored me right to sleep. “Fifty Shades of Grey”
it ain’t.

* Maybe the wishbone’s mystery derives from
a 1960s rock band known as “Wishbone Ash.”
Among the members of this band were two guys
named Ted Turner and Steve Upton. At a raucous
Thanksgiving party in 1969, Steve revealed that he
wanted Ted out of the band. They broke a wishbone
on it, and Steve won. Wishbone Ash soon skyrock-
eted to a fame comparable to mine, while Ted Turner
slunk off to the humdrum life of a billionaire with
unfulfilled rock-n-roll dreams.

(OK, that’s actually not the Wishbone Ash Ted
Turner, but the other guy’s life story is even less
interesting than Dollo’s Law of Irreversibility.)

* Some say the wishbone’s karma dates to pre-
cisely 322 B.C., when the Etruscans of Etrusca
taught the Romans of Rome the ritual in exchange
for a chariot-load of hock lock clamps. The Romans
were still wishboning when they conquered the
English of England, who brought the custom to
America aboard the little-known Pilgrim ship, “The
Furcula.”

Whatever the truth, my wishbone wish this
year is that vegetarian readers are okay with this
column. Because honestly, you just can’t tell fasci-
nating stories like these about a tofurkey’s wishbone
(scientific name: “tofurcula”).

an oven. They may have had a washer, but they
didn’t have a drier. That’s not a safe situation.”

Britton says the new center will be about
helping community members in other ways by
connecting them to vital resources offered by
community partners. They will account for the
bulk of the space used at the new facility.

“We already have agreements. We have an
agreement with Kinexus. They’re going to
have personnel on site helping people with job
placement and job readiness. Mosaic CCDA is
going to be doing the same thing. They’re
going to be doing some professional develop-
ment work out of the facility. LifePlan, which
does parental and prenatal resources, is going
to be present. I’ve had a conversation with the

population health department at Spectrum
Health Lakeland. They want to deliver services
out of the facility as well. That’s just a handful
of the agencies that we’ve talked to. We con-
tinue to talk to area agencies, and there’s been
a lot of interest by these agencies to partner
with us and deliver their services out of the
facility.

Britton says Benton Heights does have a
need for those special services. He tells us 66%
of the population of Benton Heights does not
make enough money each month to make ends
meet.

“It’s a very hard-working population, it’s
a very proud population. It’s a group of people
that come together and have a lot of pride in

their community. It’s just the resources aren’t
there to help them get what they need to make
it over that hump to financial sustainability. So
that’s what we’re hoping to do by bringing
these resources to them.”

About 800 square feet of the center will be
dedicated to the laundromat, with most of the
rest will be an open, multi-purpose space to be
used by service organizations along with three
huddle rooms for private consultation. Britton
says that will enable people to get financial
advice behind closed doors if they so choose.

The facility is being helped with
donations several local organizations
and businesses.

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“We actually are in the middle of raising
funds,” Britton said. “We still need to raise
about $70,000 to fund the project. We’ve had
several great corporate and foundation partners
step forward. The Whirlpool Foundation is
providing $250,000 and all the commercial

The Frederick S. Upton Foundation gave us a
$100,0000 grant, but they’ve also thrown in a
$20,000 matching grant for donations that
come in toward this. Then the Spectrum Health
Lakeland Foundation has also committed
$50,000 toward the project.”

While there’s still a little way to go with
that $70,000 still needed, Britton said he’s
confident the community is going to continue
to come through in a big way. He calls the
center’s support so far “amazing.”

“This project is rooted in the community,”
Britton said. “We’ve partnered with the com-
munity to develop this project, and we’ve lis-
tened to the community. This is really the
community coming together and us walking
alongside them. This is not New Heights doing
this, but this is the community doing this. It
was their idea, they’ve helped create the con-
cept. And that’s not just the community of
Benton Heights, but also the broader commu-
nity. All the foundations and corporations that
have come and backed us to make this happen.
So this has really been a great collaborative
effort, and I’m really excited to see the differ-
ence it’s going to make.”

Barring any disruptions in the supply
chain due to COVID, Britton says the New
Heights Christian Community Development
Association hopes the new center will be open
in October of next year.

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Michael Moran Keeps
Shipping News Current

Since taking a trip to the Soo Locks in
Sault Ste Marie as a teenager, Michael Moran
has been fascinated with commercial shipping
vessels. Just one trip to the 150+ year old
National Historic landmark instilled a passion
in him that he would eventually use to educate
and intrigue the people around him. His inter-
est led to him joining the Coast Guard in 2005,
where he was able to board commercial ships,
become familiar with how they operate, and
learn the tracking technology they use. A vet-
eran of the Coast Guard since 2008, Michael
used his GI Bill towards college to become an
Emergency Department Technician and Unit
Clerk, where he has been employed at
Spectrum Health Lakeland since 2008.

On his off-days from the ER, you could
see him driving back and forth across the
Blossomland Bridge checking the harbor for
activity, or sitting somewhere near the docks
taking photographs. Eventually, Automatic

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released as a smartphone app. Being able to
hold this technology in the palm of his hand
allowed Michael to further his exploration into
the shipping world. He would occasionally
post his harbor findings on his personal
Facebook page, accumulating quite a bit of
feedback from friends and followers. By hap-
penstance, Michael was present for Reith-
Riley’s first vessel arrival after their purchase
of Central Dock, and this sparked a friendship
with their dock manager. Daily, he received
shipping updates and made new contacts,
which paved the way for the completion of his
Transportation ~ Worker  Identification
Credentials, allowing him unescorted access to
maritime vessels and facilities.

The popularity of his social media posts
inspired him to start the St. Joseph And Benton
Harbor Shipping News Facebook group in
October of 2020, and it has since grown to
over 3,200 members. By the 2021 shipping
season, Michael was in contact with three local
docks, and frequently spoke with captains and
crews of various vessels. He started the
ever-popular Donut Delivery tradition, where
he personally takes dozens of treats to the crew
onboard whichever vessel is docked in our
area. He also gained local media attention
when he assisted in the partial crew change
aboard the Manitowoc freighter, with the help
of Blue Water Boat Rentals, as the river cur-
rents were extremely dangerous and forced
them to anchor offshore for nearly one week.
Every Monday morning, you can read his
Weekly Harbor Report, a compilation of the

previous and upcoming weeks’ harbor activity
and information. You can also find a complete
list of all arrivals and departures on the group
page.

Michael Moran has become our local
go-to guy for shipping news, and he offers
many insights on how you can get involved. If
you're interested in just watching the ships,
“You can get great views from both piers, from
the Arboretum, and, if you are going to the
inner harbor, go just past the Blossomland
Bridge or the areas around the Inn at Harbor
Shores,” Michael states. There are multiple
apps that allow you to track the vessels, or you
can visit websites like ais.boatnerd.com. If you
are interested in joining the Coast Guard, he
recommends contacting a recruiter, and check-
ing out their website to find one closest to you.
Michael adds, “If anyone has any questions
about shipping, I invite them to check out our
group on Facebook and to post them there. I
personally don’t know all of the answers, but
we have captains, crew members, and dock
personnel who are proud of their respective
jobs and who can fill in details.”
