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ment is the The Center for Better Health, which 
works to narrow racial health inequities by pro-
viding care and support close to where people 
live, according to Spectrum Health Vice Presi-
dent of Health Equity Lynn Todman.

“This center will be really, critical to build-
ing cohesion and connectedness within a commu-
nity that’s been fractured because of the pandem-
ic and other social issues,” said Todman. “Two 
years ago, Lakeland made this commitment to 
health equity. This is clear, demonstrable evi-
dence that we’re living up to that commitment.”

Upton added the health center being so visi-
ble on Main Street will also be a beacon to resi-
dents who may need help, as everyone who trav-
els through town will see it.

“It’s going to click when people have an 
issue and see other people coming in and out,” 
Upton said. “They’re going to see activity here 
and it’s going to save lives.

Loren Hamel, chief strategy officer of Spec-
trum Health and president of Spectrum Health 
Lakeland, said Spectrum is committed to closing 
that health disparity with this new facility, which 
is expected to be completed sometime in 2023.

“We know [and] you know that health is not 
equally distributed around our community,” 
Hamel said. “Longevity is not equally distributed 
around our community. Some folks die decades 
too early, and some of these social things related 
to health are so important to health status and 
how somebody lives. So, even though those 
might not sound like they’re central to healthcare, 
they are absolutely central to health.”

Hamel added the expanded Center For Bet-
ter Health also will serve as a model that Spec-
trum can scale across their entire health system 
across West Michigan.

“It’s not only going to be a center for those 
kinds of services,” he said. “But its going to be a 
center of our knowledge base and how to deliver 
those kinds of services to a community – with 
impact.”

of houses for sale increased to a 3.9-months sup-
ply of inventory available for buyers, up from the 
3.6-months supply in June 2021.

New Center for Better Health & Wellness 
Coming to Downtown BH in ‘23
What started as a temporary health care 

relief center during the COVID-19 pandemic is 
turning into a permanent fixture of the Benton 
Harbor community.

After helping secure more than $500,000 in 
earmark funding for a major expansion of the 
Center For Better Health and Wellness in Benton 
Harbor, Congressman Fred Upton stopped by for 
an in-person and virtual tour of the new facility 
this week.  The facility will occupy the former 
Whirlpool office building at 145 W. Main Street, 
a building that housed a Woolworth’s store ‘back 
in the day.’

The Center for Better Health was originally 
opened in October 2020 at 100 W. Main St. as a 
temporary health care center after a $1.2 million 
grant was awarded to Lakeland by the Michigan 

Coronavirus Task Force on Racial Disparities. A 
part of Spectrum Lakeland, the center offers a 
variety of services including health checkups, 
cardiology services, assistance with employment, 
legal navigation, mental health checkups and 
more.

“It’s very exciting,” Upton said. “It’s nice to 
see the big guy on the block – Spectrum – is 
absolutely committed to Southwest Michigan. ... 
and giving more opportunity for the quality of 
life.”

Spectrum Lakeland Director of Population 
Health Nikki Britten said the earmark got the 
more than $5 million expansion “over the line” 
and will allow for the health center to expand 
services by giving them 20 times the footprint in 
the area.

“We know that social needs and the way 
people are living in our communities has such a 
huge impact on health,” Britten said. “The new 
building will be a hub of activity for continuing 
to offer those services, but at a larger scale. ... 
We’re also going to be able to [provide] a lot 
more preventative activities to make it so there 
aren’t so many people with those social needs in 
the future. We know that’s how we can have the 
biggest impact on health.”

Back in 2016, a Lakeland community needs 
assessment of residents showed an overwhelming 
disparity in life expectancy and death rates in 
Benton Harbor. One of the results of that assess-

Fewer Homes 
on the Market,

Prices Down Slightly 
in SW Michigan

Every month The Southwestern Michigan 
Association of Realtors provides an exclusive 
‘first look’ at residential real estate sales to 
MoodyOnTheMarket.com readers.  This month, 
we learn that prices continue backtrack slightly—
and there are fewer houses on the market than 
during the heated market of the past several 
years.  

Realtors say the local housing market is 
adjusting and impacting both buyers and sell-
ers.  For the second consecutive month, there has 
been little or no growth in the number of houses 
for sale.  Still, selling prices have set records each 
month this year with the exceptions of January 
and April in the year-over-year comparison.

In July, the SWMI housing market saw the 
number of houses sold fall to 322 from 388 in 
July 2021, for a 17 percent drop in sales.  Sales in 
July at 325 were slightly lower than in June.  
Year-to-date sales were down 13 percent from 
2021 (1845 vs. 2132).

The average selling price fell 8 percent from 
that in July 2021 ($324,567 vs. $351,131).

No one seems to agree on what the definition of 
recession is right now, let alone if we’re presently in 
one. These are words I never thought I’d have to write 
and yet the current debate is so intense Wikipedia has 
actually blocked new users from editing its recession 
page because people kept changing the definition. So 
what is (or are) the definition(s)? 

Most (including Siri) define a recession as two 
consecutive quarters of negative Gross Domestic Prod-
uct growth, regardless of what other indicators say 
about the economy. This is because GDP is the broadest 
measure of the economy and encompasses the total lev-
el of goods and services produced during the period. If 
you follow this commonly held rule-of-thumb, we’ve 
already met the criteria.

Others believe that it’s not officially a recession 
until the non-profit National Bureau of Economic Re-
search (NBER), which certifies and dates U.S. business 
cycles, says it is. This is where things get complicated.

The NBER defines a recession as “a significant 
decline in economic activity that is spread across the 
economy and lasts more than a few months.” The words 
‘significant’ and ‘more than a few’ are subjective 
though, and the NBER themselves admit “there is no 
fixed rule about what measures contribute information 
to the process or how they are weighted in our deci-
sions.” 

Because of this, it can take the committee of econ-
omists months or even years to determine a business-cy-
cle peak or trough, and they often wait long after a re-
cession has begun to make their final call.

Those who adhere to the first, more popular defini-
tion received their answer late last month, when the U.S. 
Bureau of Economic Analysis released their July 28 re-
port showing our nation’s gross domestic product fell 
another 0.9% in the second quarter, following a 1.6% 
decline in the first. Yet, despite two straight GDP con-
tractions over a six month period, public debate over the 
current state of our economy continues to be marked 
with contentious disagreement.

For example, people were quick to accuse the re-
cession Wikipedia page of trying to erase that popular 
definition to align itself with President Biden who, 
shortly after GDP data was released, rejected the idea 
that the U.S. is in a recession. Instead, he touted contin-
ued job growth, low unemployment and growing invest-
ment from manufacturers. “That doesn’t sound like a 
recession to me,” he said.

It’s true, there is no historical precedent to indicate 
that an economy in recession can produce 528,000 jobs 
in a month, as the U.S. did during July. The truth is, 
however, the economy is not as healthy as the White 
House would like you to believe.

For starters, we’ve only just returned to our 
pre-pandemic peak employment levels and that’s de-
spite the working-age population increasing by around 
2 million over the same period of time. The economy 
would have to grow for several more quarters to make 
up for the lost economic momentum over the last two 
and a half years.

Our unemployment rate reached its pre-pandemic 
low of 3.5%, however, our labor force participation still 

remains considerably below its pre-pandemic level of 
63.4%. This skews the low unemployment rate because, 
you guessed it, less people are searching for jobs.

Wages rose 5.2%, year over year, in July, however, 
wage growth remained well below the annual inflation 
rate of 9.1% for that same month, indicating a decline in 
real wages and a further loss of consumer purchasing 
power.

Not surprisingly, consumer confidence also de-
clined for the third-straight month as Americans grew 
even more pessimistic about the US economy. Personal 
consumption, which accounts for the majority of the 
economy, grew at a measly 1% pace in Q2 and the 
once-booming housing market has entered a downturn.

The largest threat, however, is the near impossibility 
that the Federal Reserve will be able to successfully com-
bat inflation without actually causing a recession them-
selves. Despite two consecutive interest rate hikes — total-
ing 1.5 percentage points between March and June — both 
the June and July consumer price index readings hovered 
around a 40-year high. Why? Because the Federal Reserve 
was in denial when inflation first started to accelerate in 

2021, calling historic price hikes “transitory” instead of 
responsibly raising interest rates when they should have.

Instead of learning from this mistake, it seems 
we’ll be caught similarly flat footed because our leaders 
are too caught up in an academic debate over the techni-
cal definition of a recession rather than promoting eco-
nomic policies to help us avoid one.

The bottom line is this: Americans facing soaring 
prices for food, fuel, and housing do not need an elite 
group of economists to tell them that the economy is bad 
right now. 

Look no further than a recent Monmouth poll in 
which the number of people who say they are struggling 
has increased by 18 points since last year (from 24% to 
42%), with that increase being fairly across the board 
when examining key demographic groups, including 
income, race, and partisanship.

Perhaps it was one of them who recently took to 
the internet to quip, “It’s only a recession if it is from the 
Recession region of France. Otherwise, it’s just spar-
kling misery.”

Pay off the 
mortgages? 

Not so fast…
Dear Dave,

My husband and I 
are retired. I receive a 

small pension, and we are both on Medicare and 
Social Security. We have about $25,000 left to 
pay on our mortgage, along with a second mort-
gage of $18,000. These are our only debts. We 
also have a nest egg of $30,000 set aside, and a 
small annuity that’s worth about $20,000. Would 
you recommend paying off our mortgages with 
our savings?

Jane
Dear Jane,

If you know me at all, you understand how 
much I’d love to see everyone in control of their 
finances and living debt-free. But being broke, 
even in a house that’s paid for, isn’t a good idea. 
Believe me, I understand. The idea of paying off 
the house and everything is awfully tempting. But 
if you two did that, you’d be left with very little. 
To me, that’s a scary thought when your small 
pension—along with Social Insecurity and 
Medicare—are all you have coming in.

No offense, but your nest egg is kind of 
small to begin with, so I don’t think I’d be raiding 
it right now. On the other hand, if you’d told me 
you had $400,000 or $500,000 saved up, I’d tell 
you pay off the house and second mortgage 
today.

If you’re not doing this already, I’d advise 
you two to start making and living on a regular 
monthly budget. Give every dollar a name on 
paper before the month begins, because if you 
don’t, your money will control you instead of you 

controlling it. Make sure you’re living on less 
than what’s coming in, and hopefully you can 
devise a plan to have the house and other debt 
paid off in a few years.

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ment is the The Center for Better Health, which 
works to narrow racial health inequities by pro-
viding care and support close to where people 
live, according to Spectrum Health Vice Presi-
dent of Health Equity Lynn Todman.

“This center will be really, critical to build-
ing cohesion and connectedness within a commu-
nity that’s been fractured because of the pandem-
ic and other social issues,” said Todman. “Two 
years ago, Lakeland made this commitment to 
health equity. This is clear, demonstrable evi-
dence that we’re living up to that commitment.”

Upton added the health center being so visi-
ble on Main Street will also be a beacon to resi-
dents who may need help, as everyone who trav-
els through town will see it.

“It’s going to click when people have an 
issue and see other people coming in and out,” 
Upton said. “They’re going to see activity here 
and it’s going to save lives.

Loren Hamel, chief strategy officer of Spec-
trum Health and president of Spectrum Health 
Lakeland, said Spectrum is committed to closing 
that health disparity with this new facility, which 
is expected to be completed sometime in 2023.

“We know [and] you know that health is not 
equally distributed around our community,” 
Hamel said. “Longevity is not equally distributed 
around our community. Some folks die decades 
too early, and some of these social things related 
to health are so important to health status and 
how somebody lives. So, even though those 
might not sound like they’re central to healthcare, 
they are absolutely central to health.”

Hamel added the expanded Center For Bet-
ter Health also will serve as a model that Spec-
trum can scale across their entire health system 
across West Michigan.

“It’s not only going to be a center for those 
kinds of services,” he said. “But its going to be a 
center of our knowledge base and how to deliver 
those kinds of services to a community – with 
impact.”

New Center for Better Health & Wellness 
Coming to Downtown BH in ‘23
What started as a temporary health care 

relief center during the COVID-19 pandemic is 
turning into a permanent fixture of the Benton 
Harbor community.

After helping secure more than $500,000 in 
earmark funding for a major expansion of the 
Center For Better Health and Wellness in Benton 
Harbor, Congressman Fred Upton stopped by for 
an in-person and virtual tour of the new facility 
this week.  The facility will occupy the former 
Whirlpool office building at 145 W. Main Street, 
a building that housed a Woolworth’s store ‘back 
in the day.’

The Center for Better Health was originally 
opened in October 2020 at 100 W. Main St. as a 
temporary health care center after a $1.2 million 
grant was awarded to Lakeland by the Michigan

ment is the The Center for Better Health, which 
works to narrow racial health inequities by pro-
viding care and support close to where people 
live, according to Spectrum Health Vice Presi-
dent of Health Equity Lynn Todman.

“This center will be really, critical to build-
ing cohesion and connectedness within a commu-
nity that’s been fractured because of the pandem-
ic and other social issues,” said Todman. “Two 
years ago, Lakeland made this commitment to 
health equity. This is clear, demonstrable evi-
dence that we’re living up to that commitment.”

Upton added the health center being so visi-
ble on Main Street will also be a beacon to resi-
dents who may need help, as everyone who trav-
els through town will see it.

“It’s going to click when people have an 
issue and see other people coming in and out,” 
Upton said. “They’re going to see activity here 
and it’s going to save lives.

Loren Hamel, chief strategy officer of Spec-
trum Health and president of Spectrum Health 
Lakeland, said Spectrum is committed to closing 
that health disparity with this new facility, which 
is expected to be completed sometime in 2023.

“We know [and] you know that health is not 
equally distributed around our community,” 
Hamel said. “Longevity is not equally distributed 
around our community. Some folks die decades 
too early, and some of these social things related 
to health are so important to health status and 
how somebody lives. So, even though those 
might not sound like they’re central to healthcare, 
they are absolutely central to health.”

Hamel added the expanded Center For Bet-
ter Health also will serve as a model that Spec-
trum can scale across their entire health system 
across West Michigan.

“It’s not only going to be a center for those 
kinds of services,” he said. “But its going to be a 
center of our knowledge base and how to deliver 
those kinds of services to a community – with 
impact.”
