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The expansion project, which will intro-
duce a 24,000 square foot, state-of-the-art, cov-
ered greenhouse, will be open through all sea-
sons, offering year-round jobs for his employ-
ees, among other elements. “I want to continue 
to forge our relationship with the community,” 
Mike says. “With this new greenhouse, we will 
offer planting classes to community members 
and elementary schools, including tours and 
educational programs about container planting, 
pollinators, native plants, and the like.”

“People have morphed bck into caring for 
their outdoor space,” Mike says. “In lieu of 
vacations and travel (during the pandemic), they 
were working on their yards, gardens, and land-
scapes, which helped our business increase. We 
help people maximize their experience in caring 
for their projects.”

There will be a total of 168 feet of retail 
frontage, so they’ll be doing a little bit of rear-
ranging. The current perennial space, to the right 
of the parking lot and under shade cloth, will act 
as the showroom for landscaping supply. Mulch, 
rock, bricks and more, will be on display for 
shoppers to truly experience a hands-on 
approach in choosing the correct medium for 
their projects.

Power equipment and parts will have a 
permanent home inside the building, and as you 
enter the new greenhouse through the annex, 
you will quickly become engulfed in the space: 
one enormous, continuous room, bursting with 
plant life and possibilities.

“Mike is so cool about helping customers 
do-it-yourself,” says Tami McQuown, Account 
Specialist at Villwocks Outdoor Living. “It sep-
arates us from other companies that just sell 
products, and I admire that. He extends his hand 

into the community, making this expansion proj-
ect a lifelong experience that will include us, his 
family, and our customers equally.”

Mike has been immersed in this world his 
whole life, aiding his mother at her garden cen-
ter from a very young age. Days spent sowing 
seeds and planting, and napping on empty pot-
ting tables, clearly cultivated his connection to 
nature and outdoors, as well as highlighting the 
important role humans have in sustaining a 
green world.

The placement of the new structure allows 
for even more growth in the future, with the 
ability to continue adding on, increasing retail 
space as the company thrives. The expansion is 
scheduled for completion over the Winter, with 
a greenhouse Grand Opening date of April 1, 
2023.

Last week at the Berrien County Youth 
Fair, the “Most Outstanding Outdoor Display” 
Award was presented to Mike and his team, 
bringing home the title for the third year. 
“Having a booth at the fair is fun– it’s a lot of 
work for just one week, but it allows fairgoers, 
who may not have ever been to our store, to see 
what we can do.” Being present in the commu-
nity is important for Villwocks, which is evident 
in the excitement they share about what this new 
expansion means for the business.

Early estimates say it will cost $400 to 
$500 per square foot to reopen the CKM’s 9,000 
square feet of space.  Marciniak and her Board 
suggest it would not be prudent to spend at that 
level without a complete planning process that 
“re-imagines the future” of the museum beyond 
occupying space in an old city-owned building 
in a great location.

She told Rotarians there are three alterna-
tives:

*Restore, redecorate and brighten the 
museum along past lines

*Reconfigure, remodel and update for 
today’s target audience, probably involving an 
addition

*Start from scratch with a new building 
designed as a Kids Museum

Marciniak quickly said she doesn’t see the 
third option—tearing down the historic old 
building—as a realistic choice.  She seemed to 
lean strongly toward the second alternative as 
the right course for CKM, based on what she 
knows right now.  However, the Board has 
engaged a museum architectural and planning 
firm to create a CKM Master Plan that will 
guide their decisions going forward.

She had high praise for the CKM’s ‘land-
lord’, the City of St. Joseph.  “The City has been 
an amazing partner throughout this”, she said.  
“They have encouraged us to ‘Dream Big’ and 
then decide.”

Whatever is decided as the future course 
for CKM, they’ll get a head start on the funding 
at their Annual Gala Fund-raiser next 
month.   Marciniak said the event is already a 
success!

 

“Celebrate Curiosity 2022, an evening at 
Etre Farms” is on September 30th, and is sold 
out! As our annual fundraising gala, it serves as 
a fun night to celebrate the museums, and helps 
to fund exhibit creation, and also funds our edu-
cational outreach programs, where we take 
mobile exhibits to schools, libraries, area festi-
vals, and other settings such as daycare facili-
ties and camps.

CKM 
‘Re-Imagine’ 
Budget Gets 

Bigger
The Executive Director of the Curious Kids 

Museum is hoping to turn a near tragedy into a 
huge opportunity for the 33-year-old non-profit 
group that operates one of downtown St. 
Joseph’s centerpiece attractions.

Lori Marciniak told St. Joe/Benton Harbor 
Rotarians this week that after reviewing the 
damage, CKM is at a crossroads with its build-
ing and exhibits.  Marciniak revealed that “more 
than 50% of the exhibits are a total loss.”

Another 30%, some of them with electronic 
components, are “under review” for possible 
repair or updating.  That leaves only 20% of the 
CKM exhibits merely needing cleaning, and 
now having been placed in storage.

Marciniak said it was quite deceiving right 
after the early morning fire on Tuesday, July 5.  
There was not a lot of flame visible.  And fire-
fighters did their best to avoid pouring thou-
sands of gallons of water directly on the exhib-
its.   However, when it was all over, there was 
smoke, foam, water and moisture damage 
throughout the three-story building, a portion of 
which dates back to 1910.

Each day after the fire, she said more dam-
age became apparent.  And, as staff members 
tackled the cleanup, they uncovered new issues.  
For instance, as ruined carpeting was removed, 
asbestos tile was discovered underneath.  Those 
floors would need to be replaced under today’s 
building standards.

When Marciniak’s calculator eventually 
stops flashing a new total, it’s likely that it will 
cost a minimum of $ 5 Million Dollars—after 
insurance reimbursement—to repair, replace and 
reopen the Curious Kids Museum.  That’s why, 
when Moms and kids call to ask, “When are you 
reopening?”, they get no direct answer.  Instead, 
they are reminded that the Curious Kids 
Discovery Zone in the Silver Beach Center is still 
open and welcoming young faces.

 If you couldn’t tell by now, I enjoy watching 
people swing the club, but more importantly what 
it takes for them to actually pull the trigger.  Just 
when I thought I’ve seen it all, I’m reminded that 
no two swings are the same, nor are the moments 
prior to liftoff.  There’s no question I’ve wondered 
what goes through some golfer’s minds prior to 
actually hitting the shot; in some cases, I’d rather 
not know!  
 However, the importance of a pre shot rou-
tine is exactly that, important.  We’ve all seen the 
different ways Tour players address the ball, from 
the stutter step of Keegan Bradley to the knee 
twitch of Matthew Wolff.  Why is a pre shot rou-
tine important you may ask?  There’s a couple of 
reasons, one being the preparation of executing 
the shot and getting as comfortable as possible 
over the ball. Additionally, your brain follows cues 
and a solid pre shot routine will assist in making 
the best swing possible.  
 Here are some tips on developing a great pre 
shot routine:

• It shouldn’t take more than 30 seconds from 
start to finish – Sergio may disagree, but simple 
is typically better
• Minimize practice swings – I’ve witnessed 
countless players make practice swings until it 
“feels right” and then proceed to hit an ankle 
chaser

• Start behind the ball – I’m a firm believer that 
you pick a target from behind the ball and line 
up accordingly
• RELAX – some call it a waggle, but what it 
really does is relieves tension in the arms and 
hands, do whatever you can to relax over the ball
• Remind yourself where you’re going – always 
take another look at your target before making 
a swing
• Reduce thought – this is the most difficult as 
we have a tendency to remind ourselves of all 
the things we shouldn’t do, again simple is typ-
ically better

 No matter what you decide to do, just make 
sure you do it every single time.  By far, the most 
sought-after accomplishment from students is 
consistency; it all starts with a pre shot routine.  
This includes putting and although your pre putt 
routine may look a little different, just make sure 
it’s consistent.  There have been many instances 
when I wondered if someone fell asleep looking 
down at the ball, or they were praying for a de-
cent outcome.  Your chances of success minimize 
quickly the longer you stare down at the ball as 
thoughts fill your mind of all the things that could 
happen.  
 Remember to keep it light on the links; don’t 
try for perfection in a game that cannot be per-
fected.  Have fun, make your best swing and set 
yourself up for success with a great pre shot rou-
tine.

On my recent trav-
els to Jamestown, New 
York, between visiting 
the Lucille Ball-Desi 
Arnaz museum and the 
National Comedy Cen-
ter, something funny 
caught my eye. Now 

let’s find out if I can convince you that it’s funny!
What intrigued me was a poster in a shop 

window – an enlarged copy of the season sched-
ule for the Jamestown Tarp Skunks.

The Tarp Skunks are a baseball team. They 
compete in the Perfect Game Collegiate Baseball 
League. This league consists of college players 
who perhaps are looking to showcase their skills 
for pro scouts while retaining their amateur status 
– NO ONE is paid to be a Tarp Skunk. 

So, why Tarp Skunks? Here’s the lowdown, 
according to the team’s website: “All over James-
town, there are skunks! (Author’s note: Oooooh!, 
Can’t wait to visit!) Just like true Jamestowners, 
they do everything they can to survive, taking  
refuge in all sorts of places, like sheds, decks, and 
tarps. Especially at Diethrick Park (the Skunks’ 
home field) … just ask the Grounds Crew!” 
Which, after skunk encounters, is known as the 
Grounds Cr-Ewwwww!

Since many shops and storefronts in James-
town are empty and shuttered, I had to know what 
business was promoting the Skunks in its win-
dow. It turned out to be (here’s a segue to one of 
my specialties! – “famous” people that you’ve 
mostly never heard of!) the Chautauqua Sports 
Hall of Fame. 

There are about 220 people enshrined in the 
Chautauqua Sports HOF. Here’s an inductee ded-
icated football fans might recognize: Shane Con-
lan, of the close-but-no-cigar Buffalo Bills of the 
late ‘80s and early ‘90s. He’s in the NFL Hall of 

Fame too, but I doubt if his plaque in Canton, 
Ohio, has this tidbit found on the Chautauqua 
HOF website: He’s named Shane because his 
dad’s favorite movie was the Western “Shane.” 
Shane’s mom, identified as “Mrs. Conlan,” is 
quoted as saying “I didn’t know that was my 
husband’s favorite movie until Shane was born.”

Other big-name stars include: Jennifer 
Stuczynski Suhr, Olympic champion in the pole 
vault; Tara VanDerveer, coach of three national 
champion Stanford University basketball teams; 
and baseball HOF-er Nellie Fox (whose connec-
tion to Chautauqua comes from his days playing 
for the minor league Jamestown Falcons).

Then there are somewhat lesser-known 
high-achievers, like Jim Hurst, enshrined for 
pool, (as in billiards); Dave Shaw, for sled dog 
racing; Bradley Zimmer, for roller skating; and 
George Hale for – this is real, mind you – horse-
shoes. (How many horseshoe enthusiasts did I 
just tick off?)

Then there’s Walt Brown, a baseball pitcher 
who pursued his big-league dreams for a couple 
decades. He was still pitching minor league ball 
when he was nearing 40 years old. Sounds like a 
guy who would’ve eagerly played for a team 
called the Tarp Skunks.

He did finally make “The Show,” appearing 
in 19 American League games in 1947. His Chau-
tauqua bio says “he pitched against famous play-
ers like Ted Williams, Stan Musial, Yogi Berra, 
Phil Rizzuto and Joe DiMaggio.” Welllll, not 
reallllly. Musial played in the National League, 
and the two times Brown played in games against 
the Yankees, he didn’t face DiMaggio. Neverthe-
less, there’s something poetic about his 19 games 
in the big leagues: Walt Brown played his entire 
career for – yes! – the St. Louis Browns!

care of her. Don’t get me wrong, it’s an hon-
orable decision you’ve made to bring her 
into your home. But it also means some 
changes have to be made in terms of the day-
to-day finances around your place. You’re 
going to have to sit down with your husband 
and separate the wants from the needs.

The good news, Renaye, is that with a 
budget you can analyze, in detail, the need to 
cut expenses, generate extra income—or 
both. But for this thing to work, you’ve got 
to create a little margin. Because if you con-
tinue to just wander along without a plan, 
you’re going to have a real mess on your 
hands.
