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Cyclone Football Preview

Last week I took my shot at predicting how the 2022 Iowa
Hawkeyes would fare this year, and this week I'll take aim at the
Towa State Cyclones. It’s hard to believe that this will be Matt
Campbell’s seventh year as the head coach at ISU, and even
harderto believe how well he’s done with this once downtrodden
program. Cyclone fans only need to think back to 2016 when
Campbell was hired, and think about how they would have been
ecstatic with a 7-6 season that included a 20-13 bowl loss to
national power Clemson. The 2021 season was disappointing
as the Cyclones started the year ranked #7 in the nation and
just couldn’t win the close games that they won in 2020, losing
five games that were determined by one possession. I bought
into the hype last year with ISU returning 19 of 22 starters and
coming off a 9-3 season and predicted they would go 12-2 with
a trip to the CFP semifinals, wow was I way off and I'll try to
be more accurate this year!

The Cyclone offense will look completely different this year
with stars Brock Purdy, Breece Hall Charlie Kolar and Chase
Allen all currently on NFL rosters. Sophomore Hunter Dekkers
will get the nod at quarterback and possesses a cannon for an
arm as well as speed and power to elude pass rushers. Dekkers
will hand the ball off to Jirehl Brock, who was actually a more
heavily-recruited player out of high school then Hall; freshman
Cartavious Norton has also been getting rave reviews at fall camp
and could earn some run in the backfield. All-Big 12 receiver
Xavier Hutchison returns and will be Dekkers number one target
while Jaylin Noel and Sean Shaw provide great depth at the
wide receiver position. ISU has had Allen and Kolar at the tight
end position the last four years and will need Easton Dean and
DeShawn Hanika to step up from their 2021 production where
they saw limited snaps due to who they were playing behind. It
seems like offensive line is always a question mark with ISU, but
hopefully thatunit,led by Trevor Downing and Darrell Simmons,
will be improved this season and be a strength for this team.

The defense will be led by pre-season All-American Will
McDonald, who has a chance to become the all-time sack leader
in the Big 12. Helping McDonald on the line will be Isaiah Lee
and Blake Peterson, who look to step into the dominant role
that Enyi Uwazurike played. O’Rien Vance, Gerry Vaughn
and Delaware transfer Colby Reeder will give ISU a strong
linebacker group that will miss four-year starter Mike Rose, but
still should be very solid. The Cyclones lost some key members
of the 2021 defensive backfield to the transfer portal, but part
of that reason could be because they knew they would not play
as much in 2022 with young defensive backs Beau Freyler and
Malik Verdon stepping up their games. Senior Anthony John-
son moved from corner to safety and will provide some great
leadership for this young group. Iowa State will miss All-Big
12 kicker Andrew Mevis, but should be better in the punting
game and return game. It sounds like the Cyclones will have a
freshman doing the place kicking in either Keegan Shackford
or Jace Gilbert, which is a bit nerve-rattling for Cyclone fans
who have seen many a missed kick determine the outcome of
a close game.

Iowa State’s schedule is pretty favorable this season, with
games against preseason ranked teams #9 Oklahoma and #10
Baylor at Jack Trice Stadium, although they do have to travel
to Kinnick Stadium in week two to face a very good Iowa team
who Matt Campbell has never beaten, and also play at #12
Oklahoma State. There is a quiet confidence coming from Ames
about the depth of talent on the two-deep roster this season.
Coach Matt Campbell has done an amazing job of turning this
program around, shown by the fact that many are still predict-
ing the Cyclones to make a bowl game even though they lost
so much talent off last year’s team to the NFL. I am not going
to go as high on ISU as I did in 2021, but do feel like this team
will surprise a lot of people; I'm predicting an 8-5 season for
the Cyclones with a close loss in the Texas Bowl. Are you ready
for some football, I sure am!

Johnson Family Farm Named

2022 Ace Cory Award Winner

The Johnson Family Farm was recently recognized as the 2022
Ace Cory Conservation Award winner at the Okoboji Protective
Association’s (OPA) annual meeting on Saturday, August 13.
OPA board member John Wills presented the prestigious conser-
vation award to Johnson family members Lewis, Jake and Gary.

Wills noted during presentation that the inscription on
the plaque reads: “the 2022 Ace Cory Conservation Award
is bestowed upon the Johnson Family Farm for embracing
INNOVATIVE practices on the ground they farm, promoting
conservation, being model farmers, and developing enthusiasm
to protect vital portions of the Jowa Great Lakes water quality
for future generations.”

He continued, “The Johnsons were a perfect choice for this
year’s Ace Cory Conservation Award, because they farm key
land within the Iowa Great Lakes Watershed and have found a
blend of applying conservation and at the same time improving
their bottom line by reducing expenses. The innovative practices
that the Johnsons are using conserve soil and protect the water
quality of the Iowa Great Lakes, while making their farm more
profitable and efficient.”

In an interview with Jake, the family works on conservation
practices not only on their own farm, but the Johnsons partner
with the Iowa Natural Heritage Foundation as tenants on a
farm that was recently purchased (2018) the 160-acre Wallace
& Bowers Nature Area on the north side of Big Spirit Lake.
However, instead of becoming a huge tract of tall grass prairie,
this parcel of land is still a productive farm that includes restor-
ative farming, focusing on providing farm income, while at the
same time keeping the health of the soil and the health of the
Lakes at the forefront.

The restorative farming practices including no-till, cover
crops, buffer strips, a 10-acre prairie strip, an alfalfa buffer and
aseven-acre wetland. As the years go by, practices may change,
but the integrity of the soil will always be at the forefront.

In visiting with Jake, he noted, “By implementing these
practices, we are finding several positive outcomes. First, they
are more economically feasible, they have created better time
management and non-necessity of expensive tillage equipment
along with more efficiency.”

Cover crops, for instance, provide a weed barrier cutting
down the use of chemicals, pulling nutrients from the soil that
will be used by the next crop, protect the soil from potential
erosion, while at the same time increasing profitability. Bottom
line: less money in; less money out.

About the award - The Ace Cory Conservation Award was created
in memory of Ace Cory, who was a lifelong conservationist and one
of the leaders in the late 1990’s to seek a steady stream of money to
fund clean water projects in Dickinson County. He was instrumental
in the formation of the Dickinson County Water Quality Commission,
the first and only organization of its kind in lowa.

Each year thousands of people visit the lowa Great Lakes
to enjoy the activities and amenities our area has to offer.

It’s apple picking season!
Did youknow it’s also flower
season? This week I visited
the Little Sioux Orchard and
Little Sioux Stems south of
Milford on 260th street. Both ¢
family run farms provide vis-
itors and residents of the area
with farm fresh products that
will certainly bring a smile to
your face.
I started my adventure
at Little Sioux Orchard.
The orchard currently has 8
varieties of apples growing
on over 1300 trees. This allows visitors to pick apples almost
every weekend from mid-August to late October (or the first big
frost). A fun fact is they’re adding more trees and apple variet-
ies to enhance their season! They also have a great corn maze
and other fun features to entertain your entire family. This year
they’ve added a commercial kitchen to their farm store. They
are selling fresh apple pie, apple crisp, apple cider cupcakes,
and apple cider! I taste tested the apple pie for all of you. It’s
delicious! The orchard is open weekends through October or by
special appointment if you’d like to bring a group. Your office
might enjoy the team building activity of navigating the corn
maze as much as our tourism office does each year!
Following my visitto the orchard, I stopped across the street to
Little Sioux Stems, a new flower farm in the area! While they’re
not normally open to the public, you can find their flowers in
the farm store at the Little Sioux Orchard and special events
around the area, including framer’s markets. Imagine walking
through rows of fresh flowers with pollinators flying around. It
was lovely! There are probably 20 varieties of flowers blooming
currently with the goal that they will be able to provide fresh cut
flowers from May-October next year! If you’d like to visit the
flower farm in person, they’re hosting a special Fall Market on
September 4. The market will feature unique vendors, mini photo
sessions in the flower garden, a food truck, and fresh flowers!
Take advantage of these opportunities to visit a local farm!
It’s fun to visit the orchard with friends or family. Your kids or
grandkids will love the ride out to the orchard and opportunity
to pick their own apples straight from the tree. They’ll have
fun climbing on hay bales and launching apples from the apple
slingshot. You’ll also appreciate the great end-of summer photo
opportunities at both the orchard and flower farm.

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Unique Horticulture at the lowa State Fair

One of the things I enjoy at the lowa State Fair is perusing
the horticulture looking for new plants and displays. This year,
I hit the jackpot with three unique exhibits.

Thefirstis Fairfield and Rosetta—two corn husk dolls featuring
the Iowa State Fair theme “Nothing Compares.” This exhibit
captured top honor in its class which
was no surprise. The Iowa State Fair fges
was originally held in Fairfield, Iowa,
and Rosetta is a term for the coveted
rosette ribbon.

Exhibits in the corn creations divi-
sion are judged on general appearance,
originality, best use of product and
degree of difficulty. They must be
made with a part of a corn plant such
as the cob, husk, or ear and be from a
corn hybrid or variety grown in lowa.
What a great exhibit featuring Iowa’s top crop!

My second find inthe Ag Building was a horticulture arrange-
ment. I usually think of arrangements as being floral, but this
one was totally non-traditional. It sported three banana peppers,
three miniature eggplants, two bamboo shoots, a brown canna
leaf and a big green leaf which may have been a monstera or
philodendron leaf.

Arrangements are judged on five elements of design — line,
color, form, space, and texture. This exhibit excelled in each. It
had a long flowing line from bottom to top. Peppers added an
accent of color. The form was tall and cylindrical. The eggplant
and leaves filled the space, and while most of the arrangement
was smooth, the leaves added coarseness to the texture.

Of course, I had to check out the cow, but this wasn’t a live
animal or the notorious Butter Cow! Earl May refreshed their
display from last year and brought back “their” cow. This cow
is a wired form featuring a variety of green sedum growing from
head to tail and hoof to back. But it does include metal ears, a
plastic vine for the tail and plastic Hen and Chicks accenting
the body.

The Iowa State Fair indicated you could “Find Your Fun” at
the fair, and this year certainly was no exception!
