Tramp Art

The most heartfelt things are made

by hand. This picture frame can sur-
round a loved one with colorful hearts.
It’s an example of American folk art
known as “tramp art.”

Tramp art emerged after the Civ-
il War and continued its popularity
through the Great Depression. Frames
were made from reclaimed wood, usu-
ally cigar boxes or shipping crates, and
carved with everyday tools like pen-
knives.

Tramp artists made all kinds of
items, from small decorative boxes or
picture frames to functional pieces of
furniture. As a form of folk art, there
are no strict rules or established pat-
terns, but the most famous pieces are
made with chip or notched carving and
are not painted.

This frame, which brought $315 at
a Pook & Pook auction, is unusual.
The characteristic notches can be seen
around the circles in the corners and
on the exposed ends of the wood piec-
es, but the frame also features smooth-
edged hearts painted red and yellow.

10-Inch Cast Iron Skillet

Ingredients

Strawberry Filling:

6 cups fresh strawberries cleaned,
hulled, & halved if needed

Y2 cup sugar

1 tbsp cornstarch

Pinch of cinnamon

Zest of 1 lemon

2 tsp fresh lemon juice

Biscuit Topping:

1 cup flour

Y4 cup + 2 tsp sugar, divided
2 tbsp stone-ground cornmeal
2 tsp baking powder

Y tsp baking soda

Y4 tsp salt

4 tbsp butter melted & cooled
Y5 cup buttermilk

Y2 tsp vanilla

Y5 tsp cinnamon

Instructions

Preheat the oven to 375 degrees.
Prepare the strawberries, by washing &
removing the hulls then cut any large
strawberry in half.

Combine the sugar, cornstarch, and cin-
namon together in a large bowl.

Add the prepared strawberries, lemon
zest, and lemon juice then gently toss
together to coat evenly.

Pour the mixture into a large cast iron
skillet.

Place into the oven and bake for 25
minutes.

Prepare the biscuit topping, by whisk-
ing together the flour, 1/4 cup of sugar,
cornmeal, baking powder, baking soda,
and salt together in a large bowl.

In another bowl, whisk the buttermilk
together with the cooled melted butter
and vanilla until well combined. Set
aside.

In a small separate dish, combine the
remaining 2 teaspoons of sugar with the
1/8th teaspoon of cinnamon; mix very
well. Set aside.

One minute before the berries come out
of the oven, add the wet ingredients to
the dry ingredients; stir with a rubber
spatula until just combined and no dry
pockets remain.

To assemble and bake, remove the
berries from the oven; increase the oven
temperature to 425 degrees.

Divide the biscuit dough into eight equal
pieces and place them on top of the hot
berry filling, spacing them 1/2 inch apart
(they should not be touching).

Sprinkle the top of each biscuit with the
sugar/cinnamon mixture.

Place into the oven and bake for 15-18
minutes.

Remove from the oven and place on a
wire rack to cool for 20 minutes.

Serve with ice cream or whipped cream.
Enjoy.
