Due Process in Question at the Iowa Utilities Board

Over 1,000 parcels on Summit Carbon Solutions’ CO2 pipeline
route remain unsigned. The company needs speedy approval
to use eminent domain to take this property, and recent events
signal the TUB is willing to oblige.

The Procedural Schedule, filed June 16,2023, sets an earlier
start date on August 22,2023. This presents a problem in that it
will not give the IUB time to become sufficiently knowledgeable
about the Exhibit H parcels. Normally, engineers physically
inspect each parcel and gather information onsite about the
property. The process usually takes two-to-four hours. Examin-
ing over one- thousand parcels spread along the 689-mile route
will be a time-consuming and overwhelming task for the [UB
staff to complete.

The new timetable moves the start of the hearing ahead by
two months, from late October to mid-August of this year. The
Board asserts the change will better accommodate farmers during
harvest. The claim is dubious given that farmers are also busy
with crops and livestock in the summer. In reality, the earlier
start date puts Exhibit H landowners behind the eight ball. Direct
Testimony is now due on July 24, months earlier than expected.
It gives landowners far less time to prepare statements, assemble
supporting documents, and consult with their attorneys.

The Procedural Schedule states, “the Board is flipping its
normal approach to this type of hearing by having the Exhibit
H landowners begin as a way to promote procedural efficien-
cy.” Procedural fairness dictates Summit Carbon Solutions
testify first because it has the burden of proof. Questions and
comments from intervenors should follow, and the proceedings
should end with testimony from Exhibit H landowners. However,
when the procedural order puts Summit’s statements ahead of
landowner testimony, they must defend their land (and in most
cases livelihood) without having heard Summit's full case in
defense of the project.

Through its recent actions and rulings, the [UB shows blatant
partiality toward Summit Carbon Solutions over private property
owners threatened with eminent domain. The Board’s “desire to
promote procedural efficiency” favors Summit and strips away
Exhibit H landowners’ right to due process.

Concerned citizens will find recent developments at the [UB
troubling. There is an urgent need to submit objections to the
IUB, contact legislators, and call the Governor to demand a fair
hearing on Summit’s hazardous CO2 pipeline permit.

Join Us for the Northwest lowa
Research Farm Field Day on July 12

by Leah Ten Napel, Field Agronomist

The Annual Field Day of the Northwest Iowa Research and
Demonstration Farm will begin at 9:30 a.m. on Wednesday, July
12, at the farm near Cal-
umet. Morning refresh-
ments will be available at
9:00 a.m. We would love
to see you there!

We will begin the field
day by learning from
Soil Fertility Specialist
Antonio Mallarino about
the updated phosphorus
and potassium guidelines.
Following that presenta-
tion, we will break out
into three stops around the
farm. The first stop will
feature Daryl Herzmann,
Iowa Environmental Me-
sonet, and he will dive into weather forecast and Mesonet
tools. The second stop will feature a soil pit dug on site. Amber
Anderson, Jowa State University Assistant Teaching Professor,
will teach us about how soils change across the landscape, and
how drought impacts our soils here in Northwest lowa. The final
stop will feature Gentry Sorenson and Leah Ten Napel on timely
agronomic topics for the 2023 growing season.

A free lunch is available, courtesy of O’Brien County Ag
Supply, J&K Insurance, C-S Agrow and S5th Gen Ag.

Following lunch will be an optional Corn Rootworm Field
Day. ISU Extension and Outreach Entomologists Erin Hodgson
and Ashley Dean will provide education using a corn-on-corn
demonstration plot with non-bt rootworm corn, SmartStax corn
and SmartStax Pro corn (with the new RNA-I trait) - all with
and without insecticides. Roots will be rated, so you can see
the differences.

Alittle about the Northwest Research Farm: In 1954, this new
association, funded by northwest Iowa farmers and businesses
buying memberships, purchased two tracts of land to begin
research cooperatively with ISU, 37 acres in Lyon County and
75 acres in O’Brien County. In 1989 and 1990, the organization
purchased an additional 60 acres in Lyon County and 152 acres
in O’Brien County and sold the original tracts. The cooperation
between local association members and researchers from lowa
State University has created the development of crop produc-
tion knowledge used by farmers in northwest lowa and around
the state, such as recommendations for soil fertility, weed
management, date of planting and population, and lots more.
Today, many replicated plot trials still occur at the farm near
Calumet, and the Doon Farm is used more for replicated, field
length, on-farm trials.

The Northwest Research Farm has been a great partner for
northwest Jowa farmers, and for ISU. If you have never visited
the farm to see what they do, this field day is the perfect oppor-
tunity! Please consider joining us on July 12th!

Located at Dickinson Co. Fairgrounds

15th Street & Peoria Avenue, Spirit Lake, IA 51360

Lakes Area Farmers Market has been operating in this area
for 37 years. It has always been held on the fairgrounds in Spirit
Lake, starting out in an open cattle barn, moving to an enclosed
building, then moving with the fairgrounds in 2002 when they
relocated to their current site. The Farmers Market started in 1987
with 5 participating vendors, grew to as many as 40 vendors
and currently has 28 vendors and a few additional day vendors.
The first year customer attendance was about 10 people a day.
Inrecent years customer count has been over 1,000. Lakes Area
Farmers Market has had 4 different sets of managers over the
years and remains dedicated to supporting local farmers, bakers,
and crafters. It is a producer/grower market so all vendors must
grow, bake, or make what they sell and live within a local area.
New state rules for farmers markets this year allow the sales
of various processed foods such as hot sauce, salsa, or pickles,
allowing the Farmers Market to grow even further. During the
last 37 years several vendors have gone on to supply grocery
stores or restaurants, or have opened their own small business-
es. Market vendors have also donated to food banks and area
churches. Lakes Area Farmers Market is open from June to
October on Wednesdays and Saturdays from 7:30 a.m. to 12:00
noon. We hope to see you there.
