Antique toys

Antique toys can give us a glimpse
into the time they were made. Even if
they are not exact models, we can get
ideas of the cars people drove, how
they dressed and furnished their homes
and what professions they had or pas-
times they enjoyed. If antique toys
teach us about the past, they taught the
children who played with them about
the future. Toy cars, trains, farm tools,
dolls and dollhouses prepared children
for their adult responsibilities.

This miniature tin factory was made
by Gebruder Bing (Bing Brothers), a
German company that was making
metal toys by the 1880s. It became one
of the largest toy manufacturers in the
world and is famous for its toy vehi-
cles (cars, trains and boats) and steam
engines. This toy factory, which sold
for $4,864 at Morphy Auctions, may
have been an educational model to
train factory workers, a more serious
purpose than that of a typical tin toy.

Reverse-painted glass should nev-
er be washed, just dusted. Use a clean,
soft cloth, and don’t apply too much
pressure.

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The initial class of the City of Danville’s credible messenger program has completed the
first phase of training, which included learning various tools and strategies to guide at-
risk youths toward productive lives. Credible messengers are mentors who have passed
through the justice system and sustainably transformed their lives. Often, Returned
Citizens (previously incarcerated) and others with similarly relevant experiences, want
to give back to help others. That reason led Douglas Harris to enroll in the City of
Danville’s program. “T've been in prison twice, and I just want to reach out to youth and
help them coming from where I come from,” said Harris, a Danville resident who said
he was a drug dealer in the 1980s and 1990s. “I want to show them that there is a better
way.” Harris said the training being provided on how to reach out to youth as a credible
messenger is something needed in every community. “Danville is blessed to have this
program,” he said. Harris is joined in the class by Brad Price, also of Danville, and
Shannon Long of Lynchburg. Price and Long are also Returning Citizens. The credible
messenger training is an initiative of the City of Danville’s Project Imagine community
violence collaborative. Robert David, violence prevention manager for Project Imagine,
said credible messengers can play a big role in decreasing gun violence within a
community, and this training will provide Returning Citizens with an employable skill
set. “It is not that you just have been in prison that makes you a credible messenger,’
David said. “You have to be able to communicate as a mentor and guide”

David said a trained credible messenger can be employed by governmental, educational,
and non-profit agencies to serve as mentors to youths, outreach workers, and violence
interrupters. A violence interrupter is an individual that engages with citizens in the
community to stop retaliation following a shooting. Harris said that the training stressed
the need to not judge at-risk youths. “You have to meet them where they are,” Harris
said. “You can’t judge them. If you do, they will not open up to you”

The first phase consisted of 12 hours of training in the following areas:  Asset
development for youths, which involves conducting strength-based assessments using
the Clifton Strengths tools to guide youths toward productive lives. River District
Consulting will provide this training. « Childhood adversity and how experiences affect
a youth’s development and their response to stress. Danville Pittsylvania Community
Services will provide this training using the Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACEs)
course. « Resilience training, which teaches youths how to move from failure to success.
David will provide this training using a curriculum that he has developed. « Effecting
change as a credible messenger. Curtis Artis, violence prevention assistant manager

for Project Imagine, will provide this training. « Certification in “Stop the Bleed” first
aid. The Danville Area Training Center will provide this training. Harris, Price, and
Long are now in the second phase of training, which consists of shadowing Project
Imagine outreach workers for a minimum of 20 hours. “With these 20 hours, they can
go to a mentor agency or school system and show that they have training,” David said.
“We have a lot of mentor agencies that deal with high-risk youth. So, there are a lot

of opportunities” This workforce development initiative for returning citizens is an
expansion of Project Imagine, which has received national recognition. In 2020, David
was named a winner of the Frederic Milton Thrasher Award by the National Gang
Crime Research Center. The award recognizes his accomplishments in gang prevention

Buying a New Vehicle

We all cringe the day when it becomes appar-
ent that we need to buy a new vehicle. And
it’s not only the expense that makes us leery.
It’s the whole process of wondering how we're
going to be treated if we go to a dealership.

The best way to handle it is: Do your home-
work (a lot of it) in advance, as much as you
can.

Contact your financial institution about
pre-approval for a loan and their interest rates.
Know how much vehicle you can buy before
you end up at a dealership.

Check Kelley Blue Book online and try to de-
termine what value your current vehicle might
have. It might be worth more than you suspect
because trade-ins are hot items nowadays.

Try to find something you like that’s already
on the lot at a dealership that you can test
drive so you’re not waiting months for deliv-
ery.

Still, if you're certain about a particular vehi-
cle, you might see on a dealer website that the
vehicle is “in transit” and will arrive “soon” A
deposit at the dealership can hold that vehicle
for you. Warning No. 1: That deposit will likely
be non-refundable. Warning No. 2: Get it in
writing, including the sales price and VIN. In
other words, do any haggling before you put
down a deposit.

When at the dealership, do not express happy
feelings for any certain vehicle or color. Re-
main noncommittal. Expect them to push you
to accept their financing. Don’t disclose your
credit score when they ask; they’re getting
ready to start pushing the financing.

Don't disclose that you're already pre-ap-
proved for a loan elsewhere until the very end
when you've selected a vehicle.

Don't tell them how much you want for your
trade-in; they might be ready to offer even
more.

And mostly, be willing to walk away if youre
pressured too much. If you get tired, go home.

There are other dealerships everywhere.

Lime Vinaigrette

3 tablespoons fresh lime juice

1/2 tablespoon honey

1/8 teaspoon ground cayenne pepper
1/8 teaspoon garlic powder

1/8 teaspoon onion powder

1/8 teaspoon kosher salt

1/8 teaspoon fresh ground black pepper
2 tablespoons olive oil

CORN SALAD

5 ears of corn shucked and de-silked

2 tablespoons sugar

1 tablespoon lemon juice

1 red pepper cut in small dice

1 cup grape tomatoes or cherry tomatoes
halved

1/4 cup chopped cilantro

1/4 cup chopped green onions

1 jalapeno minced (seeds and veins removed)
1/2 cup feta cheese

1/4 cup thinly sliced red onion

INSTRUCTIONS

In a small bowl, whisk the lime juice, honey,
ground cayenne pepper, garlic powder, onion
powder, salt, and pepper. Slowly drizzle in the
olive oil, whisking continuously.

Bring a large pot of water to a boil. Add the
sugar and lemon juice; stir to dissolve. Carefully
add the corn to the boiling water, cover the

pot, turn off the heat, and let the corn sit for

10 minutes. Plunge cooked corn into ice-cold
water to stop the cooking process. When the
corn has cooled, cut the kernels from the cob.
Grab a large bowl and add the cooked corn,
diced red peppers, grape tomato halves,
cilantro, green onions, minced jalapenos, feta,
and red onion. Drizzle with the lime vinaigrette
and toss to coat.

NOTES

If at all possible, use fresh corn. Either white,
yellow, or bi-color corn. Simply boil the corn
and cut the corn kernels right off the cob.
Don’t overcook the corn. Corn cooks fairly fast,
and you want your kernels to have a little bit of
a sweet, crisp corn taste.

If you are a cilantro hater, substitute fresh
parsley. It is equally delicious!

In a hurry? Make the lime vinaigrette the day
before and store it in an airtight container in
the fridge.

Dice and cut your vegetables small. You want
all your vegetables to complement the corn.
Don'’t skip the feta cheese. It really pulls the
whole salad together and is the icing on the
cake.
