San Jose teacher
wins vacant seat on
San José-Evergreen
Community College
District Board

S
an Jose teacher Clay Hale
has won a vacant seat on a
Santa Clara County college

board. 
Hale said he intends to seek a

full four‐year term on the
November 2024 ballot.

Hale ran for the District 7 seat
on the seven‐person board when
it became vacant due to the resig‐
nation of San Jose City Coun‐
cilmember Omar Torres, who
won election to his city's govern‐
ing body last November.

Hale was one of five candidates
seeking to serve out the remain‐

der of Torres' term through the
end of next year. He took the top
spot on election night with 47%
of ballots cast and has main‐
tained that share of the vote ever
since. 

Hale, 28, who works for the
East Side Union High School Dis‐
trict, will be sworn into his seat
December 12. 

"Because of you and your hard
work — from the day we
launched our campaign to elec‐
tion night — we now have a
teacher's voice at the table advo‐
cating for the education all our

Willow Glen
investor seeks
District 6 San
Jose council seat

A
prominent Willow Glen
real estate investor who
previously ran for mayor

now wants to represent District
6 on the San Jose City Council.

Michael Mulcahy, a San Jose
native, is tossing his hat into the
race for the District 6 seat,
which encompasses Willow
Glen, Santana Row, The Alame‐
da and parts of downtown.

Already in the running for the
seat are housing advocate Alex
Shoor, labor union political
advisor Olivia Navarro and
Amatangelo “Angelo” Pasciuti, a
retired Marine. Councilmember
Dev Davis currently represents
the area and terms out at the

end of 2024.
“I’ve spent my entire life in

San Jose, and I truly believe in
its potential and its beauty and I
want to be a part of trying to
bring that back,” Mulcahy told
San José Spotlight. “I think we
are challenged by so many
things, like so many great cities
are, but I think we can bring
that back. And I believe neigh‐
borhoods are the place to start.”

Mulcahy, through his family

T
his year’s 58th The Nut‐
cracker by San Jose Dance
Theatre, will not only enter‐

tain audiences with the classic
Christmas story of a girl’s dream
of a waltz of flowers and the Sug‐
ar Plum Fairy, but it will also be a
dream come true for this year’s
Clara, Anika Sison.

Dancing the role of Clara in “The
Nutcracker” has always been a
dream and goal for Anika, since
she saw her first Nutcracker per‐
formance at four years old at the
San Jose Center for Performing
Arts.

s American families celebrat‐
ed Veterans Day, local and
state officials from Santa

Clara County celebrated its big step
to end veteran homelessness by
acquiring the Homeless Veterans
Emergency Housing Facility, HVE‐
HF, in San José. 

“The County of Santa Clara cares
about our veterans and the acquisi‐
tion of this site is a key step in mak‐
ing sure every veteran has housing,”
said Santa Clara County Supervisor
Otto Lee. “Homelessness continues
to be our greatest challenge, but
knowing those who served our
nation are unhoused is heartbreak‐
ing ‐ and why this matter is such a
high priority.”

The County Board of Supervisors
approved purchase of this site on
September 19, 2023 in an effort to
enhance a core resource for the
more than 64,000 veterans in the

South Bay. Since 2009, the HVEHF
has provided transitional housing
at this site, serving more than 6,000
veterans and being a key linkage to
Veterans Affairs, VA, support.

California State Senator Dave
Cortese shared, “I am incredibly
proud of the County of Santa Clara's
continued commitment to those
who served our country through
the acquisition of the Homeless Vet‐

erans Emergency Housing Facility
on Kirk Avenue. Since we opened
this facility back in 2009, it has
served as a lifeline for thousands of
veterans, offering transitional hous‐
ing and access to VA services. With
this acquisition and expansion, we
are one step closer to ending veter‐
an homelessness in our County.”

Supervisor Lee added, “This 4.3
acre site at 10 Kirk Avenue will not

only serve as transitional housing
for our veterans, but will be reno‐
vated and more housing and veter‐
an services will be co‐located to
serve many more veterans in the
near future. They have served our
country honorably and it is only
right for our County to take care of
them in their time of need upon

their returning home.”

Clear trackable
goals are very
important to track
City’s progress on
crucial issues

I
n Silicon Valley, dashboards, metrics,
daily standups, and other performance
management tools are as common as

bureaucracy is in government. It’s my goal
to change that. 

Without setting clear goals, tracking
progress, and reacting to real‐time per‐
formance data at City Hall, we can’t move
the needle on the issues that matter most. 

As you know, I ran for office to hold City
Hall accountable for delivering better out‐
comes; to set clear and achievable goals
with a reasonable timeframe; to measure
results and to focus on the basic priorities

that matter most to all of our
residents. And last week, we
took a step in the right direc‐
tion. 

City Council voted unani‐
mously to embrace a new tool
of transparency and perform‐
ance management. We will
soon see scorecards and dash‐
boards become accessible
online so that anyone can
track our progress. They will
focus on the basic responsibil‐
ities of government: providing
community safety, cleaning up
our neighborhoods, ensuring
everyone has at least basic
shelter, and attracting and facilitating
investment in jobs and housing. 

In addition to regularly surveying the
community to ensure our residents’ prior‐
ities and experiences are at the center of
our work, these tools of transparency will
track data like crime rates, the number of
people exiting and entering homelessness,
blight response times, permit timelines
and other key success metrics to show

whether what we are doing is
moving the needle. 

And the truth is, we have a
long way to go. Not just in
solving our biggest issues, but
in understanding the best way
to track and share our work
with all of you and build a
more iterative and perform‐
ance‐ and outcome‐driven
culture in government. This is
the first iteration of what I
know will be a long process.
But as we get it right, City Hall
will deliver results better,
faster and more efficiently
than ever. 

I welcome your thoughts and feedback
on these new tools. They will be available
online starting in December for everyone
to view and track our progress on the
basics and, in the meantime, you can find
the draft scorecards and dashboards by

Valley Water 
makes progress 
at Anderson Dam

I
t has been just over two years since Val‐
ley Water broke ground at Anderson
Dam with the promise to protect the

public and secure Santa Clara County’s
water supply. Since then, our agency has
made tremendous progress on this vital
public safety and water supply project. 

Currently our work at the site is
focused on building a new, larger
outlet tunnel next to the dam. As of
mid‐October, contractors excavat‐
ed more than 1,000 feet of the
1,736‐foot‐long tunnel, which will
provide greater control over reser‐
voir water levels. 

We anticipate the work on the
outlet tunnel will take another two
years to finish, and once that is
done, Valley Water will begin
rebuilding the dam and spillway.

Rebuilding Anderson Dam is Val‐
ley Water’s top priority. This proj‐
ect will help ensure public safety,
protect our regional water supply
and provide environmental bene‐
fits for generations to come.

At the beginning of September,
our agency reached a milestone
with the release of the Anderson
Dam Seismic Retrofit Project Draft
Environmental Impact Report.
This document identifies environ‐
mental impacts associated with
our plan to rebuild Anderson Dam
to modern‐day seismic safety stan‐
dards. 

Following this document’s re‐
lease, our agency held a successful
and well‐attended public meeting
in Morgan Hill to provide informa‐
tion and give the community an
opportunity to share thoughts and
concerns. I’d like to thank every‐
one who attended and provided us
with their feedback.

Valley Water also recently re‐
leased a terrific video highlighting
our tunneling work. You can view
the video on our YouTube channel at
www.youtube.com/@Valleywater/
videos.

I know this project is of great
interest to our community. We
look forward to keeping you in‐
formed of our progress.

company SDS NexGen Partners,
has invested in myriad proper‐
ties along Lincoln Avenue in
downtown Willow Glen, includ‐
ing the Garden Theater, helping
to revamp the area.

He also owns stakes in several
Willow Glen restaurants includ‐
ing The Table and Lamella Tav‐
ern, and rents to longtime out‐
posts like Aqui, he said. Mulcahy
also oversaw redevelopment of
the former Sun Garden tomato
cannery on Monterey Road,
which his family owned since the
1940s before it shut down. The
area is now the Sun Garden shop‐
ping center.

He has run his family’s invest‐
ment firm since 2001, and prior
to that served as the director of
Children’s Musical Theater San
Jose.

Mulcahy said some of his prior‐
ities as a councilmember would
be to provide better support for
small businesses and entrepre‐
neurs, hiring more cops in an
effort to boost public safety and
reducing homelessness and
blight.

“I’ve got a lot of experience
working in the neighborhoods
and helping small businesses

thrive and building a spirit with‐
in a neighborhood,” he said.

Collaboration will be the key to
solving those seemingly in‐
tractable issues, Mulcahy said,
but on the first day of his cam‐
paign, he was short on specific
plans to achieve those goals.

“We’ve got to put the bickering
aside, and get people together,
specifically the council and may‐
or, to come up with solutions
that are going to make us the
safest city in America again,” he
said. “When we were the safest
city in America, we were rocking
and rolling and we need to get
back to that.”

Pierluigi Oliverio, a planning
commissioner and former coun‐
cilmember who held the seat for
a decade, said Mulcahy is a
strong candidate, especially
because of his experience with
running businesses in San Jose.

“He knows what it actually is to
process a permit. There’s no one
else on the city council that actu‐
ally does that,” Oliverio told San
José Spotlight. “Having that back‐
ground and dealing with what it
takes to get a permit from the
city for a small business, he has
just lived it, and he understands
how that inhibits small business
growth.”

tarting December 8, the
Choir of Foxworthy Baptist
Church will celebrate 40

years of sharing The Christmas
Gift San Jose musical production
with the local community.

In 1984, Pastor Don Fugate, and
his wife, Diann had a dream of
sharing a musical Christmas gift
with the community. That year,
The Christmas Gift, the San Jose
musical production, was present‐
ed multiple times at the Mont‐
gomery Theater in downtown
San Jose. By the third year, the
production had moved to the
Civic Auditorium. 

Since the church didn’t charge
admission, they could only
reserve one night in 1987 and
instead, made the decision to
transform the church auditorium
into a theater, complete with
proscenium and curtain, where
they presented the musical 8
times over two weekends. That
plan has remained in place every
year since then.

Major milestone
This 40th anniversary produc‐

tion marks a major milestone for
the church and its singers. There
are still five singers who have par‐
ticipated in all previous produc‐
tions. 

In the first half of the musical,
the choir sings many favorite
Christmas songs including White
Christmas, Walkin’ in a Winter
Wonderland and Snow. There is
always a “Children’s Medley” that

features favorite Christmas char‐
acters like Frosty, Rudolph and
the Grinch. There are also
comedic videos included in the
production; even falling snow!

During the intermission, the
audience is treated to homemade
cookies, coffee, tea and punch.

The second half of the musical
centers on the manger and the
birth of Jesus. Through songs and
Scripture, the Christmas story is
vividly portrayed. Pastor Don
Fugate shares a brief Gospel pres‐
entation and sends the audience
home with a smile on their faces
and joy in their hearts.

Even during the COVID shut‐
down in 2020, The Christmas Gift
to San Jose was still presented to
the community. The choir video‐
taped their production and
showed it daily in December on
the church’s website, on Face‐
book. YouTube and on CREATV.
There were over 8,000 views of
the musical that year!

Over the past 39 years, more
than 80,000 people have attend‐
ed the musical production and it
has been enjoyed by multiple gen‐
erations.
