ORANGE CITY —After an opening-possession punt and a following fourth-down situation, host Northwestern College got the football rolling for a packed homecoming crowd on Saturday, Oct. 7. The leg of Eli Stader kicked the crowd into gear with a school record 53-yard field goal to start scoring for the Red Raiders against Hastings College.“I’m so happy for Eli that he got that opportunity,” said Red Raider head coach Matt McCarty. “We’ve seen him do it in practice all the time. It was great to see him do it in a game and get the school record.”That cleared any cobwebs that might have been building. The Red Raiders proceeded to score six touchdowns, uninterrupted by Hastings College points until late in the game. The visiting Broncos were able to score in the fourth quarter to bring the final tote to 45-7.McCarty said Northwestern played “another in a great atmosphere. It was fun to celebrate the ’73 and ’83 teams. It was a beautiful day for football.”NWC improved to 5-0 after the Great Plains Athletic Conference win, 6-0 overall. The Broncos were 2-4 in the conference after the loss, 3-4 in overall play.On Saturday, Oct. 14, the Raiders take the trip to Briar Cliff 

for a 1 p.m. kick-off. The Chargers come into that game with a 2-4 record, 2-3 overall.
“Briar Cliff has won two of the last three,” said McCarty. “They are starting to believe they can win. They have some really good receivers and good speed on the outside. They can score anywhere on the field. They’ll test us. We’ll have to be disciplined and focused every play.”Both teams struggled as the October 7 game began. Hastings punted on their first two possessions, the Raiders on their first.

After the Raider field goal, neither team was able to get beyond midfield. With three minutes left in the first quarter, Konner McQuillan brought the Raiders to midfield with a pair of rushes, one a 28-yard run to midfield. Jalyn Gramstad connected a pass to Michael Storey to complete the drive, a 49-yard strike. Stader punched the extra point (and every other one after).
“Mike made some huge catches for us, and sparked us offensively,” McCarty said.Hastings gave up the ball after negative yardage, and the Raiders went into the second quarter with the ball, and ended a 10-play, 50-yard effort, McQuillan figuring large with five shot carries and a pass reception, the Raiders benefitting from a 15-yard pass-interference call. 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STEM opportunities 

abound at a local library

ORANGE CITY — The Orange City Public Library is the place 

for any school-aged child interested in STEM. The library 

recently applied for an $8,000 grant from the Northwest Iowa 

Regional STEM Advisory Board and was selected as an award 

recipient for the 2023-2024 year. The result is a new STEM cart 

chock-full of tools and trinkets to keep young minds spinning 

with creativity. 

STEM stands for science, technology, engineering, and 

mathematics, and the term is used to define curriculum or 

educational resources directly focused on these areas.

Phyllis Van Gelder is the education and literacy librarian at the 

Orange City Public Library, and together with retired teacher 

Sandy Groom-Meeks, attended training to prepare for STEM 

activities for the year. “We attended training at NCC over the 

summer; it was a one-day training. We learned several useful 

skills and gained experience we hope to pass on to the kids 

this year,” Van Gelder said. At the training, they worked with 

a similar cart and, by the end, had the opportunity to create 

and use the cart without a guide, only using their imagination, 

further stretching the multi-faceted use of the cart.

The fall library season kicked off with the Absolute Science 

Fantastic Foam and More science show at City Hall, which was 

held on September 19. Following that, the first STEM classes 

were introduced. The classes are broken into age groups: STEM 

challenge classes for grades K-4 and Maker Space for grades 

5-12. “The first activity we did was building self-propelled cars,” 

Van Gelder said. Kids could follow a design; however, within 

the structure offered spaces to be flexible and creative with 

the STEM cart’s variety of parts.

“Our long range, once we get kids more comfortable with 

the cart, is to have kids design their plans and create things 

independently,” she said. “At the training, we also learned how 

to incorporate art to have STEAM projects, and we want to 

encourage students to get creative and dig into engineering 

and design.”
Van Gelder is thankful for a partner in Sandy Groom-Meeks. 

“Having Sandy is great; she was the technology person at 

MOC-Floyd Valley and brings lots of experience to the library.”

“We are thankful for the grant and the opportunity to offer 

STEM to local kids. The possibilities are endless; we can go in 

many directions with this.”

STEM is only a part of the exciting line-up of fall programming 

at the Orange City Public Library. To participate, visit www.

orangecitylibrary.org and sign up. The next opportunity for 

STEM is Oct. 10 for K-2, Oct. 17 for 3-4 grade, and Oct. 19 for 

K-12 grade. Registration is required. The library is hosting 

early-out movies, chess games, and Lego play. There is an 

escape room for grades 5-12, several preschool storytime 

opportunities, and adult classes, including meeting published 

authors and learning how to grow succulents and create glass 

mosaics. Information on these opportunities and more are all 

available on the library website.

ORANGE CITY — Dutch Heritage Boosters, well known for 

maintaining the Little White Store and supplying thousands of 

poffertjes during Tulip Festival, received a boost this year thanks 

to a group of Northwestern College students. 

Dutch Heritage Boosters is a group committed to preserving 

and maintaining the foundations of Dutch culture in Orange 

City. In the 1980s, a couple of devoted citizens in Orange City 

recognized the need to promote and preserve Dutch customs; 

at the time, there was no group solely dedicated to preserving 

Dutch heritage. As a result, the Dutch Heritage Boosters was 

founded in 1986.
The purpose of the group “is to support and promote Dutch 

customs, projects, and events. To extend the celebration of 

Dutch heritage from three days a year at Tulip Festival to the 

entire year,” said founding member Betsy Huibregtse. Volunteers 

work tirelessly to protect pieces of history and to share stories so 

residents can continue to celebrate Dutch Heritage for years to 

come. 
Ann Minnick, Associate Professor of Communications, teaches 

an advanced public relations class on strategy and tactics and is 

also a member of the Dutch Heritage Boosters. She explains the 

course she teaches “is a capstone class, and this semester we had 

18 students, which is a large group.” 

The class followed the model of public relations protocol and 

put together a project to work with the Dutch Heritage Boosters.

City council 
debates funding 
for a new fire truck

ORANGE CITY — On Monday, May 1, at the meeting of the 

Orange City Council, town volunteer firefighters presented 

an opportunity for the city to purchase an aerial ladder truck 

to replace the present 25-year-old truck in service. Fire Chief 

Dennis Vander Wel gave the presentation. Purchasing an aerial 

was not budgeted for the fiscal year beginning in July 2023.

Kent Anderson, city finance officer, said the city, given present 

financial conditions, would probably incur an additional $.55 

per thousand dollars of the taxable valuation if the city moved 

on the possibility of the purchase.

On May 15, council member Tony Vande Brake made a 

motion to move forward with the fire department’s proposal, 

but the action was not seconded. Instead, a second motion 

was approved for a three-year process to budget for a new 

fire truck. A discussion was expressed to make this part of the 

annual long-range planning and budgeting process.

The present aerial truck was purchased in 2009 and used in 

Orange City and mutual-aid situations, in one instance for a 

structure fire in Le Mars.

Vander Wel said the present truck has developed 

transmission problems (locking in high gear), ladder control 

(it has occasionally, unexpectedly, swung wide in use), and 

water-line coating is deteriorating. Estimates for repairs are 

approximately $40,000.
Firefighters have been tracking used aerials available. The 

most promising used model examined, Vander Wel said, 

had evidence of body damage and stabilization equipment 

showing rust, with 988,500 miles. The cost for that model was 

$1 million before repairs.

The aerial the department sought a new truck built as a 

demonstration model by Heiman Fire Equipment of Sioux Falls, 

South Dakota. The cost is $1,409,470.

The King Cobra aerial would be made available as a 

demonstration model after six months of use. Vander Wel 

said Heiman would reserve the truck for Orange City with a 

signature. No down payment was sought; the company would 

take payment upon delivery in January 2024.

According to the presentation, when the city orders an aerial 

for purchase at present, it would take three years to build, with a 

price tag of $1,715,500. However, based on estimated inflation 

rates of six percent annually, if such an aerial was ordered 

in April of 2024, the cost was estimated at $1,819,000. The 

presentation extended price increases for two years following, 

at $1.927 million and $2.043 million.

Maintaining an active and responsive fire department is 

critical to the safety of a small community. When homeowners 

select home coverage policies, an ISO class rating is assessed, 

and a protection class grade is given to a home; one is rated 

as the best and ten the lowest. Fire chief Denny Vander Wel 

confirms that Orange City is currently at a three rating, “but that 

may change. We had an evaluation last January and waiting to 

hear the results.” The rating is based on several criteria, including 

what equipment and manpower a station has, response to call 

time, water systems, and connection access. 

As the city continues to move forward with discussions 

of budgeting for a new fire truck, Vande Brake shared he 

appreciates the fire department’s due diligence in meeting the 

council’s request for information and cost.

ORANGE CITY — Northwestern College 

maintains an impressive collection of Tulip 

Festival history, dating back to the first festival in 

1936.
Leona Vander Stoep carefully collected 

information and details, starting with the first 

festival in 1936 and kept detailed scrapbooks 

through 1992. The scrapbooks consist largely 

of newspaper clippings, but also include 

various brochures, programs, photographs, 

notes, and other documents. Collectively, these 

scrapbooks provide evidence for the origins 

and development of the Orange City Tulip 

Festival (OCTF) from the mid- to late- twentieth 

century. Indirectly, the scrapbooks suggest how 

a Midwestern town adapted its ethnic origins 

for twentieth-century uses for local identity and 

economic vitality. 
In a selection 

from Vander 
Stoep’s collections, 
she records the 
foundations of the 
Tulip Festival:

“Records of 
events leading 
up to the Orange 
City’s first Tulip 
Festival are rather 
meager and 
indefinite. The 

Hollanders innate tendency toward cleanliness 

and beauty combined with a historical 

background of flower culture is an acceptable, 

although abstract motivating force. This force 

found physical expression as early as 1935 when 

it was recorded that in addition to the large 

number of tulip plantings already in existence 

in Orange City, some 50,000 more bulbs were 

imported and planted by the townspeople. 

Combining the tulip planting project with the 

organized efforts of the Orange City Chamber 

of Commerce, the ground work was laid for the 

beginning of the now nationally publicized Tulip 

Festival in 1936.”

With the two big hits and a 6-2 lead, the Red Raiders held off 
Embry-Riddle, who chipped away with a run in each of three 
innings before Kate Kralik retired the last batter for a save in the 
NWC win.

The Eagles outhit the Raiders 12-5, but Raider batters worked 
for nine walks, striking out just once and playing defense with no 
errors 

Runs scored in the first inning. After a couple of fly outs, Embry-
Riddle’s Leah Salas and Kate Delaney each powered a double 
to put the Eagles in front. Raider catcher Chloe Gallegos fired a 
throw to Gwen Mikkelsen at third to retire a stealing Delaney to 
end that threat.

In the bottom of that first inning, the Raiders loaded the bases 
with walks, Mikkelsen, Madysn Grotewold and Emily Strasser each 
gaining a base. Etherington punched a pitch over the center-field 
mark, and the Raiders led 4-2.A pair of base hits and the only error of the game put Raider 
runners on each bag in the second stanza, with no outs. The 
Eagles put together a double play to neutralize that threat, 
retired the side, then scored another run on three base hits. A 
Jade Bayless hit scored the run.The Raiders then scored two after lightning delayed play. 
Ashtyn Billings walked, as did Charli Bomgaars. Mikkelsen 
delivered the two-RBI single to put the Raiders in front 6-2.An Autumn Sulusi homer added a run in the fourth. Delaney 
chipped in with a home run in the fifth, and the Eagles threatened
