Our annual plea:

Each year animal shelters
receive rabbits and ducks that had been
given as surprises in Easter baskets.
However, we once again emphasize, as
we do every year, that live ducks, chicks,
and rabbits are not the appropriate gifts
to give children.

Young children oftentimes do
not understand how fragile these little
creatures are. In an attempt to play or
give affection, children can injure or kill
the delicate babies. Also, many of these
animals may carry parasites. Salmonella
is a real danger to children, and can be
transmitted from chicken or ducks to
humans.

Baby animals are often
acquired on impulse at Easter, without
consideration of a lifelong commitment.
Rabbits, chickens, and ducks have an
average lifespan of 8-10 years. The
longest recorded lifespan of a chicken
was 34 years!

These animals have specific
physical and behavioral needs that a
caring, responsible owner would want
to fulfill. A special diet and a carefully
controlled environment are necessary for
the well-being of the Easter pet.

Pet bunnies especially are being
bred in increasing numbers by “rabbit
mills” and breeders for the lucrative pet

industry. They are marketed as easy,
low-maintenance pets who will sit
quietly on a child’s lap, when in reality

they are complex animals with unique

traits and needs.
The novelty of the cute bunnies,
chicks, and ducklings wears off
and animal shelters and humane
organizations begin receiving these
unwanted Easter surprises when
people determine they are not willing
to take on the responsibility of a full-
grown pet.
Worse, many of these animals are
merely dumped in the woods and
parks where they are easy prey for
other animals and cruel people.

We urge everyone to help
make Easter a humane holiday by
buying only toy or candy animals!

Advertising Icons

At first glance, this silver standing
rabbit chewing on a silver carrot has a
few things in common with Easter col-
lectibles. It's metal, like the tin or iron
Easter bunnies made as toys or door-
stops. Like a candy container, it is hol-
low with a removable lid so it can hold a
consumable treat. But unlike most Eas-
ter collectibles, which tend to be made
for children, this rabbit has a decidedly
adult purpose: It’s a cocktail shaker.

The word *‘cocktail” appeared in
print to refer to a mixed drink about
1806. Today’s cocktails have their
roots in the Prohibition era of the
1920s to the 1930s. Speakeasies cre-
ated mixed drinks to disguise the
unpleasant taste of bootleg liquor.

Cocktails became more popular as
people started making them at home.
Silver manufacturers quickly realized
they could make cocktail shakers as
luxury items. Figural shakers were
especially stylish and continue to
please collectors. Animal figures are
always popular in decorative arts, and
cocktail shakers are no exception. The
animal’s neck is a convenient point for
the lid to detach, and a beak or snout
provides a spot for a spout.

A buyer paid $6,150 for this rabbit
cocktail shaker at Morphy Auctions.
The carrot in its mouth is a removable
cap for its spout.

Garlic Roasted Carrots

Ingredients
1 pound carrots, peeled

2 tablespoons salted butter, melted

2 cloves garlic, minced

Y2 teaspoon garlic powder

salt and ground black pepper to taste

1 tablespoon minced fresh parsley (Option-
al)

Directions

Preheat the oven to 400 degrees F (200
degrees C). Line a baking sheet with parch-
ment paper.

Slice carrots on the diagonal into 1/4-inch-
thick slices and place into a bowl. Driz-

zle with butter; stir in fresh garlic, garlic
powder, salt, and pepper. Spread onto the
prepared baking sheet in an even layer.

Roast in the preheated oven until carrots are
lightly caramelized and soft, 20 to 22 min-
utes. Sprinkle with parsley.

Potato Gratin with Spring
Oonions

Ingredients

2 1/2 cups heavy cream

3 sprigs thyme

2 bay leaves

1 clove garlic, grated

1/4 teaspoon freshly grated nutmeg

1 bunch spring onions (whites finely chopped,
greens thinly sliced)

Kosher salt and freshly ground pepper

3 pounds large Yukon Gold potatoes, peeled and
thinly sliced (preferably on a mandoline)

2 cups shredded havarti cheese (about 8 ounces)
Directions

Preheat the oven to 375 degrees E Combine

the heavy cream, thyme, bay leaves, garlic and
nutmeg in a medium saucepan. Bring to a gentle
simmer over medium heat. Add the spring
onion whites and simmer until just starting to
soften, about 5 minutes. Season with 1 1/2 tea-
spoons salt and a few grinds of pepper. Remove
the thyme sprigs and bay leaves. Stir in about
half of the spring onion greens.

Spread the potatoes in a 9-by-13-inch baking
dish. Pour the cream mixture over the top and
gently stir, pressing and submerging the pota-
toes to make an even layer. Cover with foil and
bake until the potatoes are tender and the cream
is bubbling, 45 to 55 minutes.

Uncover the potatoes and sprinkle with the
cheese. Bake until the cheese is golden, 10 to
15 minutes. Let cool 15 minutes. Sprinkle with
the remaining spring onion greens just before
serving.
