We have received questions about how
long we hold stray animals we receive.
We are happy to respond to clear up
some misinformation that may be
circulating.

Under Virginia law, public
shelters, private shelters, and all releasing
agencies (home based rescue groups)
are required to hold stray animals a
certain number of days before that
animal becomes the legal property of the
shelter and may be placed for adoption or
transferred.

3.2-6546 of the Code of Virginia
details the requirements; however, a
summary may be easier to understand.

If a stray animal with no collar,
tag, or evidence of ownership is received,
that animal must be held a minimum
of five days, not including the day it is
received. This gives time for a possible
owner to come forward. We actually hold
them a minimum of seven days before we
consider them our property. For instance,
if a companion animal comes to us on
November 1st as a stray with no evidence
of ownership, we consider November 8th
as the day it becomes our property.

If the stray animal has a
collar, tag, microchip, etc. the Code
of Virginia adds five days to the
holding period, giving an owner 10
days to reclaimit. We extend that
to 12 days. If a companion animal
with evidence of ownership comes
to us on November 1st, we consider
November 12th as the day it becomes
our property.

If the stray is critically ill or
injured, we seek a veterinary opinion
and follow the instructions.

We hope this helps clear
up any confusion. We are happy to
address any further questions.

Memorial Day is a time to both hon-
or individual memories and reflect
on American history.

They
were one of the aids used by civil-
ian observers, part of the Army Air
Forces Ground Observer Corps, who
manned observation posts along the
East Coast, inland to the Appalachian
Mountains, and along the West Coast
of the United States. Reports of air-
craft spotted were sent to the Aircraft

We haven’t seen any spot-
ter cards with insignia or emblems on
the back.

The times that I encountered and
photographed Sinatra, he wrote
the script for everything happening
around him. The night I spent with
Gardner on the set of “Earthquake”
in 1974, she was every inch an iconic
movie star because she truly believed
it until the day she died. Her awe-strik-
ing presence made you believe it, too.

In 2004, DiCaprio played Howard
Hughes in “The Aviator,” but Hughes’
fame was a whole different ball game
than playing Frank Sinatra with all of
his complex facets.

If you’ve seen a trailer online show-
ing Henry Cavill as James Bond (with
an American accent, no less), you're
looking at a fake Al video. Cavill had
no knowledge or input in the video, but
his people believe that his overzealous
fans, who've been campaigning on his
behalf to be cast as 007, took matters
into their own capable hands.

Frankly, Cavill, at 41, is already too
old.

This is followed by 75
minutes of nightclub ambiance in vari-
ous bars en route to the theater that has
been transformed into the actual Kit
Kat Club, where the show begins.

Even though Redmayne won the
prestigious Laurence Olivier Award
(one of seven wins for the show), a
New York Times critic wrote, “This
all seemed like throat-clearing to me.
... The only relevant purpose I can see
for this conceptional doodling, howev-
er well carried out, is to give the fifth
Broadway incarnation of the 1966
show a distinctive profile.”

But the critic for Entertainment
Weekly was totally glowing about the
show, calling it the hottest ticket on
Broadway right now and “‘an unforget-
table, immersive experience that lures
audiences in with visions of sweet,
sweet hedonism before bowling them
over with a harrowing, unflinching
tale.” See it and decide for yourself if
life is a “Cabaret” or a cabernet!

“I have dedicated over 30 years of my life to

a testament to all those who are fighting for others that ‘change gonna come.”
Created in 1974, the NABC] is a professional organization dedicated to
promoting justice, fairness, and effectiveness in the administration of
criminal justice. With a focus on advocating for the rights and interests of
African Americans and other minorities within the criminal justice system,
the NABCJ works to address issues of inequality and discrimination while
advancing the professional development of its members. Its headquarters is in
Durham, N.C.

The award ceremony will take place on July 31, during the Victoria Myers and
Dr. Bennett Cooper Awards Banquet at the Hilton New Orleans Riverside.
This recognition comes as part of the NABC]J's annual conference, themed
"NABC]J: The Struggle Continues - Where Do We Go From Here?"

David, who also serves as a life and recovery coach and motivational speaker
and has been a drug-free Mr. Universe body builder and four-time world
champion powerlifter, joined the City of Danville in June 2018 as the youth
services and gang violence prevention coordinator. Four months later, he
started Project Imagine to create a positive "image"” in the youth’s mind so that
he or she can "imagine" a life without gangs or crime.

The program recently celebrated a significant milestone as its 25th class
graduated, bringing the total number of teenagers completing the program
since its inception to nearly 150.

David and the Project Imagine model have received national recognition. Last
year, David received the Youth Workforce Professional of the Year award from
the National Association of Workforce Development Professionals. In 2022, he
was named to the Engaging Local Government Leaders Top 100 Influencers in
Local Government. In 2020, the National Gang Crime Research Center named
David a winner of the Frederic Milton Thrasher Award. The award recognized
his accomplishments in gang prevention and intervention.

In 2019, Project Imagine received the President’s Award from the Virginia
Municipal League.

David holds master’s degrees in professional counseling and addiction
specialist from Grand Canyon University in Phoenix, and he is a doctoral
candidate in organizational and industrial psychology at the university.

INGREDIENTS

Chicken:

3-4 boneless, skinless chicken breasts (about 2
pounds)

Salt and pepper

1 cup cornstarch

2 large eggs, beaten

Y4 cup canola, vegetable or coconut oil
Sauce:

Y2 to % cup granulated sugar, depending on
how sweet you want the sauce

4 tablespoons ketchup

Y2 cup apple cider vinegar (see note)

1 tablespoon soy sauce

1 teaspoon garlic salt

INSTRUCTIONS

Preheat the oven to 325 degrees E

Cut the chicken breasts into 1-inch or slightly
larger pieces. Season lightly with salt and pep-
per. Place the cornstarch in a gallon-sized zip-
loc bag. Put the chicken into the bag with the

cornstarch and seal, tossing to coat the chicken.

Whisk the eggs together in a shallow pie plate.
Heat the oil in a large skillet over medium
heat until very hot and rippling. Dip the corn-
starch-coated chicken pieces in the egg and
place them carefully in a single layer in the hot
skillet.

Cook for 20-30 seconds on each side until the

crust is golden but the chicken is not all the way
cooked through (this is where it's really import-

ant to have a hot skillet/oil). Place the chicken
pieces in a single layer in a 9X13-inch baking
dish and repeat with the remaining chicken
pieces.

Mix the sauce ingredients together in a medium

bowl and pour over the chicken. Bake for one
hour, turning the chicken once or twice while
cooking to coat evenly with sauce. Serve over
hot, steamed rice.
