Is your evacuation plan up to date?

Creating an evacuation plan is essential
for responding quickly and appropria-
tely when a fire breaks out. Have you
made one? If so, take a few moments
to consult this checklist. If you haven't,
it's high time you did!

*Emergency exits. Identifying all emer-
gency exits — doors or windows that
lead directly outside — is an essential
part of every evacuation plan.

eFire extinguishers and alarms. En-
sure your plan includes the location
of fire extinguishers, smoke alarms
and carbon monoxide detectors.

eEscape routes. Establish two different
escape routes for each room so you
can reach an emergency exit as qui-
ckly as possible.

eMuster point. Determine a place

where everyone should meet after
leaving the building.

The Orange City Fire Department continues to be grateful for the support of the citizens of Orange City. Your contin-
ued support has given us the ability to keep our equipment needs up to date because of the community’s support. We
remain grateful for your support!

2024 has been a busy year with an increase in calls due to the big change in weather patterns. We had crews assist
Rock Valley during their devastating floods along with assisting Hawarden and other Sioux County towns with needed
help. We also continue to work with our close neighbor Alton to combine efforts to keep our community safe through
automatic aid. We continue to anticipate the arrival of our Rosenbauer 101’ King Cobra aerial truck which we will take
possession of after July 1%, 2026.

Membership in the department currently has 29 firefighters on call. Last year we responded to over 130 calls and
trained over 1800 hours as a department to sharpen our skills and be ready for the next call. We strive to have 32-34
full-time firefighters so if you or someone you know is interested in serving the community contact us or visit our web-
site at www.orangecityfire.com, click on the information tab to download an application.
