Area Agency on Aging receives 
$1 million HUD grant

Region IV Area Agency on Aging (AAA) 
will soon offer more support for low income 
older adults and people with disabilities in 
Southwest Michigan, thanks to a grant from 
the U.S. Department of Housing & Urban 
Development (HUD).

The $1 million grant through the Older 
Adult Home Modification Program (OAHMP) 
aims to address critical housing needs within 
underserved communities by providing home 
modification services on the primary residence 
of eligible, low-income senior renters and 
homeowners who are at least 62 years old.

“The program will improve residents’
quality of life by funding essential home 
modifications to reduce seniors’ risk of falling,

improve general safety, increase accessibility,
and to improve their functional abilities in 
their home, thereby promoting independent 
living within the community,” said Area 
Agency on Aging CEO Christine 
Vanlandingham.

Those eligible for the service include 
residents of Berrien, Cass and Van Buren 
counties who meet age and income eligibility
requirements and face mobility challenges or 
other physical limitations that hinder their 
ability to “age in place.”

“The Older Adult Home Modification 
Program utilizes a community-based 
approach to make homes safer, more accessi-
ble, and supportive of the residents’ health 
and independence,” Vanlandingham said. “This 
grant fits perfectly with AAA’s mission: 
Offering Choices for Independent Lives.”

AAA is partnering with the Home 
Modification Occupational Therapy Alliance, a 
national network of occupational therapists 
that specialize in home modification evalua-
tions and design review, for the grant pro-
gram.

AAA will announce a formal referral pro-
cess for eligible residents soon.

Initiative. The aim of the initiative is to provide 
resources to help churches in rural areas and 
small towns enhance the vitality of their minis-
tries and strengthen the leadership of the pas-
tors and lay leaders who guide them.

Andrews University’s project has two 
goals: to strengthen rural and small-town 
pastoral leadership and to create and expand 
resources that address pressing rural and 
small-town challenges. The University will 
carry out these goals in several ways.

First, Andrews will provide mentoring in 
community engagement to rural and small-
town pastors and their congregations. The 
Center for Community Change, established in 
2023 by the Seventh-day Adventist Theological 
Seminary at Andrews University, will work with 
surrounding rural and small-town congrega-
tions to engage their communities with the 
goal of becoming community hubs.

Second, the University will work with 
partner organizations to develop a compre-
hensive range of resources to be used by
these congregations to address the needs of 
their communities (e.g., mental health, drug 
addiction, loneliness and abuse). The develop-
ment of these resources will be coordinated 
by the Center for Community Change and the 
North American Division’s Adventist Learning 

Community (ALC), Adventist Community
Services department, and Ministerial 
Association. The resources will then be made 
widely available through the ALC platform. In 
addition, the Center for Community Change 
will be incorporated into the ALC platform,
integrating the resources developed with the 
mentoring provided by the Center.

Finally, the grant will fund projects on 
campus as well as at other Adventist universi-
ties. Undergraduate theology students at North 
American Adventist institutions such as 
Andrews University, Burman University,
Oakwood University, Southern Adventist 
University and Southwestern Adventist 
University will receive funding to participate in 
rural and small-town placements during their 
programs of study. The grant will also provide 
financial backing for the International Center 
for Trauma Education & Care at Andrews 
University to help rural and small-town con-
gregations address the causes and impact of 
trauma within their wider communities.

Lilly Endowment Inc. is an Indianapolis-
based private philanthropic foundation creat-
ed in 1937 by J.K. Lilly, Sr. and his sons Eli and 
J.K. Jr. through gifts of stock in their pharma-
ceutical business, Eli Lilly and Company.
Although the gifts of stock remain a financial 
bedrock of the Endowment, it is a separate 
entity from the company, with a distinct gov-

Southwest Michigan’s rock station WIRX 
is becoming a regional superstation.

Owner of Mid-West Family Marketing & 
Media made the announcement with the 
launch this week that WIRX will now be 
simulcast on 94.3 FM in South Bend, in addi-
tion to continuing to broadcast at 107.1 FM in 
Southwest Michigan. WIRX also streams live 
via the website and the WIRX The 
Superstation app.

Vice President of Content, Bill Gamble, 
tells us WIRX has been incredibly popular in 
Southwest Michigan, and the team decided to 
expand the station’s reach. He says listeners in 
South Bend will now be able to hear the same 
content their neighbors to the north hear.

“Everything that’s on in Southwest 
Michigan will now be broadcast in South 
Bend. We already know it’s a great radio sta-
tion, now we’re expanding the audience. It’s 
literally going to more than double the cover-
age area. You’ll be able to hear the station 
from Southwest Michigan, through South 
Bend and Elkhart, and into Plymouth.”

Gamble says this is a huge move for WIRX 
and its popular on-air staff. Also, the change 
creates a big opportunity for advertisers.

“It’s making an already great value for 
advertisers even better. Business owners 
know people are mobile and they have a 
choice where to spend their money in our 
market. Now we’re serving up a larger poten-
tial audience to businesses across the region.”

Gamble says the WIRX superstation line-
up will now include The BOB & TOM Show in 
the morning, John Cruz midday, and Brock & 
Kiki - The Plan B Show in the afternoon.

Gamble calls it an exciting time for Mid-
West Family Marketing & Media as it now has 
launched its first regional superstation.

Dear Dave, 
I’m 38, and after looking and waiting for 

years, I think I’ve found a rental property sce-
nario I like. My plan is to take $30,000 out of 
my retirement account, and use it as a down 
payment on a property. My loan payment 
would be $1,400 a month, but I could easily 
rent the place for $1,800 a month. What are 
your thoughts?

Colin
Dear Colin, 

No offense, but I can tell you’ve never 
been a landlord before. Bringing in nearly 
$1,800 a month, while paying out $1,400 
may seem like a nice place to be. But you’ve 
left one very important factor out of your 
equation—risk. Rental properties just sit there 
empty sometimes. And this happens to all 
rental properties. You’ll also have repairs to 
contend with, renters who don’t pay and other 
expenses. See what I’m saying? You won’t be 
able to count on an easy $400 in your pocket 
every month. 

Now, I love real estate. I understand the 
excitement and allure. But what you’re really 
saying is you want to cash out part of your 
retirement, get hit with a penalty and take on 
debt, all to buy an investment property. This is 
not a good plan. 

My advice is to save up, and pay cash for 
one small, decent rental property to see if the 
landlord game is really for you.

 The Safest Place?
Dear Dave,

Where is the best place to keep my 
savings?

Dear Angie,
In my mind, when it comes to savings, the 

idea is to park the money in a safe place—like 
a money market account or basic savings 
account—and keep it separate from the rest of 
your cash, so you don’t accidentally spend it 
on the wrong thing. I’m not really concerned 
with making money in a savings scenario, so 
things like setting money aside for an emer-
gency fund or vacations fall into this category.

Investing, on the other hand, is when 
you’re going to leave the money alone for a 
bare minimum of five to 10 years to grow it. 
Things like college planning and retirement 
fall into this category. In these instances, I 
recommend good, growth-stock mutual funds 
that have stable track records of at least 10 
years.

Area Agency on Aging receives 
$1 million HUD grant

Region IV Area Agency on Aging (AAA) 
will soon offer more support for low income 
older adults and people with disabilities in 
Southwest Michigan, thanks to a grant from 
the U.S. Department of Housing & Urban 
Development (HUD).

The $1 million grant through the Older 
Adult Home Modification Program (OAHMP) 
aims to address critical housing needs within 
underserved communities by providing home 
modification services on the primary residence 
of eligible, low-income senior renters and 
homeowners who are at least 62 years old.

“The program will improve residents’ 
quality of life by funding essential home 
modifications to reduce seniors’ risk of falling, 

improve general safety, increase accessibility, 
and to improve their functional abilities in 
their home, thereby promoting independent 
living within the community,” said Area 
Agency on Aging CEO Christine 
Vanlandingham.

Those eligible for the service include 
residents of Berrien, Cass and Van Buren 
counties who meet age and income eligibility 
requirements and face mobility challenges or 
other physical limitations that hinder their 
ability to “age in place.”

“The Older Adult Home Modification 
Program utilizes a community-based 
approach to make homes safer, more accessi-
ble, and supportive of the residents’ health 
and independence,” Vanlandingham said. “This 
grant fits perfectly with AAA’s mission: 
Offering Choices for Independent Lives.”

AAA is partnering with the Home 
Modification Occupational Therapy Alliance, a 
national network of occupational therapists 
that specialize in home modification evalua-
tions and design review, for the grant pro-
gram.

AAA will announce a formal referral pro-
cess for eligible residents soon.

Initiative. The aim of the initiative is to provide 
resources to help churches in rural areas and 
small towns enhance the vitality of their minis-
tries and strengthen the leadership of the pas-
tors and lay leaders who guide them.

Andrews University’s project has two 
goals: to strengthen rural and small-town 
pastoral leadership and to create and expand 
resources that address pressing rural and 
small-town challenges. The University will 
carry out these goals in several ways.

First, Andrews will provide mentoring in 
community engagement to rural and small-
town pastors and their congregations. The 
Center for Community Change, established in 
2023 by the Seventh-day Adventist Theological 
Seminary at Andrews University, will work with 
surrounding rural and small-town congrega-
tions to engage their communities with the 
goal of becoming community hubs.

Second, the University will work with 
partner organizations to develop a compre-
hensive range of resources to be used by 
these congregations to address the needs of 
their communities (e.g., mental health, drug 
addiction, loneliness and abuse). The develop-
ment of these resources will be coordinated 
by the Center for Community Change and the 
North American Division’s Adventist Learning 

Community (ALC), Adventist Community 
Services department, and Ministerial 
Association. The resources will then be made 
widely available through the ALC platform. In 
addition, the Center for Community Change 
will be incorporated into the ALC platform, 
integrating the resources developed with the 
mentoring provided by the Center.

Finally, the grant will fund projects on 
campus as well as at other Adventist universi-
ties. Undergraduate theology students at North 
American Adventist institutions such as 
Andrews University, Burman University, 
Oakwood University, Southern Adventist 
University and Southwestern Adventist 
University will receive funding to participate in 
rural and small-town placements during their 
programs of study.
