Occasionally, people get offended

when they are releasing an animal
to us and we ask the question,
“Has this animal ever bitten?” We

ask the question not because we
are discriminating against specific
breeds of dogs, but it is required

of us to ask.

The Virginia Alliance for

Animal Shelters and the Virginia
Animal Control Association
worked together on a bill during

the 2018 General Assembly
session that passed both the
House of Delegates and the
Senate unanimously. SB 571
requires all releasing agencies
(public shelters, private shelters,
home-based rescues, etc.),
animal control officers, law-
enforcement officers, and
humane investigators to ask

and document if it is known

that the dog or cat has bitten

a person or other animal. The
circumstances and date of the
bite also need to be documented.
Then, when dog or cat is adopted,
returned to the rightful owner, or
transferred to another agency,
the documented information
must be disclosed. The violation
of such requirements is a Class 3
misdemeanor. The bill became

law on July 1st, 2018.

Sharon Adames, chair of
the Virginia Alliance for Animal
Shelters, said in testimony in
the General Assembly, “While
all shelters and rescues want to
adopt all of the wonderful animals
coming into our care, we also
share the additional responsibility

to do so with attention to the
best interests of the community

Several years ago, our
records on a certain dog were
subpoenaed during a civil
lawsuit because a person was
bitten by a dog they believed
had been adopted from us.
What kept us from being sued
was that the dog had not
been adopted by us, but had
been picked up as a stray and
returned to the owner. We have
a policy that we do not adopt
out animals that we believe are
aggressive.

We have also received
dogs that have been adopted
from other shelters, sometimes
more than once, and have been

returned because the dog has

bitten the adopter.

We believe that the
ease with which the bill worked
its way through the legislative
branch of the Commonwealth
government sends a message
that organizations that deal with
animals have a responsibility to
help protect public safety.

H1p and Leg Pain Persist
Ever Since an Active
Trip to France

DEAR DR. ROACH: In 2022, 1
took a trip to France to visit friends
and sightsee. My hip/leg pain start-
ed after I spent my days walking
around and climbing stairs in Paris.
(I walked 16 miles one day!) I rest-
ed during the evening and took ibu-
profen before going to bed. I did not
stop my activities because this was a
special trip.

Later during my vacation, I hiked
trails in the Alps. There are stairs
everywhere in France with very lit-
tle adjustments for those who have
mobility issues. It was very debilitat-
ing. When I came home, my doctor
ordered an X-ray, then diagnosed
me with hip bursitis on both sides.

I was in physical therapy for many
weeks. Every now and then, if I
pursue activities like hiking or long
walks, I can feel some pain. I don’t
like limiting my activities because I
am relatively healthy.

Now I am 60 years old and return-
ing to France. What can I do to
prevent this pain from happening
again without restricting my activ-
ities? Or what can I do to alleviate
the pain if it occurs? I don’t want to
become sedentary. — J.M.C.

ANSWER: Greater trochanteric pain
syndrome is still mostly called “tro-
chanteric bursitis,” despite the fact that
the hip bursa really isn’t inflamed. But
this condition does sound like your diag-
nosis. It is caused by the overuse of the
muscles and tendons in the hip, partic-
ularly those of the gluteus medius and
minimus muscles.

Stair and hill-climbing are the activi-
ties that are most likely to cause a recur-
rence of your symptoms. However, you
may be able to prevent symptoms from

recurring. The muscles you want to
strengthen are your hip abductors (those
that move your leg away from the mid-
line of your body).

By strengthening these muscles, the
abnormal forces on your gluteal mus-
cles and tendons can be avoided. Your
physical therapist can show you how
to do this, either with a spring-resisted
sliding platform or an elastic resistance
band. This should prevent the recurrence
of GTPS.

DEAR DR. ROACH: My 84-year-
old husband takes 10 mg of ami-
triptyline at bedtime and 100 mg
of sertraline in the morning. I'm
concerned about these drugs. Alz-
heimer’s runs in his family, and he’s
beginning to have issues with his
memory.

Are amitriptyline or sertraline
used for other health issues? I don’t
understand why he’s on antidepres-
sants, and I am concerned about
his mental health. What are your
thoughts on these? — C.W.

ANSWER: Amitripylene can be taken
as an antidepressant, but your husband is
not taking it as one. The antidepressant
dose of amitriptyline is usually 300-600
mg. A 10-mg dose is most commonly
used for chronic pain, although there are
other uses.

Sertraline (Zoloft) is commonly used
for depression, and 100 mg is the typical
dose. But it can also be used for anxiety,
obsessive-compulsive disorder, panic
disorder, post-traumatic stress disorder,
and other reasons.

The memory issue is complex. It is
possible for medicines like sertraline
and amitriptyline to bring on memory
issues, which sounds like a major (and
reasonable) concern for you. However,
depression can cause symptoms that
look exactly like early dementia. It’s
possible that his doctor is treating under-
lying depression, and this treatment may
help, rather than hurt, his mental health.

As you see, the situation is potentially
complex. If it’s OK with your husband,
you might go with him to visit the doctor
who is prescribing these medications.

Add
a half quart of motor oil and stir. Then use the
sand to clean and store your garden tools like
shovels, rakes or hoes. The sand/oil mixture
helps clean the metal surfaces, and the heavi-
ness of the container lets you stick them in the

Hawaiian Chicken and
Veggie Teriyaki Bowl

.- Pk
INGREDIENTS
Chicken + Marinade:

1%2 to 2 pounds boneless, skinless chicken breasts,
tenders or thighs

1cup low-sodium soy sauce

1cup pineapple juice

12 cup lightly packed light brown sugar

1/3 cup unseasoned rice vinegar

1tablespoon finely grated ginger (see note)
1tablespoon finely minced fresh garlic (see note)
Veggies + Rice:

1small pineapple, peeled and cut into wedges or
thick spears

2 to 3 medium zucchini, cutinto spears

2 medium bell peppers, any color, cored and cut
into thick strips

3 cups hot, cooked rice (see note)

Other: diced avocados, fresh or pickled onions,
toasted sesame seeds, fresh lime wedges, extra
teriyaki sauce.

INSTRUCTIONS

Place the chickenin a shallow dish. Combine all
the marinade ingredients and whisk until the sugar
is mostly dissolved. Pour half of the marinade into a
container to use later; cover and refrigerate. Pour
the remaining marinade over the chicken. Toss to
coat evenly. Cover and refrigerate for at least an
hour or up to 24 hours.

Preheat an outdoor grill, indoor grill pan, air fryer,
or oven broiler to medium or medium-high heat. |
use a pellet grill and preheat to 375 degreesF.
Cook the chicken until cooked through, flipping
once and brushing with reserved marinade the last
1-2 minutes of cooking (discard the marinade used
for the chicken). Exact cooking times will vary
based on the thickness/type of chicken used; aniin-
stant-read thermometer should read 165 degrees
F when inserted at the thickest part of the chicken.
Remove the chicken, tent with foil, and let rest for
10 minutes while cooking the veggies.

Add the pineapple, zucchini, and bell peppers to
the grill (can also use a grill pan or any of the afore-
mentioned cooking methods in step #2). Brush
with reserved marinade. Cook for 2-3 minutes,
flip, brush with marinade, and continue cooking
until crisp-tender, another 3-5 minutes. Remove
toapan.

If desired, pour the remaining marinade (that

was used for brushing the chicken, pineapple and
veggies) into a small saucepan and simmer for a
couple of minutes until reduced slightly.

To serve, slice the chicken into strips. Chop the
pineapple, bell peppers and zucchin into bite-size
pieces.

Add ascoop of rice to a serving plate or bowl
followed by chicken slices, pineapple, bell peppers,
zucchini, and any other add-ins like diced avoca-
dos, red onionsslices, fresh lime wedges.

Drizzle with remaining teriyaki marinade/sauce
and toasted sesame seeds, if desired. Serve imme-
diately.
