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that the way that the grants are terminated 
isn’t legal, so we’re following those kind of 
national movements to see if it fits us or not.”

Hamilton says the planning commission 
is also exploring other ways to secure funds 
for Bobo Brazil. She notes the city has already
been awarded $1.5 million in state grants for 
improvements at the center, so some work
will still be done there. However, Hamilton 
says it’s a shame the roughly $3 million Bobo 
Brazil was going to get via the EPA grant is 
now gone.

Hamilton tells us the Southwest 
Michigan Planning Commission had an 
inkling the big EPA grant might be rescinded,
so it was careful not to spend any money it 
didn’t already have in place as it prepared to 
implement the funding. Now that it’s gone,
she says some beneficial projects won’t be 
happening in the city, at least for now.

Open house on Main Street 
project in downtown St. Joseph 

next week
The Michigan Department of 

Transportation is planning an open house for 
next week to tell everyone about the latest 
plans for the reconstruction of Main Street in 
downtown St. Joseph.

MDOT’s Nick Schirripa tells us the plan is 
to rebuild Main Street, or M-63, in 2027. This 
will be a once in a generation kind of project.

“We are rebuilding a segment of 
M-63/I-94 Business Loop in St. Joe,” Schirripa 
said. “We are essentially changing Port Street 
and Ship Street to, we think two way streets,
instead of two one way streets, and then 
rebuilding M-63 between the Blossomland 
Bridge and Central Avenue.”

Schirripa says the project will mean traf-
fic changes and new routes for pedestrians 
once all is finished.

As MDOT planned the work, it held mul-
tiple public meetings to find out what resi-
dents want. Some of those ideas have now
been incorporated into the plan, and that’s 
what will be presented next week.

“We haven’t finished the plan by any
stretch, but it’s now further developed 

because of that input. So, we want to roll out 
that updated concept to folks.”

Schirripa says MDOT engineering staff 
and consultants will be on hand for the open 
house to answer questions and take sugges-
tions. The open house will be at St. Joseph 
City Hall next Tuesday, April 8 from 4:30 to 
6:30 p.m.

What’s next after cancellation of 
$20M grant for Benton Harbor?

Now that a $20 million EPA grant for 
community resiliency projects around Benton 
Harbor has been canceled by the Trump 
administration, what’s next?

The Southwest Michigan Planning 
Commission’s Marcy Hamilton tells us alter-
natives will be sought for some of the things 
that were in motion as a result of the grant.
Among other things, it would have been used 
for clean energy, workforce development, and 
the restoration of the Bobo Brazil Community
Center.

Hamilton says there is an appeals pro-
cess when federal grants are canceled.

“So, looking into that, and then there are 
groups that are working nationwide with dif-
ferent grantees and looking at potential legal 
actions,” Hamilton said. “There’s a lot of claims 

Whirlpool Corp. has announced it is let-
ting go of an estimated 650 workers from its 
manufacturing facility in Amana, Iowa, effec-
tive June 1.

In response to media inquiries after the 
company filed a WARN notice in the state of 
Iowa, Whirlpool Corp. executives blamed the 
layoffs on reduced consumer demand, primar-
ily refrigeration units. 

“Whirlpool Corporation has made neces-
sary adjustments to production at its Amana 
operations to align with current market con-
ditions driven by consumer demand. This has 
resulted in the announcement of a workforce 
reduction of approximately 650 employees 
within specific production teams at the facili-
ty. We are committed to supporting affected 
employees through this transition by provid-
ing access to onsite HR support and a dedi-
cated employee support line, an employee 
assistance program, and guidance on unem-
ployment benefits through Iowa Workforce 
Development.”

The Amana operation is reportedly 
Whirlpool Corporation’s only unionized manu-
facturing facility in the United States.

Now that a $20 million EPA grant for 
community resiliency projects around Benton 
Harbor has been canceled by the Trump 
administration, what’s next?

The Southwest Michigan Planning 
Commission’s Marcy Hamilton tells us alter-
natives will be sought for some of the things 
that were in motion as a result of the grant. 
Among other things, it would have been used 
for clean energy, workforce development, and 
the restoration of the Bobo Brazil Community 
Center.

Hamilton says there is an appeals pro-
cess when federal grants are canceled.

“So, looking into that, and then there are 
groups that are working nationwide with dif-
ferent grantees and looking at potential legal 
actions,” Hamilton said. “There’s a lot of claims

“Whirlpool Corporation has made neces-
sary adjustments to production at its Amana 
operations to align with current market con-
ditions driven by consumer demand. This has 
resulted in the announcement of a workforce 
reduction of approximately 650 employees 
within specific production teams at the facili-
ty. We are committed to supporting affected 
employees through this transition by provid-
ing access to onsite HR support and a dedi-
cated employee support line, an employee 
assistance program, and guidance on unem-
ployment benefits through Iowa Workforce 
Development.”

The layoffs affect nearly one-third of the 
company’s workforce of 2,000 employees in 
Amana. In February, Whirlpool Corporation 
confirmed job cuts in their HR, Finance, 
Procurement, and IT groups in Benton Harbor.

The Amana operation is reportedly 
Whirlpool Corporation’s only unionized manu-
facturing facility in the United States.

In their most recent earnings statement 
in late January, CEO Marc Bitzer said the com-
pany continues to make progress in their 
operations and delivered on their 2024 cost 
take out commitment of $300 million.

“In 2025, we expect to deliver more than 
$200 million of cost take out and position 
our business for the eventual U.S. housing 
recovery,” said Bitzer.

that the way that the grants are terminated 
isn’t legal, so we’re following those kind of 
national movements to see if it fits us or not.”

Hamilton says the planning commission 
is also exploring other ways to secure funds 
for Bobo Brazil.

Hamilton tells us the Southwest 
Michigan Planning Commission had an 
inkling the big EPA grant might be rescinded, 
so it was careful not to spend any money it 
didn’t already have in place as it prepared to 
implement the funding. Now that it’s gone, 
she says some beneficial projects won’t be 
happening in the city, at least for now.
