BJ Mayo of Miles worked in the oil patch
48 years.

“I worked in seven states and spent some
time overseas,” he says. “I was in Bangla-
desh then Australia and West Africa where |
retired from a major company and started

Wl consulting from there.”
Tumbleweed Smith When he was working in the Permian Basin
and South Plains, he drove up to 400 miles a day working
on oil wells.

“A lot of that was self-imposed. 1 did it because I didn’t
want to live in a man camp like I have done before. I didn’t
care for that too much. I just chose to drive home every day
so I could sleep in my own bed at night.”

Twenty years ago, he bought a farm near Miles. He lies
there now with his wife Diane. The last couple of decades
he has worked in the oil fields, farmed and ranched.

“I spent most of my days and evenings in the oil patch, then
tried to plow and plant at night. It’s not very conducive to
good farming.”

He is busy in retirement raising cows, sheep, goats, hay
and winter wheat. He does an excellent goat call and seems
to be able to carry on conversations with cows. Some of his
goats get into unusual situations.

“One had a five-gallon bucket stuck on its head. The
handle was under his chin and he was running around blind-
ly, hitting the fence. We had to chase it down and hold its
legs still until we could get it off while it was squealing and
carrying on. Sometimes they get in trees and we have to get
them down.”

BJ has a Sunday afternoon ritual after church and a visit
to Dairy Queen. He writes books. Two have been published
by major publishing houses. His first one, ALFIE CARTER
is about some experiences in Africa and involves a young
girl escaping a difficult environment. Another is SPAR-
ROWS OF MONTE NEGRO about pioneer life along the
Texas-Mexico border.

“I’m working on several more but currently I’'m about
halfway finished with one called TWO STEP. I’ve got 26
books structured. I’ve just finished building a writing studio
usingl100 year old barnwood.”

BJ is extremely multi-talented. He sang with a gospel

quartet 19 years and has played guitar with a group in Ar-
kansas.
“It was Jimmy Driftwood’s Music Barn. He’s the guy who
wrote TENNESSEE STUD. We just dropped in this place
one night and I was invited to come on stage. I’ve played
with them twice now. They’re true mountain musicians.”

He is an accomplished banjo player. He just bought a
brand new one that weighs 15pounds. It’s on a strap when
he plays.
