Dear Tony,

I'vebeentoldI should “step up and be aleader.” But honestly,
leadership feels overwhelming. What does it really take to lead?

That’s a powerful question—and one I’ve wrestled with
myself. Too often, we confuse leadership with a title, a corner
office, or a nameplate on the door. But the truth is, leadership
has little to do with position. It has everything to do with action.

Real leadership begins long before anyone else is watching.
It begins with how you lead yourself.

I learned this lesson the hard way in my early career. I was
eager to move up, make decisions, and have influence. But
I quickly discovered that if I couldn’t manage my own time,
handle stress with grace, or admit when I was wrong, I wasn’t
ready to lead others. Self-leadership is the training ground for
every other kind of leadership.

And it’s not easy.

Leaders face criticism. Sometimes fair, sometimes not. You
can’t please everyone, and you shouldn’t try. You’ll face ambi-
guity. The answers aren’t always clear, and waiting for perfect
information usually means you’re already late. Decision-making
becomes part art, part courage. Innovation demands risk—often
with no guarantee of success. These challenges aren’texceptions;
they are the very fabric of leadership.

Buthere’s the paradox: it’s in those challenges that leadership
becomes most meaningful.

* The coach who steadies a team after a heartbreaking loss.

* The neighbor who organizes a food drive when the pantry
shelves run bare.

* The frontline worker who offers ideas to make things safer,
faster, or better —and speaks up even when it’s risky.

None of these people waited for a title. They simply acted.

Humans need leaders—not perfect ones, butreal ones. Leaders
who listen. Leaders who collaborate. Leaders who see more in
others than those people see in themselves. We need leaders in
our communities, in our companies, and in our homes. And we
need leaders who can talk to each other across differences, lift
one another up, and remind us that progress is never a solo act.

So, if you’re asking what it takes to lead, I’d say start small.
Lead yourself first:

* Keep your promises, especially the ones youmake to yourself.

» Take responsibility when things go wrong.

e Stay curious when the path isn’t clear.

* Practice gratitude when criticism comes.

And remember: you don’t have to change the world over-
night. Sometimes leadership is simply showing up, again and
again, in ways that matter. Sometimes it’s asking a hard question
in a meeting. Sometimes its approaching someone in private.
Sometimes it’s offering encouragement to someone who thinks
they’ve failed. Sometimes it’s quietly making a decision others
are afraid to make.

Leadership isn’t glamorous. It’s not always comfortable. But
it is desperately needed. And the truth is, you may already be
someone’s leader without even knowing it.

So to the person who asked: don’t be afraid of leadership.
Embrace the challenge fully understanding that it’s a hot kitchen
to operate in. But if you lead with humility and courage, you
won’t just shape outcomes. You’ll shape people. And that’s the
kind of legacy worth leaving.

View From The Bench

This Country Needs Jesus and Sports

It sure seems like portions of our country have definitely lost
their way, especially on extreme fringes. This has been sadly
showcased recently with the assassination this summer in the
Minneapolis area of Minnesota House Democratic caucus leader
Melissa Hortman and her husband Mark; earlier that morning
Democrat senator John Hoffman and his wife, Yvette, were also
shot in their house by the same shooter but fortunately survived.

These tragedies don’t define a country, how you respond to
them does, and sadly how the fringes of both political parties
have responded has been despicable. Instead of trying to come
together for a solution to why these senseless acts of violence
continue to happen, we just want to point fingers at the other
political party and blame them. With the Charlie Kirk shooting,
the far left sadly did a victory lap when it was found out the
shooter came from a conservative Mormon family who had guns
in the house; later the far right did a victory lap when it was
discovered the shooter held liberal beliefs and was romantically
involved with a male who is transitioning to become a female.
I ask the question, what does it matter? All that matters is that
Charlie Kirk’s wife and two children have to bury their husband
and father this week. The same finger pointing happened in the
Church shooting in Minneapolis, and I asked then, what does it
matter? All that mattered was that those parents in Minneapolis
had to bury their children several weeks ago, something a parent
should never have to do, and those kids who survived have to
live with that trauma the rest of their lives. The same goes with
the shooters of the aforementioned tragedies, it doesn’t matter
their political beliefs, there are no damn winners in this when
the end result is innocent people are dying.

Use social media for good, follow people who are positive and
bring good energy, and try to limit your screen time. If you are
a parent, be sure to limit your child’s screen time, and if they
are gaming, be sure you know what they are playing and who
they are playing with. I’ve gotten a little long-winded with this
article, but felt like a lot of this needed to be written and hope-
fully heard. While I am so far from perfect, and so far from
being Christ-like, I know that trying each day to live that way,
while I may fail, will at least make those around me better; and
if we all do that, slowly but surely, this country will change, one
community at a time!

Letter:

It is disheartening to learn of summer spikes in bacteria at
2/3’s of Iowa’s state beaches. Iowa is falling far short of manag-
ing our nutrient load including nitrite and phosphate runoff from
our land and into our waterways. Not to mention, the eroding
loss of our topsoil. [owa’s economic engine and the black gold
among our natural resources.

Iowa’s first in the nation per capita cancer mortality rate (and
rising cancer trends) coupled with communities across the State
having drinking water perpetually at risk are bad for business
and a detriment to recruiting the skilled workforce Iowa needs
to be competitive in the world marketplace.

The rhetoric and lack of urgency to address Iowa’s water
quality remains unchanged since the 1990s. Touting volunteer
efforts and collaboration with farmers, landowners and partners
conjure up the appearance that we are addressing water quality
concerns with vigor. Yet, the water quality crisis continues with
lackluster outcomes.

Every Iowan, on or off the farm, has a hand in the water
quality problem and a role in the solution. That said, fertilizer,
manure and agriculture contamination remain the biggest threats
as noted by Sarah Howe of the lowa Environmental Council.

Speaking as a farmer and landowner and without pointing
fingers or playing the blame game, there are simple strategic
adjustments that we can implement with our agriculture which
will make a material improvement to our water and soil quality.

Cover crops, no-till, prairie strips, buffer strips along our wa-
terways, precision agriculture,converting marginal-unprofitable
crop acres to grass and grazing, restoring wetlands all lend to
improving water and soil quality. Moreover, there is government
funding to support these stewardship practices.

In short, a key component of Iowa’s water quality fix is a
simple statewide adjustment to our farming practices. We can
no longer kick the can down the road...or float it downstream.

As Ben Franklin once noted, “when the well is dry, we know
the worth of water.” The same could be said if the well were
poisoned.

It can cost you money not to review your Medicare Part D
drug coverage annually. In one hour a Senior Health Insurance
Information Program (SHIIP) counselor can complete a review
and let you know if you can save money and make sure you
have access to the medications you need.

SHIIP counselors Robert Emgarten, Dr. Brian Ford, Donna
Gray, Barry Orness, and Betsy Tonsfeldt are available to help
anyone newly eligible for Medicare or already on Medicare:

Check current Part D or Medicare Advantage plans to make
sure medications are covered at the lowest cost and with the
least amount of restrictions

- Review employer drug coverage and compare to other
Medicare options

- Check eligibility for Part D Extra Help

- Understand options if currently not enrolled in a drug plan

This is a great opportunity for people on Medicare to review
and choose what coverage they want for 2026. Every year
Medicare Part D and Medicare Advantage plans can change
their premiums, deductibles, co-payments, benefits, and the
drugs they cover. To avoid costly surprises on January 1, a free,
confidential counseling appointment with a SHIIP volunteer may
be beneficial. Appointments are being held at Lakes Regional
Healthcare. Those with SHIIP appointments are encouraged to
enter the hospital through Door A, which is the main door on
the west side of the hospital off Highway 71.

Although counseling services are available year-round, the
open enrollment period for Part D drug coverage and Medicare
Advantage plans runs from October 15 through December 7.
