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Place chicken breasts between 2 sheets of 
heavy plastic on a solid, level surface. Firmly 
pound chicken breasts with the smooth side of 
a meat mallet to a 1/2-inch thickness.

Season both sides of chicken breasts with 
cayenne, salt, and black pepper; dredge lightly 
in flour and shake off any excess.

Heat olive oil in a skillet over medium-high heat. 
Place chicken in the pan, reduce heat to medium, 
and cook until browned and cooked through, 
about 5 minutes per side; transfer to a plate.

Cook capers in reserved oil, smashing them 
lightly to release brine, until warmed through, 
about 30 seconds. Pour white wine into the 
skillet and bring to a boil while scraping the 
browned bits of food off the bottom of the pan 
with a wooden spoon. Cook until reduced by 
half, about 2 minutes.

Stir lemon juice, water, and butter into the 
reduced wine mixture; cook and stir 
continuously to form a thick sauce, about 2 
minutes. Reduce heat to low and stir parsley 
through the sauce.

Return chicken breasts to the pan and cook 
until heated through, 1 to 2 minutes. Serve with 
sauce spooned over the top.

BRONX SPECIAL WASTE DROP-OFF  
We received inquiries about an e-waste 
event. Those events do not occur until 
October. However, the City of New York 
Department of Sanitation administers a 
“Special Waste Drop-Off” every Saturday 
and every fourth Friday of the month at 
Hunts Point Avenue and Farragut Street 
from 10 A.M. to 5 P.M. It is open only to 
residents and not to commercial entities. At 
this location, you may dispose of batteries, 
motor oil, light bulbs, latex paint, car tires 
and electronics. 
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
