
sionally, with some already ranked among the 
top collegiate golfers in the country. “It’s 
incredible to see that talent level,” Flaherty
said.

version at a time of year when the golf 
course can accommodate these top programs.”

In addition to the main championship 
rounds, the tournament offers a unique prac-
tice and fundraising opportunity on Saturday.
Players will participate in a practice round in 
the morning, followed by a special event in 
which one player from each team partners 
with three sponsors or club members. The 
event helps raise funds for the Point O’ Woods 
Foundation, which awards scholarships to 
employees and supports local educational 
initiatives.

“Our foundation awards scholarships for 
employees pursuing higher education,”
Flaherty said. “About a month ago, we award-
ed 15 scholarships for the upcoming school 
year. The net profits from this tournament go 
directly to the foundation, which is really
what this is all about—helping young people 
further their education and invest in their 
future.”

The Point O’ Woods Foundation is not 
limited to traditional caddie scholarships like 
the Evans Scholars program associated with 
the Western Golf Association. Instead, scholar-
ships are available to employees across the 
club, including those working in dining, main-
tenance, and other service roles. Flaherty
emphasized the importance of giving back to 
those who work hard to support the club’s 
operations.

“Whether someone is raking bunkers,
serving in the dining room, or working in the 
kitchen, we want to help them continue their 
education,” he said. “It’s about giving these 
kids a future. We’re very fortunate to be in a 
position to help.”

Flaherty also highlighted support from 
community and national sponsors and Point 
O’ Woods members who help fund the tourna-
ment and foundation.

“We could not host an event of this cali-
ber without our sponsors,” Flaherty said.
“Their support is crucial not only to the tour-
nament’s success but to the scholarships and 
opportunities we can provide through our 
foundation.”

The tournament format ensures a com-
petitive balance while keeping the event 
manageable for the club and its membership.
Each team’s five players will rotate through 
groups, and scoring will reflect the best four 
of five players for each round.

“A team might 
have the best individual player, but it’s the 
consistency across all five players that often 
determines the winner.”

While the focus is on competition,
Flaherty said the tournament is also an 
opportunity to engage the community and 
showcase the region’s hospitality. “We’re excit-
ed for local golf fans, families, and visitors to 
see these top athletes in action,” he said. “It’s 
a great way to bring the community together 
around a shared love of golf while supporting 
a good cause.”

Flaherty himself has a long history in 
golf management and development, which 
has contributed to the tournament’s growth 
and success. Under his leadership, Point O’
Woods has strengthened ties with collegiate 
programs and national sponsors, creating a 
model for combining elite competition with 
community impact.

“Hosting an event like this requires col-
laboration across many layers—from staff to 
sponsors to our members,” he said. “It’s a team 
effort, just like golf.

The Point O’ Woods Golf and Country 
Club will welcome some of the nation’s top 
collegiate golfers this weekend for the Jim 
DeLapa Collegiate, a premier men’s Division I 
college golf championship. The tournament, 
set for September 27–29, will feature 13 pro-
grams from across the United States compet-
ing for both team and individual honors.

Matt Flaherty, general manager at Point 
O’ Woods, said the tournament is designed to 
attract elite programs while providing a com-
petitive and fair environment for student-ath-
letes. “Our goal is to bring in the best men’s 
Division I programs in the country,” Flaherty 
said. “They’ll play 54 holes—36 on Sunday 
and 18 on Monday—with both team and indi-
vidual championships awarded at the conclu-
sion.”

Each team consists of five players, with 
the top four scores counting toward the team 
total for each 18-hole round. Flaherty empha-
sized that the depth of a team often deter-
mines success: while the top one or two play-
ers may carry strong scores, it’s the contribu-
tions of the third, fourth, and fifth players that 
often separate the leaders from the middle of 
the pack. “These are top 30 programs,” 
Flaherty explained. “Their depth is remark-
able. A third or fourth player could be on tour 
in a few years without it being a surprise.”

The 13 teams competing this year repre-
sent some of the strongest programs in colle-
giate golf, and Flaherty said the number 
could expand to 15 in the coming years. “We 
hope to grow the field over the next two 
years,” he said. “This is a great opportunity for 
these athletes to compete in a highly com-
petitive environment, while our members and 
the community enjoy watching elite golf.”

The Jim DeLapa Collegiate follows the 
tradition of historic tournaments like the 
Western Amateur, which has a storied legacy 
at Point O’ Woods. 

“The Western Amateur was one of the 
most prestigious amateur events in the coun-
try,” Flaherty said. “Many players who compet-
ed here went on to professional careers. Our 
tournament is a smaller, more manageable

In the world of home heating and cooling, 
few promotions sound as enticing as “Buy an 
air conditioner, get a free furnace.” Advertised 
heavily during off-seasons, this deal promis-
es significant savings for homeowners facing 
aging HVAC systems. With energy costs rising 
and extreme weather becoming more common, 
replacing both units at once seems practical. But 
beneath the surface, this popular offer is often 
not the bargain it appears to be, leaving many 
consumers paying more in the long run.

The promotion typically works like this: 
When you purchase a qualifying air conditioning 
(AC) unit—often one of the pricier, high-efficien-
cy models—the company throws in a furnace 
at no extra charge for the unit itself. This has 
been a staple in the HVAC industry for decades, 
particularly in regions like ours where winters 
drive heating needs. Companies use it to boost 
sales during slow periods, such as early spring or 
late fall, when demand dips and installers need 
work. On paper, it can shave hundreds or even 
thousands off your bill, making it appealing for 
budget-conscious families.

However, experts and consumer experi-
ences reveal that the “free” furnace is rarely 
truly free. Instead, the cost is cleverly bundled 
elsewhere. For starters, the AC unit required to 
qualify is usually marked up significantly com-
pared to standalone purchases. HVAC companies 
offset the furnace’s price by inflating the AC’s 
cost, sometimes by 20-30% or more. This means 
you’re essentially paying for the furnace through 
the overpriced AC, without realizing it. Installa-

tion fees are another common hidden expense. 
While the furnace itself might be gratis, labor, 
permits, and “installation kits” can add up to 
thousands, far exceeding standard rates. Home-
owners have reported that a “free furnace” deal 
still tacked on hefty setup charges, turning what 
seemed like a steal into a modest 10% overall 
discount.

Quality is another red flag. The compli-
mentary furnace is often a basic, entry-level 
model with lower efficiency ratings, shorter war-
ranties, and a higher likelihood of breakdowns. 
These units might save money upfront but lead 
to elevated energy bills and repair costs down 
the line. For instance, a standard 80% efficient 
furnace could be included, but upgrading to a 
95% model—better suited for most homes—
requires extra payment, pushing you toward 
upsells. Sales tactics exacerbate the issue: 
High-pressure pitches create urgency, claiming 
the deal expires soon or inventory is limited, 
even when that’s not true. Bait-and-switch 
methods are common, where the promotion 
is dangled briefly before steering you to more 
expensive packages.

So, what should homeowners do? First, 
shop around and obtain multiple quotes, ensur-
ing comparisons are apples-to-apples—same 
brands, models, and efficiencies. Ask for specifics 
on what you are being quoted. Ask about all 
potential fees upfront, including installation and 
any mandatory add-ons like service plans. Ask if 
the quote is the total price or if thighs will be 
added at the end of the job. Check for rebates 
from utilities, which can provide real savings 
without gimmicks. Consider the long-term value: 
Investing in quality, matched systems might cost 
more initially but pay off through lower utility 
bills and fewer repairs.

Ultimately, while the “free furnace” promo-
tion isn’t always a scam, it’s designed to lure you 
in with illusions of savings. By understanding the 
fine print, homeowners can avoid overpaying and 
make informed decisions that truly benefit their 
wallets and comfort. Just remember, if it sounds 
too good to be true, it probably is.

sionally, with some already ranked among the 
top collegiate golfers in the country. “It’s 
incredible to see that talent level,” Flaherty 
said.

version at a time of year when the golf 
course can accommodate these top programs.”

Flaherty himself has a long history in 
golf management and development, which 
has contributed to the tournament’s growth 
and success. Under his leadership, Point O’ 
Woods has strengthened ties with collegiate 
programs and national sponsors, creating a 
model for combining elite competition with 
community impact.

“Hosting an event like this requires col-
laboration across many layers—from staff to 
sponsors to our members,” he said.

Matt Flaherty, general manager at Point 
O’ Woods, said the tournament is designed to 
attract elite programs while providing a com-
petitive and fair environment for student-ath-
letes. “Our goal is to bring in the best men’s 
Division I programs in the country,” Flaherty 
said. “They’ll play 54 holes—36 on Sunday 
and 18 on Monday—with both team and indi-
vidual championships awarded at the conclu-
sion.”

sionally, with some already ranked among the 
top collegiate golfers in the country. “It’s 
incredible to see that talent level,” Flaherty 
said. “For some, this event is a stepping stone 
to a career in professional golf.”

In addition to the competition, Saturday’s 
sponsor-player event provides a unique 
opportunity for interaction between colle-
giate athletes and local supporters. “It’s a fun 
way for our sponsors and members to engage 
with the players,” Flaherty said. “It adds a 
layer of excitement and helps raise additional 
funds for our foundation.”

With 13 college programs competing this 
year, including teams from across the nation, 
the tournament promises high-level competi-
tion. Flaherty anticipates close scores and 
impressive individual performances. “These 
are the best of the best in men’s collegiate 
golf,” he said. “We expect tight competition, 
but also sportsmanship and camaraderie 
among the athletes.”

“Whether you’re a fan of the sport, a sup-
porter of education, or just enjoy seeing tal-
ented athletes perform at a high level, this 
tournament has something for everyone,” 
Flaherty said. “We’re proud to continue this 
tradition at Point O’ Woods.”

All of the weekend event’s activities are 
open to the public to view for free. There is a 
charge for food and beverages.

version at a time of year when the golf 
course can accommodate these top programs.”

In addition to the main championship 
rounds, the tournament offers a unique prac-
tice and fundraising opportunity on Saturday. 
Players will participate in a practice round in 
the morning, followed by a special event in 
which one player from each team partners 
with three sponsors or club members. The 
event helps raise funds for the Point O’ Woods 
Foundation, which awards scholarships to 
employees and supports local educational 
initiatives.

“Our foundation awards scholarships for 
employees pursuing higher education,” 
Flaherty said. “About a month ago, we award-
ed 15 scholarships for the upcoming school 
year. The net profits from this tournament go 
directly to the foundation, which is really 
what this is all about—helping young people 
further their education and invest in their 
future.”

The Point O’ Woods Foundation is not 
limited to traditional caddie scholarships like 
the Evans Scholars program associated with 
the Western Golf Association. Instead, scholar-
ships are available to employees across the 
club, including those working in dining, main-
tenance, and other service roles. Flaherty 
emphasized the importance of giving back to 
those who work hard to support the club’s 
operations.

“Whether someone is raking bunkers, 
serving in the dining room, or working in the 
kitchen, we want to help them continue their 
education,” he said. “It’s about giving these 
kids a future. We’re very fortunate to be in a 
position to help.”

Flaherty also highlighted support from 
community and national sponsors and Point 
O’ Woods members who help fund the tourna-
ment and foundation.

“We could not host an event of this cali-
ber without our sponsors,” Flaherty said. 
“Their support is crucial not only to the tour-
nament’s success but to the scholarships and 
opportunities we can provide through our 
foundation.”

The tournament format ensures a com-
petitive balance while keeping the event 
manageable for the club and its membership. 
Each team’s five players will rotate through 
groups, and scoring will reflect the best four 
of five players for each round. “It’s amazing to 
see how the balance of a team contributes to 
overall success,” Flaherty said. “A team might 
have the best individual player, but it’s the 
consistency across all five players that often 
determines the winner.”

While the focus is on competition, 
Flaherty said the tournament is also an 
opportunity to engage the community and 
showcase the region’s hospitality. “We’re excit-
ed for local golf fans, families, and visitors to 
see these top athletes in action,” he said. “It’s 
a great way to bring the community together 
around a shared love of golf while supporting 
a good cause.”

Flaherty himself has a long history in 
golf management and development, which 
has contributed to the tournament’s growth 
and success. Under his leadership, Point O’ 
Woods has strengthened ties with collegiate 
programs and national sponsors, creating a 
model for combining elite competition with 
community impact.

“Hosting an event like this requires col-
laboration across many layers—from staff to 
sponsors to our members,” he said. “It’s a team 
effort, just like golf. We all come together to 
provide a great experience for these athletes 
and to raise funds that support education and 
opportunities.”

The Jim DeLapa Collegiate also provides 
exposure for golfers aiming to continue into 
professional ranks. Many athletes competing 
in the tournament are on track to play profes-

The Point O’ Woods Golf and Country 
Club will welcome some of the nation’s top 
collegiate golfers this weekend for the Jim 
DeLapa Collegiate, a premier men’s Division I 
college golf championship. The tournament, 
set for September 27–29, will feature 13 pro-
grams from across the United States compet-
ing for both team and individual honors.

Matt Flaherty, general manager at Point 
O’ Woods, said the tournament is designed to 
attract elite programs while providing a com-
petitive and fair environment for student-ath-
letes. “Our goal is to bring in the best men’s 
Division I programs in the country,” Flaherty 
said. “They’ll play 54 holes—36 on Sunday 
and 18 on Monday—with both team and indi-
vidual championships awarded at the conclu-
sion.”

Each team consists of five players, with 
the top four scores counting toward the team 
total for each 18-hole round. Flaherty empha-
sized that the depth of a team often deter-
mines success: while the top one or two play-
ers may carry strong scores, it’s the contribu-
tions of the third, fourth, and fifth players that 
often separate the leaders from the middle of 
the pack. “These are top 30 programs,” 
Flaherty explained. “Their depth is remark-
able. A third or fourth player could be on tour 
in a few years without it being a surprise.”

The 13 teams competing this year repre-
sent some of the strongest programs in colle-
giate golf, and Flaherty said the number 
could expand to 15 in the coming years. “We 
hope to grow the field over the next two 
years,” he said. “This is a great opportunity for 
these athletes to compete in a highly com-
petitive environment, while our members and 
the community enjoy watching elite golf.”

The Jim DeLapa Collegiate follows the 
tradition of historic tournaments like the 
Western Amateur, which has a storied legacy 
at Point O’ Woods. 

“The Western Amateur was one of the 
most prestigious amateur events in the coun-
try,” Flaherty said. “Many players who compet-
ed here went on to professional careers. Our 
tournament is a smaller, more manageable
