Trustees approved the special use, but 
denied the planned unit development, killing 
the entire proposal because the two went 
hand in hand.

Township Supervisor Roger Seely sup-
ported the development and told us it’s now 
back to the drawing board for Mr. Nye.

“We want to grow our township, and we 
need housing, and so we’ll just see what hap-
pens,” Seely said.

The development would have included a 
48-unit apartment complex, a gas station and
convenience store, two fast food restaurants, 
a dog park, and a welcome center with RV
parking.

Trustees had to consider whether the 
project would meet several requirements laid 
out in the zoning ordinance to qualify for the 
two requests. It all boiled down to the effect 
it would have on the surrounding area.

Township Clerk Patrice Rose expressed 
several reservations and told us she’s sympa-
thetic to the nearby residents who have come 
out in force to oppose the project.

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On November 10, 2025, the United States 
Marine Corps marks its 250th birthday—a quar-
ter-millennium of unbroken service, sacrifice, 
and adaptability. Founded during the American 
Revolution, the Corps has evolved from a small 
naval infantry force into the nation’s premier ex-
peditionary fighting unit, embodying the motto 
Semper Fidelis—“Always Faithful.”

The Corps traces its origins to the Conti-
nental Congress’s resolution on November 10, 
1775, establishing two battalions of Marines 
to serve aboard naval vessels and conduct 
amphibious operations. Recruited at Tun Tavern 
in Philadelphia, these early Marines fought in 
pivotal battles like Nassau in the Bahamas, the 
first American amphibious assault. Under Captain 
Samuel Nicholas, the first Commandant, they 
proved instrumental in securing naval victories 
and protecting American independence.

Throughout the 19th century, Marines par-
ticipated in nearly every major conflict, from the 
Barbary Wars to the Mexican-American War. At 
Chapultepec in 1847, during the storming of the 
“Halls of Montezuma,” Marines earned the scarlet 
“blood stripe” on dress trousers, a tradition hon-
oring fallen comrades. The Corps’ role expanded 
with the Navy, projecting power ashore in places 
like Tripoli and Samoa.

The 20th century solidified the Marines’ 
reputation as shock troops. In World War I, they 
earned the nickname “Teufel Hunden” (Dev-
il Dogs) at Belleau Wood, halting a German 
advance through ferocious counterattacks. World 
War II saw iconic moments: the flag-raising on 

Mount Suribachi at Iwo Jima, immortalized in Joe 
Rosenthal’s photograph, and brutal campaigns 
across the Pacific. The “island-hopping” strategy 
relied heavily on Marine amphibious expertise, 
refined through innovations like the Higgins 
boat and close air support.

Post-war, the Corps adapted to new threats. 
In Korea, Marines held the Chosin Reservoir 
against overwhelming Chinese forces in sub-ze-
ro conditions, executing a fighting withdrawal 
that saved an Army division. Vietnam tested 
the Corps with counterinsurgency and jungle 
warfare, while the 1980s brought rapid-response 
operations in Grenada and Lebanon. The Gulf 
War showcased combined-arms proficiency, with 
Marines spearheading the liberation of Kuwait.

The Global War on Terror defined the 
21st century’s opening decades. Marines led 
the initial invasions of Afghanistan in 2001 
and Iraq in 2003, then endured grueling urban 
combat in Fallujah and Helmand Province. The 
2021 Afghanistan withdrawal marked a somber 
chapter, yet the Corps pivoted to great-power 
competition, emphasizing littoral operations in 
the Indo-Pacific.

Today, approximately 180,000 active-duty 
Marines train relentlessly at bases like Camp 
Pendleton and Parris Island. Innovations include 
the F-35B Lightning II for vertical landings and 
the Amphibious Combat Vehicle. The Marine 
Corps remains the only U.S. service with a dedi-
cated special operations command, MARSOC, and 
continues integrating women into combat roles 
since 2016.

The 250th birthday celebrations include 
parades, historical reenactments, and a Com-
mandant’s Birthday Ball in Washington, D.C. 
Veterans and active personnel reflect on shared 
hardships—the crucible of boot camp, the bonds 
forged in combat, and the legacy of figures like 
Chesty Puller and John Basilone.

As the Corps enters its third century, it faces 
hybrid warfare, cyber threats, and climate-im-
pacted operations.

Melanie Buck tells us fourth-year dentistry 
students from the University of Michigan do 
rotations at the two clinics to help fill out 
staff. The clinic started using them during 
COVID, but finding a place for the students to 
stay was always a problem.

“They were staying at hotel during that 
time and it wasn’t homey for them,” Buck said. 
“They were having problems with the rooms 
not being available and just the cleanliness 
of the hotels.”

So, Cass Family Clinic bought a home in 
Dowagiac that it’s now converted into four 
dorms. Buck says this will be much more 
comfortable for the students.

“They were extremely happy with it. We 
have it set up where each of them has their 
own room. It has two and a half bathrooms. 
We have a full working kitchen. We have a 

study area. We have a game room, a deck with 
a grill.”

Cass Family Clinic this year will host a 
total of 36 students -- with four dental stu-
dents coming in for two weeks at a time, 
rotating between the organization’s Niles and 
Cassopolis offices. Buck says some of the stu-
dents, who will be licensed dentists upon 
graduation, have already expressed an inter-
est in coming back to Southwest Michigan to 
work once they’re out of college.

RESA to mark 20 years of Parents as 

Teacher program
Berrien RESA is planning a 20th anniver-

sary celebration for its Parents as Teachers 
program next month.

Outreach coordinator Laura Robinson 
tells us the international program has been 
around much longer, but it’s been two 
decades since RESA started organizing play-
groups in Berrien County to connect parents 
with other parents so they could learn from 
each other.

“A lot of times when families start out 
with a baby, you can feel pretty isolated,” 
Robinson said. “And so what Parents as 
Teachers has done is they’ve created these 
what we call group events, and the group 
events bring families together.”

Robinson say Parents as Teachers also 
serves grandparents and guardians of all 
kinds.

The St. Joseph Township Board of 
Trustees has narrowly denied approval to a 
mixed used commercial and residential 
development proposed for the Nye’s Apple 
Barn site at 3151 Niles Road.

At their regular meeting this week, trust-
ees considered two requests from property 
owner John Nye. One was for a special use 
permit, and the other was for a planned unit 
development that would have allowed for the 
project. Trustees approved the special use, but 
denied the planned unit development, killing 
the entire proposal because the two went 
hand in hand.

Township Supervisor Roger Seely sup-
ported the development and told us it’s now 
back to the drawing board for Mr. Nye.

“We want to grow our township, and we 
need housing, and so we’ll just see what hap-
pens,” Seely said.

The development would have included a 
48-unit apartment complex, a gas station and 
convenience store, two fast food restaurants, 
a dog park, and a welcome center with RV 
parking.

Trustees had to consider whether the 
project would meet several requirements laid 
out in the zoning ordinance to qualify for the 
two requests. It all boiled down to the effect 
it would have on the surrounding area.

Township Clerk Patrice Rose expressed 
several reservations and told us she’s sympa-
thetic to the nearby residents who have come 
out in force to oppose the project.

“We’ve in the past talked to Mr. Nye,” 
Rose said. “We’ve all sat down with Mr. Nye 
and said, ‘You know, how about like four-plex-
us or duplexes, something lower and spread 
out and more harmonious with the other 
housing that’s there.’ And he’s just not inter-
ested in that.”

The development had support from Visit 
Southwest Michigan, with board chair Mike 
Nadolski telling trustees at an earlier work-
shop the group was spearheading the wel-
come center aspect of it so it could relocate 
from its Pipestone Road welcome center in 
Benton Township.

Dear Brent,

You’re right, it is hard. Sometimes it’s 
very difficult to leave the dinner table when 
someone’s asking if you want another piece 
of pie. And harder still to go from there to 
taking a nice, long walk instead. But learn-
ing to delay pleasure is part of the process 
when it comes to growing up emotionally.

When you’ve practiced it long enough, I 
think your mind starts to make the con-
nection. You begin to realize that what’s 
waiting down the road—if you’ll just apply 

some forethought and discipline—is way 
better than whatever happens to be sitting 
in front of you at the moment.

Here’s a quick personal example. The 
last thing I wanted to do today was get up 
really early, and go for a long walk. But the 
thing is, I know in my mind that I feel so 
much better the entire day when I get in a 
little roadwork first thing in the morning. 
That’s why I made myself get out of bed 
before sunrise, and just do it.

I think the whole process starts in 
the brain, then works its way to the heart, 
where it promotes understanding—and ma-
ture actions. So, if you think about it, it’s re-
ally an intellectual behavior that influences 
will. You have to logically and intellectually 
grasp the concept, then think about where 
you’re going, and where you’ll end up, as a 
result of your actions.

It works for me, Brent. I hope it helps 
you, too!

I’ve been thinking about how many Veter-
ans Days my dad observed as a veteran. Techni-
cally, since November 11 became officially 
named “Veterans Day” in June, 1954, it would be 
56 days. But weren’t there thousands of ordi-
nary days that he, not to mention my mom, sib-
lings, and me, celebrated in some little way that 
he was simply here among us? I guess I don’t 
really know the answer, but I do know that 
being in the limelight of this annual column 
always made him, and my mom too, feel a little 
embarrassed. But I always soothed their nerves 
with these tender words: “Tough toenails.”

When I think of Veteran’s Day, I mentally 
snap to ‘ten-HUT for my mom and dad. 

They’re vets of “The Big One,” World War 
II. My dad had enlisted in the summer of 
1941, so he was already in uniform when 
America got involved, and he stayed in it 
throughout. (Well, he changed into clean uni-
forms once in while. I hope.)

While my dad was cultivating a taste for 
army food, my mom helped in all the ways 
that a teenage schoolgirl could. She assisted 
my grandpa with his duties as a block war-
den, finished her compulsory education, con-
served and rationed. And prayed. 

Dad spent almost two years on the 
island of New Caledonia in the South Pacific. 
A couple years ago, I finally memorized the 
dates that he was overseas. He reached New 

Caledonia on April 21, 1942, the day after his 
20th birthday. I figure the other end of the 
equation is one of the most important days of 
my life, even though it was 4,860 days before 
I was born: he headed home – all in one 
piece – on April 1, 1944. 

Something tells me that on the voyage 
home, he didn’t foresee a future that would 
bring him a degree from Wabash College (on 
the GI Bill), marriage to a DePauw University 
co-ed (58 years and counting), and long 
careers for both of them in elementary and 
high-school education - including their own 
“continuing education” at the hands of their 
five brilliant children.

I come from a family of readers, and at 
one time my parents owned scores of books 
about WWII. I was very fond of one of them 
when I was a kid. It’s called “Up Front.” It’s a 
book of wartime cartoons by a guy named Bill 
Mauldin, who honored the fortitude of ordi-
nary GI’s through two foot soldiers named 
“Willie and Joe.” 

Mauldin’s drawings of Willie and Joe are 
wonderful - a couple of regular guys always 
balancing their weariness against their deter-
mination. They always need a shave, and a 
change of uniform. (Willie and Joe won a 
Pulitzer Prize for Mauldin, but I once read that 
General George Patton just HATED the way 
they looked.)

As a kid, I’d draw my own versions of 
Willie and Joe. They were about what you’d 
expect from a 10-year old, although I did do a 
pretty nice job with their stubbly whiskers. Of 
course, I could observe and touch the occa-
sionally unshaven face of a real-live vet.

Lucky me.

Perhaps you recently attended 
the funeral of a loved one and now cope 
with the aftermath. It’s hard not to notice it 
in the headlines. Recent celebrity deaths or 
victims of tragedy have become a regular 
occurrence.

Thinking about your own death should 
be a healthy thing—not a dangerous obses-
sion or something you avoid outright.

People often try to avoid the topic of 
death. It can stem from fear—fear of what it 
will be like, how much it will hurt, and the 
judgment that awaits when we die. We can 
cower in fear over death and dread the 
pending appointment at the funeral home to 
discuss the details for those we love.

But God bids us to have no fear. Why? 
Jesus died. He knows the pain and hurt of 
separation. The curse that has come to all 
people because of sin—he knew it, even 
though he had no sin. He felt it.

Jesus also felt and experienced a resur-
rection. I wonder if he quickly inhaled as his 
lifeless body was fully reanimated, or was it 
a peaceful, slow breath of confidence in his 
finished work? He rose. He woke up. He 
lived. He continues to live.

Death could not hold the Son of God, 
and so death cannot hold you. Death has no 

power over you. The fear of judgment 
doesn’t affect you because Jesus has been 
judged for your sins. His condemnation is 
your release. His death is your life. His resur-
rection is your life eternal.

This is why Isaiah said these words as 
he looked forward to heaven: “I also will be 
glad because of Jerusalem, and I will rejoice 
over my people. The sound of weeping will not 
be heard in her again, nor will the sound of 
crying. There will never again be an infant 
there who lives for only a few days, or an 
elderly man who does not fill out all his days, 
for one who dies at a hundred will be consid-
ered a young man, and one who fails to attain 
the age of one hundred will be regarded as 
cursed.” (Isaiah 65:19–20)

There will be no more death, no more 
growing old and having creaky bones, no 
more aches and pains, no more weeping 
over loved ones passing away. No more sin 
that cuts life short. You can rejoice today 
because heaven is yours forever in Jesus.

Confront death with eternal joy. Jesus 
talked about death without obsessing over 
it. He didn’t avoid talking about his own 
death with his close friends and family, but 
he didn’t let that pending death hold him 
captive. He continued his life, laughed with 
his disciples, ate, and drank—because he 
knew the future victory that came after 
death. That victory is yours.

How does heaven help you confront 
your own death and the death of those you 
love?

Prayer: Dear Jesus, death can be such a 
scary thing that I don’t even want to think 
about it. Thank you for never backing down—
not even from death. You did that for me. Give 
me the joy of heaven when death enters my 
life. Amen.
