DES MOINES — The Dutch boys basketball team earned its first 

state championship title since 2005 in Des Moines at the Iowa 

High School Boys State Basketball tournament. The sixth-seeded 

Dutch earned three upset three-seed Ballard, beat seventh-seed 

Xavier, and won against previously undefeated Clear Lake to earn 

the state 3A championship.

Quarterfinals

In the quarterfinal game against Ballrd on March 11, the Dutch 

used a suffocating defense to build a lead and then held on as 

Ballard charged back before finishing a 55-51 win to advance.

The Dutch gave up the first basket of the game but rallied with 

nine straight, including a three-point and two-point basket by 

Ahman Langton, to cap the run and take a 12-6 lead at the end 

of the quarter.
