
Sepic served as the Berrien County
Prosecutor from 2013 to 2020. He was also 
an assistant prosecuting attorney for the 
county from 1988 to 2013. Outgoing County
Administrator Brian Dissette tells us he has 
immense respect for Sepic, and the board 
couldn’t have chosen a better interim admin-
istrator.

Hotel in South Haven listed on 
National Register of Historic Places

The Historic Hotel Nichols in South 
Haven is now listed in the National Register 
of Historic Places.

The Michigan State Historic Preservation 
Office says the Nichols has now officially
been deemed worthy of preservation for its 
historical significance, opening the way for 
new grant opportunities and attracting new
visitors.

Scott Whiteford and his family have 
owned the hotel at 201 Center Street since 
2017. He tells us the property began in 1874 
as a blacksmith and wagon shop, expanding 
over the years and adding a hotel in 1884.
The buildings merged into the Nichols Hotel 
in 1925, and to this day, it still hosts travelers.

Whiteford says with the hotel now offi-
cially listed on the National Register of 
Historic Places, he’s been able to secure a 
state grant to restore the facade, which now
looks exactly as it did 100 years ago.

Whiteford calls the Nichols a “cool piece 
of the community” that he hopes will stay in 
business for another 100 years.

Monday’s meeting and an afternoon 
workshop included a large turnout residents 
of the adjacent Highwood Estates neighbor-
hood opposed to the project. They voiced 
their concerns about its potential effects on 
traffic, crime, noise, and general safety. Trustee 
Ed Meny agreed that the proposed develop-
ment would negatively impact the character 
of the neighborhood and voted accordingly.
He told us after the meeting he disagreed 
with the majority’s opinion but respects it.

“One of the things I love about local 
government is that everybody can express 
their opinion, and however the vote comes 
out, it comes out,” Meny said. “So I’m not par-
ticularly pleased with it, but it’s fine.”

The plan approved by trustees is similar 
to a plan they rejected back in November, but 
one difference is that the Nye’s Apple Barn 
itself will now be preserved and operated as 
a market for locally produced fruits and vege-
tables by Nye’s niece, Lori Nye. She said in 
addition to selling produce, she’ll use the 
barn to sell farm-raised meats, chees-
es, local baked goods, organic options, and 
possibly, as a coffee shop.

Sepic to serve as Interim Berrien 
County Administrator

Retired Prosecutor Michael Sepic has 
been appointed as the Interim Berrien County
Administrator.

The Berrien County Board of 
Commissioners recently approved the recom-
mendation as now-former County
Administrator Brian Dissette left for a role in 
Ottawa County.

Committee chair Bob Harrison tells us 
Sepic’s name was mentioned to him several 
times as he sought out potential interim can-
didates.

“I met with members of the executive 
committee, talked through the alternatives,
and then his name, given his experience and 
skills when he was served as a prosecutor, he 
rose to the top of the list,” Harrison said.

Harrison says Sepic has the background 
to do the job.

“He’s retired from the county, knows the 
county well, knows some of the financial sys-
tems that we use, as well as the key players,
key leaders within the county. And he’s very
familiar with a number of the members of the 
county board.”

Harrison says all those things checked 
the boxed commissioners had established. He 
says Sepic, who still lives in Stevensville, is 
willing and able to help.

“He was very eager. He’s very apprecia-
tive of his service for Berrien County when he 
was a full-time employee, and he just sees 
this as a great opportunity to give back those 
years of service. So I’m very excited to have 
someone with that level of interest and 
desire to help the county during the transi-
tion of administrators. Consider next week at 
their meeting.”

Harrison is planning to submit a resolu-
tion to the board of commissioners next week
to hire a search firm for a permanent admin-
istrator.

“It won’t be quick, and we’re looking for-
ward to having a degree of interest from not 
only locally but around the state in the posi-
tion.”

Harrison expects the process to take two 
to four months.

The St. Joseph Township Board of 
Trustees has approved the latest proposal for 
use of the former Nye’s Apple Barn property 
at 3151 Niles Road.

At the board’s regular meeting on 
Monday, the vote was four to three each on 
John Nye’s requests for a special use and a 
Planned Unit Development designation, 
meaning the project now moves forward. He’s 
proposed a fast-food establishment, two 
three-story apartment buildings with a total 
of 48 units, a gas station, and a commercial 
welcome center for the currently vacant site 
near I-94.

The board’s vote came after multiple 
previous attempts to receive permission to 
develop the site were rejected. Nye told us 
he’s glad things are now proceeding.

“I think what we propose here for the 
township will bring a lot of good, a lot of 
jobs, a place for people to live that are so 
needed,” Nye said.

The board’s approval was contingent on 
several conditions. They include that a traffic 
light be installed near a newly re-routed 
Dozer Drive and that trees separating the 
Nye’s property from the adjacent neighbor-
hood be replaced when damaged.

Township Supervisor Roger Seely told us 
Nye now only faces routine approvals, like 
site plan reviews.

“It’s a good thing for our township,” Seely 
said. “It’s the housing that we need, and we 
need to move forward with that. So we’re 
going to be able to move forward with every-
thing.”

Trustee Tom Milnikel told us that, given 
the location of this development and its 
inclusion of a welcome center, the site could 
become a showcase for the community.

“It presents to the visitors a variety of 
diversity of good things that are in this area, 
character of the area,” Milnikel said.

Milnikel also noted Nye is not seeking 
any public money for this development.

Each year we get the opportunity to 
pause and reflect on our accomplishments 
from the prior year - like many of us, some-
times we don’t see or realize the impact that 
we’ve had until we do so. I knew our Greater 
Bridgman Area Chamber & Growth Alliance 
(Greater Bridgman CGA) Director Nancy 
Kiernan has been killing it, but it wasn’t until 
we actually wrote everything down for her 
Annual Report that it really clicked how much 
she’s been able to get done. 

The Greater Bridgman CGA will host its 
Annual Meeting on Thursday, February 26, 
2026, at 5:30 p.m. at Haymarket Taproom. The 
event will celebrate the organization’s accom-
plishments in 2025, outline priorities for 2026, 
and bring together business leaders, partners, 
and community members for an evening of 
connection, reflection, and shared vision.

Continuing to build on the momentum 
established in 2024, 2025 was a year defined 
by collaboration and investment in our com-
munity. The Greater Bridgman CGA provided 
support for local entrepreneurs and workforce 
development by providing technical assis-
tance in business planning, site selection, loan 
packaging, and incentive consulting. Over the 
past year, Greater Bridgman CGA helped se-
cure more than $2 million in grants that were 
used to leverage an additional $2 million in 
private capital funds for key development 
projects.

“As we close out 2025, we are proud to 
reflect on a year that strengthened our econ-
omy, enhanced our quality of life, and built 
lasting momentum for the future,” said Nancy 
Kiernan, Director of the Greater Bridgman 
CGA. “The progress we’ve made reflects Bridg-
man’s continued appeal as a place to invest, 
build, and dream.”

In the heart of many homes during chilly 
winters, the furnace operates as a silent guardian of 
warmth. At its core lies the heat exchanger, a critical 
component that ensures efficient heating while 
separating combustion byproducts from the air we 
breathe. This metal chamber plays a pivotal role in 
modern forced-air heating systems, transforming 
fuel into comfortable indoor temperatures without 
compromising safety—when functioning properly.

The heat exchanger’s design is ingeniously 
simple yet effective. Typically constructed from steel 
or aluminized steel in residential furnaces, it resem-
bles a series of tubes or clamshell-shaped plates. 
The process begins when the furnace’s burner ig-
nites natural gas, propane, or oil, generating intense 
flames and hot combustion gases. These gases flow 
through the interior of the heat exchanger, heating 
its metal walls to temperatures often exceeding 
500 degrees Fahrenheit.

Meanwhile, the furnace’s blower draws in cool 
air from the home through return vents. This air 
passes over the exterior surfaces of the hot heat ex-
changer, absorbing thermal energy via conduction. 
The warmed air then circulates through ducts to 
rooms, raising ambient temperatures. Exhaust gases, 
now cooled, exit via a flue or vent pipe, carrying 
away harmful byproducts like carbon monoxide, 
nitrogen oxides, and water vapor. This separation is 
key: the heat exchanger acts as a barrier, preventing 
toxic fumes from mixing with household air.

Efficiency varies by furnace type. Older models 
might achieve 80% efficiency, meaning 20% of heat 

escapes with exhaust. High-efficiency condensing 
furnaces, however, feature secondary heat exchang-
ers that capture additional warmth from condens-
ing water vapor, boosting efficiency to over 90%. 
These units often use corrosion-resistant materials 
like stainless steel to handle acidic condensate.

Despite their robustness, heat exchangers 
are not invincible. Over time, thermal stress from 
repeated heating and cooling cycles can cause 
metal fatigue, leading to cracks or holes. Corrosion 
from moisture or acidic gases accelerates degra-
dation, especially in poorly maintained systems. A 
compromised heat exchanger poses severe safety 
risks, primarily through carbon monoxide leakage.

Carbon monoxide, an odorless, colorless gas 
produced during incomplete combustion, is a silent 
killer. If a crack allows it to escape into the airflow, 
it can infiltrate living spaces, causing symptoms 
ranging from headaches and dizziness to uncon-
sciousness and death. According to health authori-
ties, hundreds of fatalities occur annually from such 
exposures in homes. Beyond immediate poisoning, 
leaks can reduce furnace efficiency, increase energy 
bills, and even create fire hazards if gases ignite 
improperly.

Signs of trouble include soot buildup around 
vents, unusual odors, frequent pilot light outages, or 
yellow burner flames instead of blue. Homeowners 
might notice uneven heating or higher humidity 
levels, as breaches can introduce combustion mois-
ture indoors.

Prevention is essential. Annual professional 
inspections, including camera probes into the heat 
exchanger, can detect issues early. Replacing air 
filters regularly reduces strain on the system, while 
ensuring proper ventilation minimizes corrosion. If 
a crack is found, immediate shutdown and repair—
or full furnace replacement—are non-negotiable, 
as patching is unreliable and often prohibited by 
codes.

In an era of energy-conscious living, un-
derstanding the heat exchanger underscores the 
balance between comfort and caution. Regular 
maintenance not only extends equipment life but 
safeguards families from unseen threats lurking in 
the warmth of home.

Township Supervisor Roger Seely told us 
Nye now only faces routine approvals, like 
site plan reviews.

“It’s a good thing for our township,” Seely 
said. “It’s the housing that we need, and we 
need to move forward with that. So we’re 
going to be able to move forward with every-
thing.”

Trustee Tom Milnikel told us that, given 
the location of this development and its 
inclusion of a welcome center, the site could 
become a showcase for the community.

“It presents to the visitors a variety of 
diversity of good things that are in this area, 
character of the area,” Milnikel said.

Words and names become part of us 
after repeated use. Think about a nickname 
you or someone else you know had. My 
grandpa called my “JB” when I was only a few 
years old and it continued for decades. 
Although my name is Joshua or Josh, many of 
my close friends still know me as JB. It stuck. 

Jacob is common name today. Jacob was 
a man in the Bible given that name because 
he was grabbing onto the heel of his older 
brother when he was born. (The Hebrew word 
of “heel” sounds like Jacob). Already from 
birth, his name was associated with his 
actions. Treachery filled his life, both done by 
him and done to him. His actions defined 
who he was as he lived up to the name his 
parents gave him. It stuck. 

God didn’t want Jacob to be stuck with 
treachery. After an event of Jacob wrestling 
with God, God gave him a new name, Israel.

What defines you? What names do peo-
ple call you or what names do you call your-
self?

Poor. Awkward. Some names come from our 
own doing, and some come from what people 
impose on us. These do not define who we 
are. 

Or do you feel the pressure to live up to 
everyone’s expectations? Perfect. Beautiful.
