Nye’s Apple Barn: “The bounty of Berrien
County” shapes its colorful future

With the recent approval of conceptual
plans for redevelopment of the Nye’s Apple
Barn site by the St.Joseph Township Board,
Lori Nye Bolt is in full speed ‘Imagination
Mode!

Lori is the third generation driving force
behind the future expansion and re-definition
of the historic Nye’s Apple Barn into a desti-
nation for locals and tourists alike. In her
mind, it's 2028, the major improvements are
all complete and customers are enjoying a
unique experience that marries Farmers’
Market, neighborhood coffee place, and land-
scape design showcase under the Nye’s Apple
Barn banner.

Lori Nye Bolt sat down recently with
MoodyOnTheMarket.com:

“My intent is to re-open my family’s
60-year-old historical roadside farm stand as
an upscale, modern destination offering the
SW Michigan community farm-fresh fruit, pro-
duce, meat, cheese, and bakery items from
premier small family farms and local provid-
ers in the area’”

A brief history of the property

Lori’s grandfather, Harry Nye, owned 300
acres of prime farmland on all sides of what
became Exit 27, Niles Road at 1-94 in the
1960s. Harry started selling his highly
acclaimed peaches and planted an apple
orchard. They soon began supplying the
roadside stand that became Nye’s Apple Barn
in 1962—under the supervision of Lori’s
father, Gordon Nye. Later, her uncles, Dale and
John Nye, both had a hand in further develop-
ment of the Apple Barn and it’'s been operat-
ed by the Nye family or close associates ever
since.

John Nye put forth the real estate plans
for the site a couple of years ago, touching off
a neighborhood controversy that eventually
led to the compromise plan approved recent-
ly by the Township Board. Each segment of
that plan will require specific Township

Bear with me folks! It’s durn hard to
describe all the history and mystery we experi-
enced during our tour of Egypt. So | did a “rou-
lette wheel” style spin through my notes and
photos and came up with the following yahkna
(Egyptian for “stew”).

First taste: In 1845 King Louis Philippe of
France gifted a brass clock tower to the Egyptian
people, supposedly in return for a grand obelisk
from the temple of Luxor (historians still stew
whether this is true).

Anyway, when the clock was installed at a
mosque in Cairo’s Citadel, it told time precisely.
Twice a day. That’s right - the clock famously
never worked. Repairs were attempted in 1943.
And in 1984. But both times the clock quickly
failed again.

When we visited Luxor many days after see-
ing the clock, and we saw the awesome compan-
ion obelisk to the one that was sent to France,
our guide gazed at it and said with a weary sigh,
“We traded one of these for a broken clock”

(An unfortunately unamusing coda to this
anecdote: the clock presently does work, having
been fixed for reals in 2021.)

Second bite: The weather while we were in
Egypt was pretty good - mild temps in the morn-
ings, especially in Cairo, a few warm-but-not-
quite-warm-enough-to-be-called-‘hot” days in the
south, around Aswan and Luxor. Our guide fre-
quently reminded us that we’'d picked an ideal

time to visit Egypt. But he said June-July-August
aren’t all that bad - “Actually, in summer, Egypt is
still a couple degrees cooler than hell”

Third forkful: My wife joined most all the
other women in our tour group for a cooking
class aboard our river ship, while we sailed
between destinations. As a ‘class”, the experience
didn’t entirely live up to its billing; only four
women of the dozens who attended were chosen
to do any actual cooking. My wife was not one of
them - she just watched.

At dinner that night consisted of dishes fea-
tured during the class. More than once my wife
said, “We made this in class!” | retorted, “Well, you
didn’t really make it, right?” She gave me an iron
gaze.And | did NOT say that more than once.

Fourth chomp: One afternoon with a little
free time in Luxor, we left our ship and strolled
around the city. Out of the blue, this young fella
approached us and said, “Hi! I'm from your boat! |
work down in the kitchen!” We didn’t respond and
just kept walking. Because our guide told us a
common scam in the river ports was for young
fellas to approach you and say - these were the
guide’s exact words - “Hi! I'm from your boat! |
work down in the kitchen!”

Last slurp: Every fabulous antiquity we visit-
ed had what our guide called “The Valley of the
Vultures” - booths and tables and blankets chock-
a-block with souvenirs that their proprietors
hawked. RE-LENT-LESS-LY. (We were impervious
to their exhortations, except when our guide
brought a couple select purveyors onto a tender
boat - he said they were honest.)

Anyway, The Valleys of the Vultures brought
to mind similar experiences from back home. For
example, at Universal Orlando, “The Simpson’s”
ride ends with aliens admonishing passengers,
“Foolish Earthlings, all rides must end at the gift
shop!”

My husband and | are making great prog-
ress in paying off almost $100,000 in debt
from student loans and a car loan using your
debt snowball system.

Plus, | can pick up
extra hours at my job to bring in a little more
money. The program will cost us about $2,500
out of pocket per semester for those two
years. How do you feel about this?

Dear Lisa,

| love the way you're both looking toward
the future and trying to make better lives
for yourselves. But my advice would be to
wait until you’ve got your debt knocked out.
Then, your husband could go back to school
when you two are in a much better financial
situation.
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| mean, you could slow down your debt
snowball and use some of that money to pay
for school, but | can’t recommend it. I've seen
too many people try to slow down, or skirt
around the getting out of debt part of the
Baby Steps, and next thing you know they're
still in debt—or have even more debt—four or
five years down the road. They've lost all their
momentum and fire for becoming debt-free
and gaining control of their finances.

There’s really no reason for your husband
to quit his job to make this happen. Lots of
people, especially teachers, hold down their
jobs and go back to school to further their
education. It’s a pretty common thing, actually.
Trying to make it on one income when you're
that deep in debt? It just sounds like a bad
plan to me.

But whatever you do, please don’t borrow
more money to make this happen. Cash flow
it,or don’t do it.

COMMUNITY IMPACT AWARD: CITY OF BU-
CHANAN—-DOWNTOWN INFRASTRUCTURE

The city of Buchanan secured a 40-year,
$16.2 million low-interest loan from USDA Rural
Development, supplemented by general and water
and sewer funds, to address the aging system and
upgrade the streetscape.

The project used a dig-once approach, replac-
ing storm, sanitary, water, and road infrastructure
simultaneously.

Tornado Safety: Essential
Precautions for Protection

Tornadoes stand among the most violent and
unpredictable forces in nature, capable of unleash-
ing winds over 200 miles per hour that can level
homes, uproot trees, and hurl debris with deadly
force. Although these storms cannot be stopped,
thorough preparation and prompt response greatly
enhance survival odds. Knowledge of proven safety
practices equips individuals and families to face the
threat effectively.

Preparation forms the foundation of tornado
readiness. Every household should establish a clear
emergency plan well in advance. Identify the safest
location within the home—ideally a basement or
storm shelter. When those options are unavailable,
choose an interior room on the lowest floor, such
as a bathroom, closet, or hallway, far from windows
and exterior walls. Avoid large open spaces like
auditoriums or rooms with wide-span roofs.

Mobile and manufactured homes provide min-
imal protection against tornado winds, so residents
must leave immediately for a sturdy building when
a warning is issued. In multi-story buildings, head
to the lowest level interior space rather than upper
floors or elevators.

An emergency supply kit should be assembled
and stored in an accessible spot. Include at least
several days’ worth of water, non-perishable food,
medications, a first-aid kit, flashlights with spare
batteries, a battery-operated weather radio, sturdy
closed-toe shoes, blankets, and copies of important
documents sealed in waterproof bags. Keep cash
and charged mobile devices ready, as power outag-
es often follow severe storms.

Staying informed saves lives. Monitor weather
conditions through reliable sources, especially
during periods of severe thunderstorm risk. A
tornado watch signals that conditions favor tornado
development, prompting heightened alertness.

A tornado warning means a tornado has been
observed or detected by radar, requiring immediate
protective action. Weather radios that automati-
cally alert for warnings offer the most dependable
notification method.

When a warning sounds, move without delay
to the pre-planned safe location. Time is critical—
most tornadoes strike quickly. Wear helmets or any
available head protection to guard against flying
debris, a leading cause of injury. If possible, cover
the body with heavy blankets, sleeping bags, or
mattresses for extra shielding. Assume a crouching
position, face down, and protect the head and neck
with clasped hands.

People caught outdoors face extreme danger.
Never remain in vehicles, which offer almost no
resistance to tornado winds. Abandon the car and
seek low-lying ground such as a ditch, lying flat
while covering the head. Avoid taking shelter under
bridges or overpasses, where wind funnels can
intensify and debris can collect. Seek the nearest
sturdy building if time allows.

After the storm passes, exercise continued
caution. Downed power lines, ruptured gas lines,
shattered glass, and weakened structures create
serious hazards. Wait for official authorities to
declare the area safe before leaving shelter. Check
carefully for gas leaks, avoid using open flames, and
document damage for insurance claims only after
confirming personal safety.

Regular practice of safety plans through family
or workplace drills reinforces automatic responses.
Communities strengthen overall resilience by pro-
moting awareness, supporting building standards
that resist high winds, and encouraging participa-
tion in preparedness education.

Tornado safety ultimately depends on proac-
tive steps taken long before sirens sound. With solid
planning, reliable information, and swift decisive
action, the risks posed by these powerful storms can
be substantially reduced, turning potential disaster
into a survivable event.

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The Stronghold of my Life

Of whom are you afraid? That’s a little
different than of what you are afraid. The
word whom assumes that this person is (or

was) alive, has a will, and can cause you harm.

Who makes you afraid? It may be someone
you know very well. It could be the person
who you interact a lot with at work. You may
fear people discovering a dark secret that can
cause you significant public shame. It may

even be people you have never met but you
are afraid of because it can potentially harm
the way others think of you.

We have reason to be afraid. People can
cause considerable damage to you, both
physically and mentally. Words can cut like a
dagger. These wounds can leave scars that no
one sees.

There is reason to be afraid unless there
is safety in someone stronger.

David knew fear and threats upon his
life. For much of his youth, he was on the run
from a murderous enemy who had political
immunity to get away with his crimes.

He hid life fleeing from danger and threats.

David knew the internal battles against
sinful urges. He feared his own capability to
rebel against his family and his God.

He had reason to fear, until he was safe
in someone stronger.

David wrote these lyrics: “The Lord is my
light and my salvation— whom shall | fear? The
Lord is the stronghold of my life— of whom
shall | be afraid?” (Psalm 27:1). Light was
important in the world without electrically
charged LED bulbs. The Lord is light that pen-
etrates the threatening darkness of fear from
people.

The stronghold was a tower defense
inside the city walls. If the enemy breached
the walls, there was one more place of secu-
rity from the enemy. This was impregnable.
This is how David describes God.

The Lord is the stronghold of life. Your
life is safe in the Lord. It is safe eternally.
Even when someone attacks and breaches
your defensive walls, you are safe. Even when
someone harms your body and mind, he can-
not harm your spirit. You remain safe in the
stronghold of God. Even when the urge to sin

Prayer: Dear Lord, you are my light and my
salvation. Why do | give people control of my
emotions of fear? | am safe with you. Melt away
my fear as | trust in you. Amen.
