The owners of the studio through those years were: Co-Founders,
Cliff Plagman and Roger Blunt of Milford, John Senn of Spirit Lake,
along with Dennis Kintzi of Milford, Dave Peterson of Arnolds Park,
Jerry Wolford of Spirit Lake, Lynn Wee of Spencer, Dee Swenson of
Ocheyedan, Rose Otto of Everly.

Cliff Plagman, Roger Blunt, Dee Swenson and Jerry Wolford are
now deceased.

“We are asking those who recorded at IGL to join us for the celebra-
tion,” Senn explained. “We have also invited those people who have
collected IGL memorabilia over these many years to set up in the Roof
Garden and display their fabulous collections.”

IGL recording artists who spent time in the studio included such
notables as Tom T. Hall, Billy Grammer, The Trashmen, The Velaires,
the Seven Sons, Gas Company and many more.

In addition to the booths and displays, the public will enjoy music
provided by many area artists.

In the evening a concert will take place featuring the 50th reunion
of Dee Jay & the Runaways who recorded the national top charting hit
“Peter Rabbit” and all their other singles at the IGL Studio.

The Runaways toured the United States and Canada following the
release of their IGL recordings. They also appeared on Dick Clark’s
“Where the Action Is” television show on ABCin 1966. The band filmed
their appearance aboard the aircraft carrier USS Forrestal docked in
Virginia.

“There is so much history in the studio and with the band,” Senn
(the Jay of Dee Jay) said. “We are inviting everyone to reminisce with
us over the past 50 years and enjoy the roots of some of the great music
to come out of Jowa.”

Recording artists as well as the studio owners will be present to
sign autographs throughout the day in addition to playing some of the
public’s favorite rock and roll music from the past for all in attendance
to enjoy.

schools by visiting the Westport Schoolhouse when it opens Tuesday,
June 14, in Kenue Park in Okoboji.

“Westport Schoolhouse features many items original to the build-
ing, including an Edison record player, a piano and a library table,”
said Kiley Roth, Dickinson County Conservation Board community
relations coordinator. “Other items inside were typically seen in one-
room schools, like the dipper and water pail, the pot-bellied stove and
the disciplinary paddle. Visitors can also write on a slate and ring the
school bell in the bell tower.”

Opening the same day in Kenue Park is Pollinator Paradise, just
south of the Dickinson County Nature Center.

The indoor space at Pollinator Paradise features exhibits on but-
terflies, bees and planting for pollinators as well as a kids area and
monarch enclosure where monarch caterpillars are raised throughout
the summer. Dickinson County Conservation staff and visitors will
bring in monarch eggs and caterpillars to safely raise until they hatch
into butterflies, and then those butterflies are released into the wild.

Outside in Pollinator Paradise, walk through native gardens to see
how you can utilize native plant species in your own landscaping. Take
a look at examples of square-foot vegetable gardens, play a game of
giant trivia Jenga or relax beneath the new pergola. You can also bor-
row a field guide from the indoor area and take it outside to see if you
can identify different species of butterflies, bees and plants.

“Pollinator Paradise is such a neat experience,” Roth said. “Many
people are learning about the decreasing populations of monarch but-
terflies and honeybees, and this area teaches people there are ways
that we can help bring them back, for instance, by planting habitat and
food sources in your own yard. Plus, seeing the different life stages of a
monarch, from egg to caterpillar to chrysalis to adult, is really exciting
for all ages.”

Both the Westport Schoolhouse and Pollinator Paradise are open
10:00am-2:00pm, Tuesday-Saturday, June 14-September 1.

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Beneficial Insect To Be Released To |
Help Manage Emerald Ash Borer

by Dustin Vande Hoef, Kevin Baskins, Laura Sternweis

Beneficial insects that will help battle the emerald ash borer,a highly
destructive pest of ash trees, will be released in Jefferson County. Over
the next few weeks several thousand stingless, parasitic wasps will be
released at Whitham Woods near Fairfield, lowa. This is the firstrelease
of the natural enemies of EAB in Iowa.

When EAB was accidentally introduced into North America from
Asia, its natural enemies, unfortunately, did not accompany the borer.
This effort is being made to reunite pest and natural enemies to help
suppress EAB populations. Following rigorous testing and research
one or more parasitic wasp species, native to Asia, have been released
in 23 of the 25 states where EAB has been detected. The parasitoids
were produced and supplied by the USDA EAB Parasitoid Rearing
Facility in Brighton, Michigan.

“Due to the current situation of EAB in and around Fairfield, bio-
control seems justified at this point in time, said Mike Kintner, lowa
Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship EAB and gypsy moth
coordinator. “The use of biocontrol will not be a ‘silver bullet’ for the
problems we face with EAB, but the natural enemies will serve as a
long-term management strategy to lessen the impact of EAB.”

The two species of parasitic wasps available by USDA Animal Plant
Inspection Service target the larval and egg stages of EAB. Tetrastichus
planipennisi female wasps, which are about the size of a grain of rice,
lay eggs inside EAB larvae, terminating their development into adult
beetles. Oobius agrili female wasps, which are the size of a gnat, lay
eggs inside EAB eggs, parasitizing them before given the opportunity
to hatch. Both species are harmless to people.

According to the USDA Forest Service, lowa has an estimated 52
million rural ash trees and approximately 3.1 million more ash trees
in urban areas. Additional suitable sites will be approved and utilized
for biological control releases.

USDA To Soon Begin County FSA
Committee Nomination Process

The election of agricultural producers to Farm Service Agency
(FSA) county committees is important to all farmers and land owners,
whether they be a beginning or longtime producer, or whether they
have a large or small operation. Every eligible agricultural producer
whether they own or operate a farm, should participate in the FSA
Committee election process because FSA county committees are a link
between the local agricultural community and the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA). Farmers who serve on FSA county committees
apply their judgment and knowledge to help with the decisions neces-
sary to administer FSA programs in their counties, ensuring the needs
of local producers are met. FSA county committees operate within
official federal regulations so that local input is provided on federal
programs such as:

* Income safety-net loans and payments

Conservation programs

Incentive, indemnity and disaster payments for some commodities

Emergency programs

Payment eligibility

According to Dickinson and Dickinson County Executive Director

Larry Lago, “The Dickinson County Farm Service Agency will soon

begin the initial stage of the nomination and election process in which

the farmers and land owners of Dickinson County from the townships
of Silver Lake, Excelsior, Diamond Lake and Lakeville townships, will
elect an individual to serve a three year term on the local Farm Service

Agency County Committee,(COC).” These townships constitute Local

Administrative Area #3 (LAA) for Dickinson County farm owners and

farm operators. Current FSA Committee member Vince Elser has served

on the Dickinson County FSA Committee for the last six years and is
eligible forre-election. Lago adds,“The COC nomination period begins

June 15th, 2016 and runs through August 1st, 2016 for any qualifying

individual from those townships who would be interested to run for

the County FSA Committee position.”

Agricultural producers who participate or cooperate in an FSA
program may be nominated for candidacy to the county committee.
Individuals may nominate themselves or others as a candidate. Addi-
tionally, organizations representing underserved (minority and women)
farmers or ranchers may nominate candidates. Nomination forms are
filed for the county committee election at the office that administers
a producer’s farm records. To become a nominee, eligible individuals
must sign nomination form FSA-669A. The form includes a state-
ment that the nominee agrees to serve for a three year term if elected.
This form is available at the FSA county office and online at www.
fsa.usda.gov/elections. Nomination forms for the 2016 election must
be postmarked or received in the local FSA county office by close of
business on August 1st, 2016.

To be nominated to be on the election ballot as a potential FSA county
committee member, a person must meet each of the basic eligibility
requirements:

* Participate or cooperate in a program administered by FSA.

* Be of legal voting age & eligible to vote.

e Reside in the FSA LAA in which the person is a candidate.

e A person must not have been removed for cause from any public
office or have been convicted of fraud, larceny, embezzlement or
any other felony or dishonorably discharged from any branch of
the armed services.

People uncertain about their eligibility to vote in the FSA county
committee election should contact their local FSA office. Affirma-
tion of eligibility to serve and vote must be determined in order for a
nomination to be considered in an election.

USDA relies on the local leadership of farmers that are elected to the
Farm Service Agency's County Committee system. Farmers know their
communities best, and the Farm Service Agency draws from their local
knowledge to make national farm programs work here at the county
level. FSA County Committees operate within official regulations
designed to carry out federal laws. County Committee members apply
their judgment and knowledge to make decisions at the county level.

ILCC Students Participate In Sexual

Assault Awareness Month Activities

This month, students at lowa Lakes Community College had the
opportunity to participate in a variety of activities on campus in recogni-
tion of Sexual Assault Awareness Month. Educational Counselors and
the Student Senate partnered with Centers Against Abuse and Sexual
Assault (CAASA) in order to provide different activity tables with the
goal of providing more education on Sexual Assault awareness and
prevention.

Representatives from CAASAhosted abooth todiscuss their services
for victims of sexual assault. Those services include: a 24 hour crisis
line, crisis counseling and advocacy for adults and children, support
groups for adults and children, shelter, medical and legal advocacy,
school outreach and violence prevention programs, community educa-
tion and information programs, and professional education.

The Student Senate and the Educational Counselors sponsored an
“It’s On Us” pledge drive. Students signed pledges to make a personal
commitment to help keep women and men safe from sexual assault. The
pledge also ensures that the student will not be a bystander but will be
a solution to the problem of sexual assault. They also sponsored “The
Clothesline Project” where students were able to design and decorate
T-shirts to represent or describe their experiences with sexual assault,
domestic violence, stalking, dating violence, or childhood abuse.
Students also designed T-shirts to show their support for victims of
violence.

“I think the ‘Clothesline Project’ is important because of the aware-
ness it raises,” stated Emily Murphy, Educational Counselor for Iowa
Lakes. “The purpose of the project is to allow survivors of abuse to
design a T-shirt that represents or describes their experience, so in a
way it is a therapeutic experience for that person,” Murphy added.

Murphy went on to say, “The ‘It’s On Us’ is a nationwide initiative
that asks students to pledge to prevent sexual assault by bystander
intervention. Students pledge to intervene if they see questionable
behavior.”

Iowa Lakes Emmetsburg student senate has also been involved in
an ongoing project. For the last 6 to 7 years, students have been col-
lecting cell phones and chargers which they then donate to CAASA.
In turn, they are then given to clients of CAASA so they can be used
to call emergency services if and when needed.

In connection to Sexual Assault Awareness Month, Iowa Lakes
campuses are also participating in Denim Day on April 27. Community
members, elected officials, businesses, and students can make a social
statement by wearing jeans on this day as a visible means of protest
against the harmful misconceptions that surround sexual assault. Em-
ployees and staff members of Iowa Lakes will pay $5 to wear jeans. All
the money raised will go to CAASA to assist local victims of sexual
assault and the families of victims.
