Marter 
and co-founder Luke Uzupis 
say that’s the best deal.  Own-
ing solar can be done with no 
money down, just like a so-
lar lease or PPA and have sav-
ings or income from the very 
first year.  However, over the 
life of the system, a home-
owner can expect to save 
and earn 2 to 3 times more 
through ownership com-
pared to a lease or PPA.  That 
can amount to tens of thou-
sands of dollars.
