In 1937, Albert E. Brumley wrote a catchy
gospel tune titled “Turn Your Radio On,” which
was eventually recorded by dozens of artists and
groups including Skeeter Davis in the 1960s and
Ray Stevens a decade later.

Like many hit songs, “Turn Your Radio On”
reappeared from time to time, possibly because
radio stations loved playing the self-celebrating
tune so much. There was a time when radio sta-
tions didn’t begin each day until sunrise, and
many of those stations in small towns across
America began their days with that favorite
gospel melody.

While it was recorded numerous times by well-
known artists, no one had a bigger hit with the
song than Tangi Blevins & the Heavenly Hosts.
When Tangi sang the chorus, you knew she
meant every word:

Turn Your Radio On

And listen to the music in the air.

Turn Your Radio On, heaven’s glory share.
Turn the lights down low

And listen to the Master’s radio.

Get in touch with God, Turn Your Radio On.

While a lot of folks in the valley were fixated
on the upcoming mayoral election, there were
others who had their thoughts focused on another
major August event: The Spring County Fair.

For teenagers like Mary Ann Tinkersley and
myself, the fair meant getting our sheep ready
for the annual FFA judging, a big milestone
for small-town youth. Most of the excitement,
especially among the female population, was
reserved for the lineup of pseudo-celebrities
who made their way through the county fair
circuit each year.

Some fair headliners were bigger than oth-
ers. No one will ever forget Tim Jones, the Tom
Jones impersonator, who caused more than one
fainting spell as he sang “She’s a Lady” in 1977.

Annual event lures
stars to the valley

If I tried to name the biggest star to grace the
stage at the Spring County Fairground before
1998, it most likely would have been a toss-up
between 1985’s Boxcar Willie, who catapulted
to fame as an overalls-wearing hobo selling
records during afternoon Brady Bunch reruns,
and “Mr. Sound Effects” Wes Harrison in 1983.

But on Tuesday, July 21, 1998, the primary
focus of attention shifted from weekend news of
the spiritual rededication of Elbert Lee Jones
and Marvin Walsh during the Sunday contem-
porary service at the Lutheran Church to the
posters being hung in store windows along the
town square.

Who would believe it? In just four weeks,
Tangi Blevins, along with all four Heavenly
Hosts, would be appearing live on stage at the
county fair. This could just be the biggest star
to appear at the county fair since Boxcar Willie.
This surely made the 11-mile journey to the
county fairgrounds worth the effort.

Raymond Cooper, thankful for anything that
would temporarily divert the community’s at-
tention away from the recent egg-price scandal,
found an old 45 in the record vault left from
the previous station owner. Earl Goodman,
delivering mail to homes on 8rd street, noticed
the tune playing as he walked past each screen
door on this warm summer day:

Turn Your Radio On
And listen to the music in the air.

He thought it was odd, since Raymond Coo-
per generally gave his daily Federal Reserve Re-
port at 2:45. Whatever the reason, Earl couldn’t
get the song out of his head the rest of the day.

And to think - all this happened as Iris
Long pasted the headline as she made the final
touches to the next morning’s edition of The
Lennox Valley Hometown News.

Just like most big events in the summer of
‘98, chatter about Tangi Blevins would wind
down in favor of something much bigger.

Iris Long inhaled, then exhaled, as she made
the final touches to the front page.

He is a wide eyed, freshly
minted rebel, this dear
young sinner that I am
burdened for and pray-
ing

over. Like the Prodigal
Son of Luke 15, he has
become enamored of the
bright lights and par-
tying sounds of the far
country, and is just now
beginning to make his
way down Rebel Road
heading that direction.
He despises the “restric-
tiveness” of the father’s
house, and sees only
good times ahead as he
leaves it.

I have seen many like
him through the years.

The beginning of Rebel
Road is most always a
pleasant, easy path. The
wind is at one’s back, the
sun is shining, and the
face of the one walk-
ing that way is smiling
from ear to ear. And for
a while longer, usually,

every indication is
that the way and the
destination will for-
ever be pleasant. The
devil, you see, is good
at his job. And he knows
that if the one starting on
that road could see the
end results of that deci-
sion, he would likely run
back to safety as fast as
his legs could carry him.

And thus it is that, the
one thing that could pre-
vent that journey from
ever beginning, is kept
carefully hidden.

There are quite a few
people in Scripture who
went that way. They all
have a commonality: it
did not end well. Sam-
son traveled Rebel Road,
he was one of the most
famous to do so. The
road began with parties
and women and games.
His parents protest-
ed, and his answer was
“she pleaseth me well.”
Whatever felt good to his
flesh, Samson pursued it.
He would have his free-
dom, he would do things

his way, he would never
again be told what to do.
But at the end of that
road, it was the very one
in whose lap he laid his
head that first began to
afflict him. Delilah drew
first blood. Samson was
mocked, his eyes were
put out, his freedom was
taken, and he died with
the Philistines.

David traveled that road.
The sweet psalmist of Is-
rael, the Goliath slayer,
committed adultery.

She got pregnant, and
then to cover his sin,
David murdered her
husband. David ended
up a broken man, with a
ruined family, a venere-
al disease, and a blot on
his name that remains to
this day.

The Prodigal went down
Rebel Road as well. He
partied, he devoured
the father’s living with
harlots, his sin grew so
great that even way back
home, in a day before any
electronic communica-
tions, everyone knew ex-

actly what he was doing.

But then the famine
came. The boy found
himself taking employ-
ment feeding hogs. None
of his partying friends
were there to feed and
house him; he was broke,
and of no more use to
them.

Worse still, even his em-
ployer abused him. This
wealthy landowner with
multiple fields, flocks,
servants, and provisions,
apparently did not pay
the boy. He was reduced
to begging for hog slop,
and even that was re-
fused him.

Proverbs 14:12  says,
“There is a way which
seemeth right unto a
man, but the end thereof
are the ways of death.”
Proverbs 13:15 says,
“Good  understanding
giveth favour: but the
way of transgressors is
hard.”

Every budding rebellious
sinner should do them-

selves a favor. Go find
someone who has been
sold out to sin for a very
long time, and see how
that has worked out for
them. Go check out what
things look like at the
end of Rebel Road, once
the bright lights have
faded and the parties
died down. It is normally
not a very pretty sight.

As a pastor, I have seen
the end of both roads
many times. I have seen
sinners grow old before
their time, experience
the brokenness of sin,
and look back on a life
of loss with bitter re-
gret. I have also been
at the bedside of dying
saints, with family gath-
ered around, smiling and
singing a hymn and then
calmly slipping into the
very presence of Jesus. It
is a stark, stark contrast.

Are you looking with
longing at Rebel Road?
Check out what things
look like at the end of it
before you start that way.

An
elderly veteran reportedly
presented himself at a
Department of Veterans
Affairs hospital emergency
room in New York to get
mental-health help, and
he was turned away. He
went out to his car in the
parking lot and committed
suicide. A wife no longer
has her husband, three
daughters no longer have
their father, and seven
grandchildren no longer
have their grandpa.
Because it happened on
federal property, the FBI
is involved. Ideally they’ll
get to the bottom of who
turned this man away.
Two congressmen also are
involved now, demanding
answers.

The website for the VA
facility says right on the
front page: “There is
always a caring mental
health doctor available
24/7 in our Emergency
Room.” Granted, the
paragraph is talking about
substance abuse, but one
would think that a “caring
mental health doctor” of
any specialty would be
able to spend some time

talking to a veteran to
assess the problem.
What I really hate is that
they’re always sorry later,
and always say just the
right words about being
committed to helping
veterans, as though

it’s a stock phrase they
stick into each official
statement after a tragedy
occurs, but never taking
any responsibility.

The condolences left on
the website of the funeral
home will hopefully
bring comfort to family
members, knowing that
So many strangers care.
These same condolences
should be required
reading for those who let
this veteran down.
