Too Many of Us 
Are Inactive
---
By now we know that 
exercise is good for us. It 
helps to postpone aging 
and keeps us healthier. 
Even knowing that, 
however, not all of us do 
what we should. Now 
there’s research reported 
by the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention 
that points fingers at who 
isn’t active.
The study collected 
information from more 
than 300,000 adults over 
the age of 50. For the sake 
of definition, “inactivity” 
was not doing any activity 
outside of daily-living 
tasks.
Here’s what we now know 
from the research:
* More than one-fourth of 
adults over age 50 don’t do 
any physical activity ... at 
all. By age 75, that number 
jumped up to one-third.
* More women were 
inactive than men. The 
lower the education, 
the lower the amount of 
activity. The higher the 
body mass index (BMI), the 
lower the rate of activity.

* Those living in the South 
were the most idle, while 
the West and Northeast 
were the most active.
* Having one of seven 
chronic diseases increased 
the numbers of inactive 
participants.
* Excuses for inactivity 
ranged from having a 
limited number of places 
to be active to not knowing 
how, given their own 
physical limitations.
These reasons for not 
being active have a ring of 
truth. If we live in an area 
with no sidewalks and we 
don’t drive, we won’t be 
doing much walking. In 
some areas, the sidewalks 
might not be safe anyway. 
However, we don’t need to 
walk or run for our activity. 
We can do gardening, 
watch workout videos at 
home, ride a bike around 
the high-school track, 
dance around the living 
room, lift hand weights, 
take a low-impact fitness 
class and much more -- as 
long as we do something.

2 tablespoons vegetable oil
1 cup chopped onion
2 carrots, peeled and diced small
2 cloves garlic, minced
1 1/2 pounds ground lamb or ground beef
1 teaspoon kosher salt
1/2 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper
1 tablespoon ground poultry seasoning
2 tablespoons all-purpose flour
2 teaspoons tomato paste
1/8 teaspoon ground nutmeg or cloves
1/8 teaspoon cayenne pepper
1 cup chicken broth
1 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce
1 cup frozen peas
1/4 cup half-and-half
2 ounces unsalted butter
3/4 teaspoon kosher salt
1/4 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper
1 egg yolk
1/2 cup shredded Parmesan or Cheddar Cheese, 
optional

1. Heat oven to 400 F with a rack in top third of oven. 
Put pumpkin and potatoes on a greased rimmed bak-
ing sheet. Roast pumpkin and potatoes, covered with 
aluminum foil, until tender when pierced with a fork, 
20-25 minutes. 
2. While pumpkin and potatoes are cooking, prepare 
filling. Place the oil into a 12-inch saute pan and set 
over medium-high heat. When oil shimmers, add 
onion and carrots and saute just until they begin to 
take on color, approximately 3-4 minutes. Add garlic 
and stir to combine. Add ground lamb or ground beef, 
salt, pepper and poultry seasoning, and cook until 
browned, approximately 3-5 minutes. 
3. Sprinkle meat with flour and toss to coat, continu-
ing to cook for another minute. Add tomato paste, 
nutmeg or cloves, cayenne pepper, chicken broth and 
Worcestershire sauce, and stir to combine. Bring to 
a boil, reduce heat to low, cover and simmer slowly 
10-12 minutes, stirring once or twice until the sauce 
is thickened slightly. Add frozen peas to the meat 
mixture and spread evenly into an 11-by-7-inch glass 
baking dish, or divide evenly into ramekins.
4. Place cooked pumpkin and potatoes into a large 
bowl, and mash together until well-combined. Put 
the half-and-half and butter into a microwave-safe 
container, and heat in microwave until warmed 
through, about 35 seconds. Add the warm half and 
half mixture, salt and pepper, and continue to mash 
until smooth. Stir in the yolk until well combined. 
5. Top baking dish or the ramekins containing meat 
and vegetable mixture with the mashed pumpkin and 
potatoes. Start around the edges of the dish to create a 
seal to prevent mixture from bubbling up, and smooth 
with rubber spatula. Sprinkle with the shredded 
cheese, if desired.
6. Place baking dish or ramekins on a parchment or 
foil-lined half sheet pan on middle rack of oven and 
bake for 25 minutes, or just until topping begins to 
brown and bubble around the edges. Remove to cool-
ing rack for at least 15 minutes before serving.

Ferdinand 
the Bull
---
Q: One of my favorite 
childhood books was 
“Ferdinand the Bull.” 
In addition to the book 
published by Dell, I have 
a “Fierce Ferdinand the 
Bull” windup toy and 
a 78-rpm record with 
original sleeve featuring 
the famous cartoon bull. 
Is there any value to these 
items? -- Frank, Paradise 
Valley, Arizona

A: Ferdinand was 
introduced in the 1936 
Munro Leaf book with 
illustrations by Robert 
Lawson. The book and 
the character became 
immediate hits. The 
Ferdinand the Bull cartoon 
debuted just before the 
Christmas season of 1938.
The story focuses on 
Ferdinand, a bull who was 
content to sit peacefully 
in a field and sniff the 
flowers. When he is stung 
by a bee he goes into 
a conniption fit and is 
mistaken for a fighting 
bull. He is immediately 
transferred to a bullring, 
but when he refuses to 
fight, he is taken back to 
his field of flowers. A film 
short appeared in 1938 
and won an Academy 
Award for Best Cartoon of 
that year.
Dozens of items were 
issued throughout the 
1940s and ‘50s, including 
your book, which is valued 
in the $100-$375 range; 
your record from 1950, 
$5-$15; and the windup 
toy, also from about 1950, 

worth in the $50-$200 
range (with original box, 
$150-$450). 
I grew up on a ranch and 
our family bull was named 
Richard. My granddad 
took a picture of me when 
I was about 3 years old 
sitting on Richard’s back. 
Obviously our Richard 
was rather peaceful, and 
I suspect a close cousin of 
Ferdinand.

Q: I have a disc water pitcher 
made by Fiesta. I purchased it 

at a flea market for $75 and would 
like to resell it. I understand these 
pitchers are now selling for as much 
as $300 each. Mine is cobalt blue. — 
Nancy, Reno, Nevada

A: Your pitcher might be worth that 
much if it was authentic. It isn’t. 

What you purchased is a reproduction. 
Color is often a tipoff for Fiesta fakes 
and reproductions. One of the better 
references is “Fiesta: Identification 
and Price Guide” by Glen Victorey. 
Four of the original colors for the disc 
water pitchers are forest green, char-
treuse, turquoise and rose.

Q: I have a secretary desk that 
my parents purchased at 

auction in 1943. It is identified as 
being made by the Hekman Fur-
niture Company. It has become a 
family heirloom but has been refin-
ished and is not in its original state. 
Should I take it and have it profes-
sionally restored? — Carol, Bloom-
ington, Indiana

A: The Hekman Furniture Com-
pany was founded in Grand 

Rapids, Michigan, in 1922 by three 
brothers: Henry, Jelle and John Hek-
man. The first pieces produced were 
occasional tables. In 1942, the com-
pany relocated its main show room 

to the Merchandise Mart in Chicago. 
During World War II, the plant made 
glider bottoms and ammunition boxes. 
The 1960s and ‘70s were a period of 
great expansion, and the company still 
exists.

I have examined the picture you sent 
me of your desk, and I think it was 
probably manufactured during the 
1930s. Only you can determine if you 
want to have it professionally restored. 
Consider the cost of this service 
against the current value of your desk.
