I would
think that a doctor earning a $1,000.00 for an hour’s worth
of talking doesn’t mind talking about what they did and their
opinion as to what caused the injury.

Any person who takes the time to think about it will know
that the doctor didn’t see the accident and can only have an
opinion as to whether or not the injury probably was or was
not caused by the accident that the injured person told the
doctor about as part of the history of the chief complaint.

That
interest could be 0% or 100%. Often
a quitclaim deed conveys a partial
interest in property. A quitclaim deed
is only as valid as the interest in the
property owned by the person who
deeded the property to you.

A warranty deed on the other hand
actually offers a warranty that they
own the property. It is a stronger instrument that should not
be given if there is any question about the property that is
described in the deed.

When lawyers and bankers and people who regularly
buy and sell land consider deeds, what we think about is
how perfect is the chain of title. That is in many respects is
required, and should be by a potential buyer to the property.
More importantly, it is truly determined by a commercial
lending institution loaning money with the property used as
security. This concept is called marketability.

If I had any question about the ownership of a particular
piece of property, I would ask for and purchase what is
known as an abstract of title. An abstract traces every owner
of that particular piece of property back to the United States
of America, at least every one I have ever seen. There may
be some exceptions to that in other areas of our country.
An abstract of title will settle your curiosity about the true
ownership of the property and a policy of title insurance
will offer a guarantee of title. Both are offered through title
companies that are set up to sell these. An abstract of title is
usually not very expensive although I have not priced one in

Mergers Uncompetitive
Editor:

The proposed merger between
German pharmaceutical and chemical
giant Bayer and U.S. biotechnology
giant Monsanto would create the
world’s largest supplier of seeds and
agricultural chemicals. The merged
company would control a quarter of
the world’s seed and agrichemical
market.

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ON YOUR DEBT

Can I Discharge My Debts
Related to a Car Accident in
Bankruptcy?

The impact of a car accident may be
emotionally and physically devastating. It

is even more devastating when it has been

determlned the car accident was entirely or McNutt
even partially your fault. What happens when Managing
you are underinsured or not insured at all at Attorney

the time of the accident? The impact of such
an event may cause your finances to spin out of control.

If you are financially responsible for a car accident you need
to take a look into all the options that are available for you. One
of the options is that you may be able to file for bankruptcy
to discharge those debts depending on your circumstances.
Normally your debts related to a car accident are dischargeable.
This is true whether the debts are related to personal injury or
property damage. You would simply list the debt in a Chapter 7
Bankruptcy and the debt would be discharged.

There are two (2) exceptions where the debts arising from a car
accident are not dischargeable in bankruptcy.

The first exception is if the accident was the result of you
driving under the influence (DUI) and you caused a death or
personal injury to the other party or parties. Your financial
obligations to pay any criminal fines, court fees, restitution, and
bodily injury to the other party are not dischargeable if it is the
result of a DUL

The other exception is if the accident was the result of a
willful or malicious injury caused by you to another entity or
to the property of another entity. An example of this could
be if you deliberately ran your car into your neighbor’s fence
because you hated the sight of the fence or you hated the sight of
your neighbor. Under this exception, both personal injury and
property damage are not dischargeable in bankruptcy.

In both of these instances you would have to pay for the debts.

So what happens if you are financially responsible for the
debts caused by a DUI or your willful or malicious injury to
another person or their property and you do not have the funds
readily available on hand to repay the debt? Although the debts
are not dischargeable in a Chapter 7 bankruptcy you can file a
Chapter 13 Bankruptcy to repay the debts over a period of three
(3) to five (5) years. If the debts cannot be repaid within the five
(5) years due to your financial circumstances you may always file
another Chapter 13 bankruptcy to pay the remaining balance.

Yahoo has about 1 billion
accounts.

*You aren’t receiving
expected emails.

* Your Yahoo Mail account is

sending spam.

It has been suggested that the
hackers were financed or even
run by a state-sponsored group.

All this hacked information
was put in one large file and
sold to the highest bidder. What
this means is that hackers can
then scour your email account
looking for information about
you. Since many of you use the
same password across multiple
accounts, all a hacker needs to
do is find an email from your
bank or Amazon or eBay, etc.
Then they can try to use your

email and that same password
to access your account. They can
also send scam messages to your
friends claiming that you were
kidnapped overseas and need
money ASAP.

So what do you need to
do? First, you need to log into
your account and change the
password. Once you do that,
you need to set up “two step

authentication” for your account.

That way, every time a “new”
computer tries to access your
account, they will have to enter
a code that is only sent to your
phone via a text message.
