It was my great joy some 
years ago to find, in an 
antique store, volume two of 
Alexis de
Tocqueville’s “Democracy in 
America.” As I ponder this 
writing from so many years 
ago in light of modern day 
circumstances and events 
in America, I am amazed 
at how prescient he was 
in many things, and how 
needed some of his words 
are today.

In chapter 5, “Public 
Associations in Civil Life,” 
de Tocqueville said this: 
“the first time I heard in the 
United States that 100,000 
men had bound themselves 
publicly to abstain from 
spiritous liquors, it appeared 
to me more like a joke than 
a serious engagement, and 
I did not at once perceive 
why these temperate 
citizens could not content 
themselves with drinking 
water by their
own firesides. I at last 
understood that these 
hundred thousand 
Americans, alarmed about 
the progress of drunkenness 
around them, had made up 
their minds to patronize 
temperance...

“Nothing, in my opinion, 
is more deserving of 
our attention than the 
intellectual and moral 
associations of America. 
The political and 
industrial associations 
of that country strike us 
forcibly; but the others 
elude our observation, or 
if we discover them, we 
understand them
imperfectly because we have 
hardly ever seen anything 
of the kind. It must be 
acknowledged, however, 
that they are as necessary to 
the American people as the 
former and perhaps more 
so.”

Moral associations. 

People publicly banding 
together to take stands 
for righteousness. De 
Tocqueville regarded these 
as even more important to 
America and Americans 
than political and industrial 
associations.

He was right. And America 
was right in feeling that 
way. In Deuteronomy 27, 
God had Moses command 
the people to do an unusual 
thing when they enter the 
promised land. Half of the 
nation was to climb Mount 
Ebal, and the other half was 
to climb Mount Gerezim. 
In verses 15 through 26 the 
Levites were to shout to the 
entire nation a list of things 
that they were to regard as 
being cursed, sinful, unclean 
and unacceptable. After each 
statement, the entire nation 
was commanded to reply 
“Amen” in a loud voice. 
Doing this was an example 
of moral association; it was 
an indication of the power 
of godliness lived out in the 
public eye.

The First Amendment to the 
Constitution “guarantees” 
the free exercise of religion. 
The reason I place the word 
guarantees in quotation 
marks is because, in truth, 
the First Amendment merely
elucidates a right that we 
have no matter what the 
Constitution itself says. We 
do not derive our rights 
from the Constitution; our 
rights are inalienable and 
given to us by God. If a 
constitutional
amendment was placed 
before the states tomorrow, 
and the First Amendment 
itself was
completely repealed, it 
would not change our 
right to the free exercise of 
religion one iota.

And now let me explain 
the difference between two 
words that are currently

and erroneously being 
used interchangeably. I am 
hearing many power brokers 
now speak of our right to 
“worship.” But the right to 
worship is far different from 
the right to the free exercise 
of religion.

Worship, in the eyes of the 
ruling class, is something 
that can be confined to the 
four walls and under the 
roof of a church building. 
But religion is something 
that is lived out every day of 
our lives, especially in the 
public eye. Jesus said that 
we are salt and light and a 
city set on a hill that cannot 
be hid. He told us to preach 
the gospel to every creature. 
He told us to make disciples 
of all men. He told us to 
teach men everything he has 
commanded us.

Private worship is not what 
caught de Tocqueville’s 
attention. Public religion, 
people banding together in 
the public eye for the sake of 
righteousness and morality 
is what caught his attention.

Christianity is not 
Christianity when it hides 
in the shadows of safety. 
Children of God must by 
example first and word 
second stand shoulder 
to shoulder in the public 
square against all sin 
and for all righteousness. 
We must even go so far 
as to specifically name 
sin, as did the 100,000 
in de Tocqueville’s day 
who pointedly called out 
drunkenness. 

The devil would like nothing 
more than for the morality 
of a society to die a slow and 
quiet death inside the walls 
of our church buildings as 
we worship our way to the 
grave.

Don’t give him the 
satisfaction.

Financial Abuse Often 
Not Reported
---
The statistics on elder 
financial abuse are ugly. 
Abuse victims lose roughly 
$2.6 billion per year. One 
in every 20 seniors admits 
to being the victim of 
financial abuse, but only 
one in every 44 cases is 
reported.
In the online blog 
“Recognizing Signs of 
Elder Abuse (and Traits of 
Elder Abusers),” attorney 
Will Sleeth lists the ways 
abusers can put pressure 
on seniors to change their 
estate plans. They can 
include bullying, isolating 
and threatening. The 
tactics and suggested 
investments from a 
financial abuser might 
sound a bit off as well, 
such as an anonymous 
investment club.
Characteristics of the 
abusers themselves can be 
surprising. They’re often 
educated, sophisticated 
and well-off. Sometimes 
they’re convicted felons, 
or attorneys or doctors 
who lost their licenses to 
practice. Mostly, however, 
they’re socially isolated, 
having few friends or social 
contacts. That’s where the 
Internet can be handy.

Many states have court 
case search features 
in their online judicial 
record systems. These are 
searchable by location, 
date ... and name. Anyone 
who is a financial abuser 
of seniors likely has done 
it before, and there will 
be a record of previous 
court cases and lawsuits. 
For more information, 
check Sleeth’s site 
(estateconflicts.com) and 
read more of the articles 
he’s written.
The National Committee 
for the Prevention of 
Elder Abuse (www.
preventelderabuse.org) 
has a large section on 
financial abuse. Financial 
scammers can sink so low 
as to read newspaper death 
announcements to identify 
those who are recently 
widowed and therefore 
vulnerable. 
If you’ve been the victim 
of financial abuse, or 
think someone is trying 
to scam you, speak up. 
Call the police. Call your 
bank and ask to speak to 
the manager. You can be 
protected.

A former Marine has 
come up with a great idea: 
a veterans’ television 
network. He didn’t come 
by that idea the easy way; 
it took the suicide death 
of his pal to force him to 
realize that humor might 
be the only real way 
to combat the horrible 
statistics of veteran 
suicide.
Thus, he launched a 
Kickstarter program for 
a proposed television 
network called Veteran 
Television, or VetTV.
According to the three-
minute video, VetTV 
intends to use “humor 
and camaraderie to bring 
veterans together to 
heal the mental wounds 
of war” using authentic 
humor, not the kind that 
Hollywood produces. 
Some of the proposed 
shows sound promising: 
Kill, Die, Laugh; A Grunt’s 
Life; The Veteran Mating 
Game; and Gods of War. 
It will show the good, 
the bad and the ugly of 
military life ... but with 
humor. The creator says 
he’s aiming at the post-
9/11 veteran, but from 
what I’ve seen so far, it 
speaks to all veterans.

The shows will be 
streamed to phone, tablet 
or computer once a week, 
like Hulu or Netflix. 
Subscribers will vote on 
the shows that will be seen 
next.
The venture needs 
$250,000 to create four 
months of shows, with 
one new episode per week 
for each branch of the 
military. After the initial 
funding, the VetTV will be 
self-sustaining. Content 
will be for veterans, made 
by veterans. Subscriptions 
will cost only $5 per 
month.
VetTV has already 
partnered with veteran-
owned businesses and 
nonprofits to help with 
Kickstarter. At this 
writing, it has nearly 1,000 
backers and $80,000.

Make Election Day 
Go Smoothly

Election Day gives voters throughout the United States a chance to partici-
pate in their government. The right to vote is something to cherish, as many 
people across the globe do not get a chance to elect the officials who govern 
their countries.
While Election Day is an exciting time, voters may find it frustrating if they 
do not take steps to ensure things go smoothly when they head to the polls. 
The following tips can help voters prepare for Election Day.
• Confirm your polling location. Polling locations may have changed since 
last year, and voters who have moved in the past 12 months may now have 
to vote in a new location. Voters can contact their local board of elections 
or visit www.Vote411.org to confirm the correct polling locations. Voters 
should also learn the hours when the polls are open so they do not arrive too 
early or too late to vote.
• Bring photo identification. Voter identification laws vary by state, but vot-
ers who want to avoid hassles or holdups may be able to do so by bring-
ing current photo identification with them to the polling place. While such 
identification is not necessarily a requirement, voters who bring along a 
driver’s license or state identification card may get in and out of the polling 
place more quickly than those who do not.

Voting is a privi-
lege and a responsibility, so voters should familiarize themselves with the 
candidates and issues on the ballot in the weeks leading up to Election Day. 
In addition to national or statewide candidates and issues, voters should 
learn about local issues that may have a more direct impact on their daily 
lives. The more voters learn about the candidates and issues in advance, the 
more quickly they can cast their votes and get to work or return home.
Voting on Election Day is a privilege that voters should not take lightly. Tak-
ing certain steps in the weeks ahead of Election Day can make it easier for 
voters to cast their ballots.

The great thing about this recipe from the Betty 
Crocker kitchens (www.bettycrocker.com/reci-
pes) is that the meat loaves cook in just 30 min-
utes and provide individual servings. This would 
make a great main-course dish for children or a 
unique appetizer for a retro recipe party.

1/2 cup ketchup
1/2 tablespoon packed brown sugar
1 pound lean (at least 80 percent) ground beef
1/2 pound ground pork
1/2 cup Original Bisquick mix
1/4 teaspoon pepper
1 small onion, finely chopped (1/4 cup)
1 egg

1. Heat oven to 450 F. In a small bowl, stir 
ketchup and brown sugar until mixed; reserve 
1/4 cup for topping. In large bowl, stir remaining 
ingredients and remaining ketchup mixture until 
well-combined.
2. Spray 13-by-9-inch pan with cooking spray. 
Place meat mixture in pan; pat into 12-by-4-inch 
rectangle. Cut lengthwise down center and then 
crosswise into sixths to form 12 loaves. Separate 
loaves, using spatula, so no edges are touch-
ing. Brush loaves with reserved 1/4 cup ketchup 
mixture.
3. Bake 18 to 20 minutes or until loaves are no 
longer pink in center and meat thermometer in-
serted in center of loaves reads 160 F. Serves 6.

Substitution: While the mixture of ground beef 
and pork gives these little loaves a unique flavor, 
you can also use 1 1/2 pounds of ground beef 
instead.

Q: I have become 
fascinated by Art Deco 
after purchasing a cocktail 
set from the 1930s at a 
flea market in Chicago. 
Can you recommend a 
good general reference? --

A: Judith Miller claims 
in her new book, “Art 
Deco: Living With the Art 
Deco Style,” that Art Deco 
completely transformed all 
branches of design, from 
the fine and decorative 
arts to transport, 
product design, fashion, 
graphic design and even 
architecture.

Egg cups 
can be traced back several thousand 
years and are found in almost every 
country and culture. Most of us think 
of egg cups as being made of ceramics, 
but examples have been found crafted 
of ivory, metal, glass, wood, rubber, 
straw and even papier-mache. 

Most collectors are especially inter-
ested in the character and personality 
egg cups of the 1930s. Other popular 
categories for collectors include Black 
Memorabilia, Art Deco, Golliwoggs, 
Political, Steamship and Souvenir 
issues. Typical prices for character 
and personality egg cups are Stan Lau-
rel, $185; Andy Gump, $150, Ronald 
Reagan, $90; Lone Ranger, $100; and 
Popeye, $100.

One of the better references is “Egg 
Cups: An Illustrated History and Price 
Guide” by Brenda Blake and published 
by Antique Publications. It is difficult 
to find, but well worth the search.

Q: I have inherited three pieces of 
Hull pottery in the Dogwood 

pattern. According to my older sis-
ter, the pieces were probably pur-
chased during the early 1940s. What 
can you tell me about this type of 
pottery, and is it worth keeping? — 
Veronica, Titusville, Florida

A: After finding a rich deposit of 
clay soil in Perry County, Ohio, 

Addis Emmet Hull founded the A.E. 
Hull Pottery Company in 1905. Its 
unpretentious line of ware was mar-
keted throughout the country, and it 
soon became one of the nation’s larg-
est pottery outlets. 

According to “Hull Pottery: Iden-
tification and Price Guide” by David 
Doyle and published by Krause Books, 
the Dogwood pattern was introduced 
in 1942. Also known as Wild Rose, it 
is distinctive because of its hand-dec-
orated embossed floral designs. It was 
issued in cream with the base usual-
ly two-tone, either pink and blue or 
cream and turquoise. Values vary, but 
I’ve seen the vases and pitchers in this 
pattern priced in the $150-$300 range.
