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Just when we thought

we had a handle on the
consequences of our
service in Vietnam --
Agent Orange -- we now
have another potential
killer on our hands. Bile
duct cancer, known as
cholangiocarcinoma, can
appear 25-40 years after
eating raw fish in Asian
countries. The fish contain
small worms called liver
flukes that burrow into
the liver ducts, where
they remain, causing
inflammation for many
years until the liver can
turn cancerous.

The Department of
Veterans Affairs has
turned down most of those
who apply for benefits

-- generally the widows of
veterans who have died of
this cancer. It’s difficult
to pinpoint something
that happened so long
ago, especially something
as oddball as eating the
wrong kind of fish or
wading in the wrong body
of water. The denials of
benefits run the standard
gamut. However, it’s

now coming to light as
more veterans are being
affected, and the VA can’t
ignore it.

How To Make
Older Homes
More
Energy Efficient

Older properties tend to have

a sense of charm that newly
built homes may lack. Perhaps
it’s their lived-in feel or design
elements that remind home-
owners of yesteryear that make
older homes so popular among
home buyers.

What older homes have in char-
acter they may lack in modern
amenities. For example, where-
as many homes are now built
with energy efficiency in mind,
older homes may not be so eco-
friendly. Fortunately, there are many ways for homeowners who love their
older homes to keep that love going strong while making their homes more
energy efficient at the same time.

« Check for leaks and plug any you find. Homes may develop air leaks over
time, and such leaks allow air to infiltrate the home. When that occurs,
homeowners instinctively turn up the thermostat in winter to combat the
cold air getting in. Come summertime, those same homeowners will run
their air conditioners on a higher setting in an effort to stay comfortable
when hot air is creeping through the cracks. Rather than adjusting the
temperature inside, fix any sources of air infiltration you find. Run your
hand along doorways and windows to determine if any drafts are coming
through. Older homes may also develop cracks in bricks, around the foun-
dation and in siding or stucco. Seal any areas where you feel air infiltrating
your home, which will save money, reduce your energy consumption and
make your older home more efficient.

« Add insulation. Many older homes are poorly insulated. But according to
the United States Environmental Protection Agency, adding insulation can
reduce energy costs by as much as 50 percent. Installing insulation can be
tricky, especially if insulation was not originally included in your home, as
is sometimes the case with older homes. Insulation can become damp and
prove ineffective if installed improperly. Damp insulation also may con-
tribute to mold growth and rot in the home’s framing. Older homes may be
lacking adequate insulation around attics, crawl spaces, basements, heating
and cooling ducts, and water pipes. Cover your water heater with an insu-
lated water heater blanket so the heater retains more heat and consumes
less energy to heat the water.

« Stay on top of your home. Much like older vehicles, older homes require
a little extra TLC on the part of homeowners. Don’t allow your home to fall
into disrepair. Even if your energy bills are not on the rise, inspect windows
and doors to make sure they are closing tightly, as over time such seem-
ingly minor problems can add up to substantial energy loss. Don’t forget to
clean gutters and downspouts, removing debris that can add up and lead
to water damage that may ultimately compromise the effectiveness of your
home’s insulation.

» Book an energy audit. Energy audits, which may be offered free of charge
by your utility company, can help detect any additional areas where a home
may be using energy inefficiently. Even if you have to pay for an audit, the
cost savings if any additional inefficiencies are discovered will likely add up
to more than the cost of the audit.

turkey is brought to the table. Everyone grabs their forks at the sight of a perfectly

brown bird glistening with juicy flavor.

Make sure your holiday meal is a special one by following these simple tips for making

the perfect holiday dinner:

Planning the Meal

n (et your plans in writing, including your menu,
how many people will attend, any special dietary
needs of guests and what time you plan to serve
the meal.

n Buy the turkey early, and look for a bird with a
pop-up timer in the breast, which ensures proper
cooking time. Learn more at volkenterprises.com.

Thawing the Turkey

n Thaw your turkey in the refrigerator for 24 hours
per 5 pounds in weight. For example, a 20-pound
bird takes four days to thaw. Thaw it faster by
covering with cold water in the sink and changing
the water every half hour per pound of turkey.

m Don’t unwrap a frozen turkey before thawing.

n Refrigerate the turkey as soon as it has thawed, or
cook it immediately.

Preparing the Bird

n Baste the turkey with extra-virgin olive oil, butter,
margarine or wine.

n For an unstuffed turkey, place a stalk or two of
celery, seasonings, a cut-up onion and a handful of
parsley in the cavity to keep it moist.

n [fyou stuff the turkey, pack the neck and cavity
loosely with stuffing prepared just before you plan
to cook the bird.

n Heat oven to 325 F. Place turkey breast-side-up on a
rack in a shallow roasting pan.

n Lay a “tent” of foil loosely over the turkey to
prevent over-browning.

n The turkey is done when the meat thermometer is
180 F and the stuffing is 165 F. If you don’t have a
meat thermometer, look for the red stem to go up on
the pop-up timer, press a thumb and forefinger into
the thick part of the drumstick to see if'it feels soft
or wiggle a drumstick to see if it moves easily.

n For easier carving, let the turkey stand at room
temperature for at least 20 minutes.

Preparing Homemade Rolls

PICKS OF THE WEEK
“Kubo and the Two
Strings” (PG) -- A
one-eyed boy with a
supernatural heritage
and a magic musical
instrument embarks on

a gorgeously animated
adventure through
ancient Japan. Kubo
(voiced by Art Parkinson)
lost his eye to the Moon
King, his evil grandfather
who also can become a
terrifying dragon. While
adventuring, Kubo has a
protective white monkey
(Charlize Theron), a
dopey warrior made from
a transformed beetle
(Matthew McConaughey)
and his magic music that
can make origami come
to life.

Laika Studios (“Coraline,”
“The Boxtrolls”) has a
great track record of
adapting stories with
enchanting stop-motion
animation. It goes off

the beaten trail, and
makes offerings that

can be genuinely scary
(“Coraline” got pretty
creepy, and “Kubo” has
some spooky monsters) or
sad, while still remaining
engaging and appropriate
for the little ones.

“War Dogs” (R) -- Back in
the heady days of 2008,
David Packouz (Miles
Teller) gets recruited
away from his dead-end
massage gig into the
sleazy world of semi-
legal arms dealing, as
introduced to him by

old pal Efraim (Jonah
Hill). Efraim rolls up

in a nice car, cackling
maniacally, shooting guns
in the air and throwing
cash around, and we'’re
supposed to sympathize
with David, who views
this as a stable option for
supporting his pregnant
girlfriend. Their moral
descent sees them
supplying arms to shady
characters in Afghanistan.

It’s sort of trying to be
“The Wolf of Wall Street”
but with guns instead of
bonds, but neither lead
ever really takes it there.
Hill is playing it big and
sleazy, but the movie just
isn’t as smart as it thinks
it is.

“Hell or High Water” (R) --
When the bank threatens
to take their mother’s
Texas home unless they
can come up with the
cash, two brothers decide
the best place to get the
money is from that same
bank. Tobey (Chris Pine)
and Tanner (Ben Foster)
have checkered pasts and
a lot of baggage, but not
enough to stop them from
robbin’ banks for dear ol’
momma. Marcus the Texas
Ranger (Jeff Bridges) is
archetypally getting too
old for this, but he’s quick
to catch on to the Tanners’
plan, setting the stage for
some modern-day Wild
West shootouts.

“Yoga Hosers” (PG-13)

-- Kevin Smith’s latest
project features a pair

of sardonic Canadian
convenience-store clerks
facing off against Nazi
sausages. Our heroes,
both named Colleen (Lily
Rose Depp and Harley
Quinn Smith), are teenage
best friends who really
only care about their
phones and their private
yoga lessons (taught by a
bushy Justin Long). They
get roped into a scheme
involving an undying Nazi
and a peculiar Nazi-hunter
(Johnny Depp). The girls
are dogged by walking,
talking bratwursts that
have been indoctrinated
with fascism. There are
very few laughs, but the
two leads perform well
together, and it should not
be held against them that
their fathers are Smith and

Depp.
